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This Agreement made this nineteenth day of July 1949,
between the Government of the United State of Saurashtra:
(hereinafter referrad to as the Government) and Sheth Shri
Kasturbhai Lalbhai the President of the I“irm of Sheth Dev-
chand Laxmichand of Ahmedabad representing’the Jain Swetam-
ber Murtipujak Community of India (hereinafter referred to as
the Managing Representatives) witnesseth as follows :—

WHEREAS there have been certain disputes regarding
possession, enjoyment, use or ownership of lands, buildings,
and other properties upon the Girnar Hill (hereinafter referred
to as the said premises) and other matters connected with

the same;

AND WHEREAS the Managing Reprev.entatwes by a
petition dated the 22nd November, 1948, addressed to the
“then Administrator and the Executtve Council of the Junagadh
State (now integrated with the United State of Saurashtra)
requested for an amicable settlement of their disputes with the
Junagadh State regarding their claims over the said premises

on the Qirnar Hill;
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AND WHEREAS a settlement was arrived at between the
parties on the 23rd January, 1949;

NOW, THEREFORE, it is hereby declared and agreed
between the parties as follows; ~

1. The whole of the Girnar Hill is the sole and absolute
property of the United State of Saurashtra, save as otherwise
hereinafter provided.

2, The Government shall and does hereby guarantee to
the Managing Representatives on behali of the Jain Swetam-
ber Murtipujak Community of India, peaceful and quiet posse-
ssion and ownership over -such lands, buildings, areas and
properties, including the whole of the enclosure known as the
Gadh on the first peak of the Girnar Hill, with all temples,
lands, buildings, structures, kunds, and other places, situated
within the area bounded by the said enclosure, with the
enclosing wall on the Girnar Hill, (hereinafter referred to as
the said premises) as more particularly delineated on the site
plan appended hereto {Appendix A), subject to the claims
-established by any third party provided—

(a) that the kot bungalow on the entrance gate with the
four rooms below it (two on cach s1de) shall vest in the

Governmennt,

(b) that the road shown in yellow colour on the said site

plan between ihe southern and eastern gates of this enclosure

. shall remain public property and its management and control
shall vest in the (overnment,

(c) that free access to the Bhim Kund (Survey No. 34)
shown on the said site plan is allowed to the public,

3 Within the limits so shown in red colour in the saxd
site plan, tite Managing Represen‘atives shall be at liberly to
Juake any additions, alierations or repairs; and the manage.
ment of the said premises shall vest in the Managing Repre-
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sentatives on behalf cf the Jain Swetamber Murtip:jak
Community of India.

’

4. The possession and ownership of the Otta Bungalow
with shops below it, shown on the said site plan, is hereby
transferred to the Managing Representatives in consideration
of rupees ten thousand (Rs. 10,000/-) pail by the Managing
Representatives to the Government, the receipt whereof is
hereby acknowledged,

5. The management and control of all religious buildings
and places or other institutions on the Uirnar Hill in which
third partics are interested, more particularly specified in Appen-
dix B, shall vest in the persons managing the same with the
approval of the Gov¢rnment, subject to the rights, if any, of
the Jain Swetamber Murtipujak Community of India.

6. The management and control of all public places more
particularly specified in Appendix C, shall vest in the Govern-
ment ; provided that the Managing Representatives shall be at
liberty to repair them and to distribute food and water thereat.

7. It is hereby expressly agreed and declared by and
between the_ parties hereto that when the Managing Represen-
tatives, distribute water at any of the places specified in
Appendix B or C, they shall distribute it to all communities

alike.

& The managing Representatives are at liberty to quarry
stone. from suitable sites on the Girnar Hill free of royaliy for
use within the limits with the said premises in their possession
on the Girnar Hill and for roads, staircases and_public places
on the Girnar Hill

9. The Managing Represeniatives are at liberty to send
their own labourers to collect dead fuel free of charge from
unreserved areas within the limits of the Girnar Hill for ihe
bonafide purposes of the Karkhana on the Girnar Hlll and of”
pilgrims entertained by the Karkhana,
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10. f any Juin images have been or be hereafier found
on or within the limits of the Girnar Hill, they shal be handed
over to the Managing Representatives free of charge. They
shall also be at liberty to remove from and to bring into the
limits of the said premises on the Uirnar Hill, any Jain images.

1. And ii is hereby agreed and declared that the cost of

stamp duty payable on this agreement shall be borae by the
(overnment.

12, This agreement has been arrived atin satisfaction of
all pending claims, and settlement of all pending disputes rega-
rding possession, enjoyment, use or ownership of the said

- premises on the (lirnar Hill between the old Junagadh State
and the Jain"Swetamber Murtipujak Community of India
