He is the ford founder and today’s Jainism 1is
based on his preachings. He founded the religious
order of monks, nuns, lay-men and lay-women. Lord
Mahavir was born in a princely family but he left
his palace at the age of 30 in search of eternal
truth and eternal happiness. He attained Keval-
Gyan (ultimate knowledge and wisdom) when he was
42 and Nirvana (died) when he was 72. He was older
than Buddha though both were born in North India
and preaching their own philosophies at the same
time. Mahavir and Buddha both preached the
principles of Ahimsa. Mahavir took the path of
strict penance whereas Buddha took the “middle
path”.
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P Once when Mahavir was meditating, a poisonous snake called Chandakaushik came and bit him.
Mahavir did not even open his eyes to see what was happening. The snake, furious and angry wanted
to break the meditation and tried again and again with the most poisonous venom. Mahavir,
unperturbed, gently opened his blissful eyes and told the snake in a tender and compassionate voice
to calm down.

Mahavir broke his fast after 5 months and 25 days. He had vowed that he would accept food only in
certain conditions. This was fulfilled. Chandanbala was a girl who offered food to Lord Mahavir.
Chandanbala was really a Princess, who had lost everything. Her real identity was revealed after this
incident.

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THEORY OF KARMA

This is a scientific theory about the soul and our
behaviour. The soul is an independant entity which
attracts pudgala-parmanu related with our thoughts
speech or action. These parmanus Jjoin or are
attracted to the soul where they become Karma. The
soul 1is affected (polluted) according to the
quantity and quality of the Karma and our well
being is governed by the resultant force. This is
known as Karma theory.

Jainism has explained with the help of mathematics
how these Karma particles affect us. We enter in
to the cycle of birth and death because of our
Karma which also decides higher or lower form of
existence.

Total destruction of all the Karma 1is possible.
When the soul is clear of all the Karma it becomes

The wheel of time is eternal and forever in motion. It is divided into two cycles:- The ascending
cycle and the descending cycle.

1 Pudgala-parmanu: the smallest, indestructible
particle is called parmanu. This parmanu is
many millions of times smaller than an )
electron, proton or neutron. Modern science
talks about neutrinos which can go through a
solid wall of 1lead. Parmanus too have this
capacity. Jain theory states that everything
is made from parmanu and from groups of parmanu
(pudgala). A group of pudgala having all
particles of similar characteristics is called
Vargana.

Breathing, speaking, thinking, everything has
its own particular Vargana (that means our
thoughts are made of the parmanus too!).

Quantum physics and new astronomy is also
working on this train of thought.

2 Definition of Time: ideas about time in Jainism
are revolutionary. Time too is said to be made
up of time-particles which exist in the "time-
space”. Changes in the Order of Succession or
movements of these particles are what is known
as time, so time is a fourth dimension.
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3 Can one travel at the speed of 1light? (Light
travels at the speed of 186,000 miles per
second.) In Kalpa-Sutra there 1is an incident
where a God converts himself 1into electro-
pudgalas and came down on the earth at the
speed of 1light. After doing his duty he went
back at the same speed and converted himself
back to the "human” form.

4 When a small bullet 1is fired from a gun, it
harms or kills the victim because it is fired
at a great speed. In one war incident, as
described in Jain Scriptures, feathers were
fired at tremendous speed and the result was
deadly!

5 This is the age of the laser. In the story of
the 1life of Lord Mahavir, one angry monk,
Gosalak, releases Tejo-Lesya (heat laser) on
the Lord. This did not however kill Lord
Mahavir because of his divine powers but he
certainly fell i11 due to the immense heat. The
Lord reflected the rays of the Lesya to strike
the striker. Gosalak thus died from the effect
of his own laser.

6 Physicists say that matter or energy cannot be
created or destroyed. Matter can be transformed
into energy and Jainism goes further to say
that energy can be transformed into matter.

PENANCE

Jainism puts great importance on penance but this
does not mean Jjust fasting. There are twelve types
of penance - six of which are termed external
types:

1 fasting;

2 eating in moderation:

3 abandoning feelings of acquisition:

4 eating without feelings of attachment with the
food;

5 self imposed hardships to train one’s mind;

6 Control of the body and related feelings;

and six are internal types:

1 repenting for any misdeeds;

2 showing modesty and respect for spiritual
Teaders;

3 serving the spiritual teachers;

4 studying good books;

5 meditating;

6 observing mental Kausagga.
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SAMAYIKA: There are many types of Samayika
but one which is commonly obsrved consists of sitting for about an
hour in a quiet place, meditating, chanting a few verses with a little
bit of ritual and obtaining a stat: of equanimity. The Samayika Sutra
or book of Samayika consists of ten passages In samayika one
achieves a state of “Separateness” and thereore it is ..helpful for peace
and purification of mind.

PRATIKRAMAN: This is a sitting of a longer pe-
riod consisting of reviewing, confession and repentance of past and
present actions and thoughts.

PRATYAKHYAN or PACHCHAKHAN: observ-
ing certain determinations and control for a given time.

KAYOTSTRGA or KAUSAGGA: A layman or a
monk relinquishes all feelings of attachment with the body and ob
tains a state of meditation.
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MANIBHADRA

Jains worship supreme beings and liberated souls.
They also worship Yaksha (Gods) such ‘as
Manibhadra. He is the protector of Jain-Sashan

(Order of Jains). Another deity worshipped highly
is Ghantakarna-Mahavir.
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JAIN ART ¥ &va s ¥

Ancient manuscripts are the best source for
studying Jain art. As well as manuscripts there
used to be invitation scrolls which were sent to
monks to invite them to a certain place for the
monsoon period. These scrolls were very very long
and had beautiful paintings on them. Other
paintings found 1in caves in South India and some
wall paintings 1in Karnataka are also worth
studying.
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JAIN ARCHITECTURE
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There are more than 10,000 Jain temples in India.
These masterpieces of architecture represent the
devotion of Jain lay-people. The design of Jain
temples is governed by written rules which involve

both art and scientific values. Study of this
_,;covers mathematics, geography and a complete
% . knowledge of architectural practices.
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The Jain temples at Mount Abu are also
very famous. These temples are situated
on the mountain 4,000 fecet high. They are
constructed entirely of white marble, with
carving on ccilings. pillars, doorwavs,
pancls and niches which are marvellous.
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PALITANA-TEMPLES

There are more than 700 temples on the hills of
Shatrunjaya at Palitana. This cluster of beautiful
temples 1is unique in the whole world.
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Temples at Ranakpur are magnificent
too. The architecture is so marvellous that
pcople come to study the design of this
temple. ,
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BAHUBALI

On top of a hill at Shravan Belagola 1in South
India, there stands a giant statue of Lord
Bahubali. This image is 57 feet high and is carved
from the bedrock of the hill. Bahubali, the son of
the first Tirthankar, Rushabhdev, became a monk
and chose the path of renunciation instead of
fighting his own brother and killing people in the
battiefield.

There 1is now a Digambar Muth (headquarters for
Digambar sect) at Shravan Belagola and a big
ceremony took place 1in 1981 to commemorate the
1000th anniversary of the creation of this giant
statue of Lord Bahubali.
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HEMCHANDRACHARYA (1088 — 1172 AD)

A great Jain monk and leader. He was the father of
the Gujarati language. He also wrote dozens of
scholarly books on subjects such as history,
grammar, poetry, yoga, mythology, philosophy, etc.
His early writings include the grammar of the
Prakrit language from which Gujarati is derived.

King Kumarpal 1in Gujarat state was very much
influenced by this great monk and had many Jain
temples built on advice of Hemchandracharya. The
magnificent temple shown here is in the middle of
many hills at Taranga and still attracts many
pilgrims. Special non-combustible wood was used
for the ceiling of this temple.

Vegetarianism in Gujarat is also largely due to
the efforts of this great monk.
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HIRVIJAYSURI

Born in 1526 AD he preached and explained the Jain
philosophy to the great mogul emperor Akbar. As
a result the emperor ordered the closure of
slaughter houses during all the Jain holy days.

The great monk Hirvijaysuri also wrote many
scholarly books.
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VIRCHAND R GANDHI (1864 - 1901)

He was the first Jain to ighore opposition from
< Orthodox Jains and leave the country for the
"~ promotion of Jainism outside India. He went to USA
to participate in a conference on worlid religions.
He explained and taught the principles of Jainism
in many western countries where some Americans and
, Britons became his followers.
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SHRIMAD RAJCHANDRA: A great philosopher. 2

Gujarat state). He had an extraordinary knowledge )

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JAINISM OUTSIDE INDIA

UK: There are more than 30,000 Jains in UK. London
has about 25,000 Jains. Plans have been approved
for a big Jain temple and auditorium at a place
near Potters Bar which is situated to the north of
London. South London also has a big meeting place
for the Oshwal Community. Jain Centre, Leicester,
is a unique place for Jains in Europe and is run
by Jain-Samaj Europe. This centre provides
facilities for all sects of Jains.

Beautifully carved pillars and torans were made
from special stones in India and have been brought
and erected in the temple at Jain Centre.
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Mombasa is a beautiful town in Kenya, East Africa.
The first house-temple was opened 1in Mombasa at
Rogers Road 1in 1916 and Jain Deravasi Sangh was
founded in 1922. Images were brought from India in
the year 1951 since following which a magnificent
temple was built. The Pratishtha (Installation of
Images) ceremony was held on 26.7.1963.

They are repeated
in the mind to achieve concentration and
devotion. Certain mantras are very short, e.g.

one such mantra is the divine letter "OM" (or
AUM) .

One can also chant the whole sentence (1ong>'
mantra) e.g.AUM HRIM SHREE PARSHVANATHAY NAMAH.

Yantras are diagrams which help 1in meditation
where attention 1is concentrated on the diagram.
One such diagram is Siddha-Chakra which
signifies the whole aspect of faith in the Jain
religion.

The outline of the diagram 1is that of a Jain
universe. The swastika represents the four states
the soul may 1live 1in: divine, human, tiryanch
(i.e. animals, birds, etc.) and hell. The three
dots represent right knowledge, right vision
(faith) and right conduct. The half-moon is the
sign of Siddha-Sheela (final place for 1liberated
souls).

The raised hand 1is to indicate the principle of
non-killing, non-violence. In the middle of the
hand 1is drawnh a wheel for the propagation of the
religion.
