Shikshayatan: The Ultimate

The name Shikshayatan is composed of two Sanskrit words. Shiksha + Ayatan.
Shiksha and Vidya are the synonyms. The object of Vidya (Shiksha) is evident from
ancient phrase—‘Sa Vidya ya Vimuktaye’. This means knowledge (Shiksha) is that
which liberates. Liberation means enlightenment. Life free from weakness, problems, and
suffering. The word Vidya and Veda are derived from the same original word (Dhatu)
‘Vid’, which means to know. Veda means total knowledge. So Vidya means knowledge
of Veda.

Ayatan means space or abode. So Shikshayatan means the abode (home) of total
knowledge, the Veda. Space means Akasha, ‘Akasha’ is one of five elements (Earth,
Water, fire, air, and space) of which the entire Universe is formed. Each of these
elements has their specific qualities such as the earth has the quality of smell, water has
the quality of taste, fire has the quality of sight, air has the quality of touch and space has
the quality of Word (Shabda). The entire Veda and Vedic literature is in the form of
Shabda (Word). So it is called ‘Sadabrahma’. Thus the word Ayatan includes the entire
Vedic literature in it. The entire Vedic literature can be summarized in the form of its 40
branches, which are as follows:

1. Rigveda, 2. Samveda, 3. Yajurveda, 4. Atharvaveda, 5. Upanishads, 6. Aranyakas, 7
Brahmans: Vedangas, 8. Shiksha. 9. Kalpa, 10. Vyakaman, 11 Nirukta, 12. Chhanda,
13. Jyotish: Upangas, 14. Nyaya, 15. Vaishashik, 16. Sankhya, 17. Yoga, 18. Karma
Mimansa, 19. Vedanta, 20. Ithihasas (Ramayan & Mahabharat), 21. Puranas
(Eighteen), 22. Smrities (Eighteen)- Upvedas- (first Upveda Ayur Veda having nine
braches)-,23. Charak Samhita, 24. Sushhrut Sambhita, 25. Vagbhatta Samhita, 26.
Madhav Nidan, 27. Bhav Prakash, 28. Sharngdhar Samhita, 29. Bhel Samhita, 30.
Hareet Samhita, 31. Kashyap Sambhita-other Upvedas being-32. Gandharva Veda
(Classical music and dance), 33. Dhanurveda, 34. Sthapatya Veda and six
pratishakhyas, 35. Rigveda pratishakya, 36. Sam Veda pratishkya, 37. Krishna
Yajurveda pratikshya, 38. Shukla yajur veda pratishakhya 39. Atharvaveda pratikshya
and 40. Chaturdhya yi (atharva pratishakhya).

So Ayatan includes this whole range of Vedic literature. More over the letter, “A”
in Ayatan also reflects on the source of space (‘A’ being source of all letters-(‘Akaro vai
sarva Vak’-Shiksha sutra) that is source of entire Vedic literature in Atma (‘A’ for Atma).
This letter ‘A’ in Ayatan represents Atma, the settled state of mind inherently present in
every one.

Everyone can experience this state of Atma, source of Veda and entire Vedic
literature by learning meditation yog and practicing it for 20 minutes Morning and
Evening in day-to-day life. This meditation yoga is learned in four days, one hour on
each day.

It is the right time for every member of Shikshayatan to bring its true meaning in

life with learning and regular practice of meditation yoga and achieve the Ultimate-the
full enlightenment.

As One Of The Godesses In Vedic Literature

In the Rig-Veda, Saraswati is most importantly shown a mighty
river. She was known for the ability to cleanse and fertilize.

Anyone can get confused about whether the river Saraswati is being
praised or if it is her in the form of a powerful and mighty Goddess.

It is our belief that the Goddess Saraswati came from the celestial
ocean to bless the earth. She also nourishes the earth, the atmosphere, and all
living beings to the fullest bounty. Her purifying presence cleanses humans.
She is known as the Goddess of learning because She is a great insight to all
celestial and melodious songs, pious and wise thoughts.

The Goddess Saraswati is also compared to the Vedic Goddess Vac
(speech) Devi. Vac Devi and Mother Saraswati have similar attributes. Vac
Devi is the presence that inspires rishis and munis and makes a person a
Brahman. She is the "truth” that is the essential part of religious, poetic, and
educational gatherings.

There are different female deities. Goddesses such as Usha (dawn-light
to the world), and goddess Prithivi (mother Earth). Mother Saraswati is
associated with not only speech but poetry, literature, culture, music, and
healing medicine. She is as pure as the holy rivers Ganges and Yamuna.

She helps to bring the whole world together by removing the darkness and
ignorance in mankind and she leads us to the path of enlightenment and
wisdom.

All religions, namely Hinduism, Buddhism, & Jainism have shown

the true path to tranquility, peace, harmony, sacred duties, spiritual
aspirations, purification of the body, mind, and soul.

Mother Saraswati is the source of learning vedas and all the different
sciences are her forms. She resides in books and causes books to be made by
helping Brahmins and other learned people to preserve their culture.
Basically, she protects human values.

The four objects, namely a book, a veena, a garland, and a water pot are
held in her four hands. They are symbolic. The book represents sacred
scriptures of all different sciences. The veena represents all different art forms
and the music of love and life. The garland represents spiritual sciences, and
the water pot is a symbol of religious rites. Her dress in white symbolizes
purity and the lotus symbolizes true knowledge.

A fifth day of the Indian month of "Magh” is in late January or
early February 15th. This is the first day of the Vasant Ritu, the start of
spring, known as the "Spring Festival”. It is popular for praying Mata
Saraswati dressed in white, with her constant companion, the white swan,
holding a veena, her stringed instrument. It is believed that she was born on
this day.

It is a very special day for students and scholars, professors,
musicians, artists, poets to prosper in their academic careers as well as getting
spiritual upliftment. It is a very pious day to start any educational activity.
Vasant Panchami festival is celebrated all over the world. Pandit Madan
Mohan Malviya laid the foundations of the world-class academic institution,
Kashi Hindu Vishwavidyalaya on Vasant Panchami.

Educated people and men of principle worship the goddess
Saraswati for spiritual enlightment. They believe that the king is honored
within his kingdom, whereas the learned are respected or worshipped
throughout the world. She embodies wisdom, fortune, intelligence,
nourishment, brilliance, contentment, splendor and devotion. Saraswati’s
existence is found in Puranas, Upanishads & Hindu Scriptures.

The white swan of mata Saraswati symbolises "Satwa Guna”
(Purity and Discrimination) relating to knowledge, education, music and any
form of art. We all know that the value of education is unparalled and all
learned people such as scientists, doctors, lawyers, great scholars in this

universe are respected.
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The importance of the color white and yellow are very significant
and auspicious. On the holiday of Vasant Panchami students and teachers
wear either white or yellow and also prepare sweets using Kesar (saffron) in
Halwa and other sweet dishes. Saraswati Puja is a very important event in
schools, colleges, universities and also homes. In Bengal, Jaipur, and
Rajasthan this festival is celebrated in a larger scale.

The spiritual significance of "Puja” is to remove difficulties and
obstacles in one’s path with the divine directions of God called "Shrimat”.
Puja can be in the form of thoughts, words and actions. Mantras help to free
the mind. Gurus lead us from darkness to light. Selfless motivation and
action in puja is called sattwic and they are truly charitable deeds.

Puja helps to remove the negative energy or vices like anger, greed,
ego, lust and worldly and materialistic attachments. We all need to remove the
impurities and immorality: the dehumanization of mankind. We all need to
walk in the path of truth, righteousness and selfless services to mankind. We
all need to know the sense and essence of all the kathas and pujas. We all
need wealth but that wealth needs to be used to conquer the vices and not to
get trapped in it. We should purify ourselves in this process of Saraswati puja
and celebration of the festival. Prayers and rituals help to some extent because
learned pandits will help in spiritual enlightment and will also help in the
process of learning, wisdom and the Fine Arts.

In Pungjab the festival is called Basant and not vasant and they do
kite flying on this day. Saraswati vandana, mustard flowers, marigold
flowers, yellow costumes are very popular.

She has been worshipped by the Jains since ancient times as
Srutadevataa, the deity who presides over the sacred teachings.

wR¥adl is Devanagari script, Sarasvati is a sanskrit tranliteration
and her consort is Brahma and her mount is the swan and she is purely

known as the goddess of knowledge. She is the first of the three great
goddesses worshipped in the Vedic religion.

She is also worshipped as the Goddess of thoughts of truth and
forgiveness. She is mentioned in the Rig Veda as well as Puranic texts.

She originated as a river goddess. Her name in Sanskrit means "She
who has lakes or pools.” In the Hindu philosophy of Vedanta, She is
considered as the feminine energy and knowledge aspect -Shakti of Brahman.
To reach the final path to Moksha, or Liberation from reincarnation, achieve
self-realization through divine knowledge we must worship Saraswati and

seek true knowledge. She represents intelligence, consciousness and cosmic
knowledge.

Saraswati stuti mentions that she is the only Goddess whom all the
three gods of Hinduism worship Brahma, Vishnu, Shiva and also the demons
(asuras), gandharvas (the divine musicians) and the nagas (the divine
serpents) equally worship Mata Saraswati.

Her vaahan the Swan is sacred and symbolizes that Saraswati has
not only the knowledge of Absolute Truth but also the experience of the
Highest Reality. The white swan often sits besides her who if offered a
mixture of milk and water, it is said that swan will drink the milk alone
symbolizing the discrimination between the good and the bad or the eternal or
non-eternal.

She is depicted near a flowing river, association with lotus and
swan probably relating to her early origin. Sometimes a peacock is shown
beside her teaches us not to be proud of external appearances and be wise to
know the eternal truth.

She has four arms representing four aspects of human personality
in learning; mind, intellect, alertness and ego. A book represents sacred Vedas
representing the universal, divine, eternal, true knowledge and her perfection
of all the sciences and scriptures. A mala (garland) of white pearls represents
the power of meditation and spirituality. A pot of sacred water represents
creative and purified powers. A veena the musical instrument represents her
perfection of all arts and sciences.
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The goddess Saraswati is also worshipped during last three days of
Navaratri starting from Mahalaya Amavasya (the new moon day). On the
ninth day that Mahanavami, books and the musical instruments and the puja
is concluded on the tenth day of Navaratri festival, a very significant day

known as Dassera or (Vijaya Dasami- Vidya-aarambham day).

In Pushkar in Rajasthan, a temple has been made in her name on a
mountain higher than that of Lord Brahma's. The true Guru will command
to leave behind wordly desire and true desire to fully experience of the very
Passion of God. Saraswati is the Art hidden in a still pool at the source of the
flow. Vak or Vac is the voice revealed as the waters swiftly flow on (and
return again to the ocean). Saraswati is the beginning and the end of this Art;
and Saraswati is Vak.

In Mahabharata there is a story that the sage Uthathyka, the
younger brother of Brahaspati cursed the river Saraswati that she will get
dry and will never have any physical manifestation of her any form. But
Brahaspati requested his brother to alter his curse but his answer was she will
dwell in the mind and tongue of the aspirant i.e. worshipper. Her shrine will
be knowledge and her temple will be eloquence. She is the goddess of vidya or
learning. In Sanskrit it is said:

" SAA VIDYAA YA VIMUKTAYE "
OR
THAT WHICH LIBERATES IS LEARNING

SARASWATI HERSELF IS LIKE LOTUS - PURE AND SERENE.

When Mata Saraswati graces the devotee, he or she gets this virtue
and she imparts the knowledge of wisdom for wisdom to differentiate right
from wrong and good from bad. She is supreme in all directions and
represents power of concentration in the mind and control over the mind.

Saraswati is Brhamani the power -word of Brahma. Saraswati is
Water and Wisdom in all of her true forms. Saraswati is the immortal flow of
Eternal Dharma.

Vasant Panchami one of the festivals of India is celebrated every year on the 5th day of the
bright fortnight (Maha Sud Five) of the lunar month of Magha ( the 10th of February). Vasant
means spring. The true spring occurs 40 days after Vasant Panchami. Vasant is the period
between the time when the sun enters the Meen rashi (Pisces) till entry into Vrushabh
(Taurus). It is celebrated more in welcoming the blooming of nature after the winter is almost
over. Mahakavi Kalidas lauds as "Rituraj” - King of seasons in his "Raghuvamsh®. In the
Gita, Lord Krishna considers Vasant as one of his forms. This day one should also worship
Lord Vishnu.

Hindus celebrate this festival with great enthusiasm and it is believed that on this day
Goddess Saraswati was born. Saraswati, the Goddess of wisdom, art and music endows us
with the powers of speech, wisdom and learning. Yellow color is a sign of auspiciousness
and represents the ripening of the spring corps. She has four hands representing four
aspects of human personality in learning: mind, intellect, alerthess and ego. She has sacred
scriptures in one hand and a lotus - the symbol of true knowledge in the second. With her
other two hands she plays the music of love and life on a string instrument callied the Veena.
She is dressed in white - the symbol of purity - and rides on a white swan - symbolizing
Sattwa Guna or purity and discrimination. The color yellow is given special importance on
Vasant Panchami. On this day, Saraswati is dressed in yellow garments and worshipped.
People prefer to wear yeliow clothes on this holy day for prosperity, white and yellow color
sweets and snacks are offered as prasad and distributed among students, friends and
relatives. Many parents choose this day to teach their children first words to read and write.
Brahmins get special respect for the religious puja and get dakshinaa and grains.

Pandit Madan Mohan Malviyaaji laid the foundation of Kashi Hindu Vishwa Vidyaalaya -
world renowned university on Vasant Panchami day.

Swaminarayan Sampradaya celebrates Vasant Panchami for four significant events. 1. The
advent of Shishapatri -a scipture - the essence of Hindu Dharma, 2. Birth of Nishkulanand

Swami, 3. Brahmanand Swami, 4. Shashtiji Maharaj (Shashtri Yagnapurushdas).

Vasant Panchami has religious, social as well as seasonal importance to all Hindus all over
the world. This festival is celebrated in full swing every year by aspirants.
