Study, honesty, fearless independence,
gentle feelings and strong character
were the points for which Jainas were
noted.

No arriere Pensees :dispoiled the
sincerity of their speech. No mean
regrets came to obstruct the actions
which they detemined to do
themselves cr which  they led
others to believe that they would do.
This was the type of Jains whose
daily example was worth miles of
manuscripts of beautifnlly polished

slokas or gathas of the learned morgl--*

ist of the day. For these men, mar-
sacred bond, which

nothing could dissolve or dishonour,
For these men dishonest trade or
deceitful competition was as loathsome
to bow as open theft or violent
extortion. They avoided killing people
by hurting their feelings as much
as by drawing the keen blade of
the kuife or dagger on their throats.

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Huminity added the hue of heaven
to their pure characters. They were
too conscious of their human frailty
to claim divine and exclusive honours
because they were born Jainas not
birth in a Jaina family but rebirth
their claim to
merit. As men they provided the
raw material for home life; as women
they made the homes peaceful to come
into and helpful to rise towards nir-
wana. All that has changed now;some
of us have become civilized by inane
aping of the externals of the west
without reaching the spirit that is the
life and soul of its civilization, Most
of us have become self-elected-self-
styled custodians and preservers of
the great heritage of Peace and Brother-
lines left to us by Lord Mahawira.
But we show our conservative quality
by claiming to own—per the status
of managership—temples, the <dols
theirin and the funds; by owning
public institutions simply because
the community is dead or dying and
their is no one to resist our claims.

This is only one aspect of the
conservative spirit, which, to my

mind, is & sign not merely of decay
bub of final dissolution, And a word
must be pat in to avoid misunder-
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standmg when I say our ;resent
problem is of life and Death, I mean
that of the Jainas: but by no means of
Jainism. Jainism so for as it is inden-
tical with truth must endure, 7t can not
die. Nothing can kill it; not even the
perversity of all the latter day Jainas.
Its sweetness, its cogency, its power
for good are as fresh and pérennial
to day as at the samavsaran of lord
Mahavira. Jainism, I fain believe,
has already taken rebirth in the
west, Its compassion(XAT) is the soul
of all the humanitarian and life-
protecting institutions of Europe and
America. Its sober,
philosophy  has already won the
hearts of several of our English
brothers and sisters, Itssimple creed
already satisfies many European
intellects; and its products of the
past excite the admiration a love of
many learned men of the west, This
Jainism i8 not dead. Indeed it is
full of a new life. Only the garb is
changed; its denomination is altered
but it is the same old life giving necter
in new jars. I have already adverted
to the mismanagement of our
public funds. Our social matters
share the same fate. There is hardly
any public opinion strong and defined
enough to keep any control up-
on the vagaries of thought and action
of our people, The units of the Jaina
community can do pretty just what~
ever they like and as they like it,
Anti-Jaina practices are frequent and
scandalously notorious and yet their
is neither censure mnor punishment,
The pious horror of most of my

ANAANS
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coreligionist at real or fancied
piety of our Jaina brotheren seems
to me to be mute and helpless like
the arm of a waxen doll. Wide awake
cynicism smiles at jains creficising the
¢low"customs and “unclean” “immoral”

im-

and practices of others; just asit ma.y‘ih!a —Jaina-- prophets

smile at the kettle calling the pot—black!
In literacy the Jains are not the
‘most backward of the Indian peoples
so far as statistical percentages go. But
statistics are very deluding and we
must remember the Jainas total only
_just & little more than one million
souls in all the wide, wide -world in
the population of the globe the Jainas

are a mere handful. It is enogh to
make us hang down our heads in
something like shame, to compare

our expansion and our achievements
with our claims and traditions. So it
can not be denied that our intellec-
tual training is very, very defective.
Can omniscience (nirvana) be pursued
by such training ? Jainas boasted of
untold treasures which they made
by trade but where are these trea-
gures ! Almost every kind of Jaina
public need is starved for want of
funds. As to our public spirt, can
_a dying man dance ! If the com-
munity is dying we are not suri)rised
at the lack of public spirit or sacrifice
jn our men. Listless indifference,
mocking levity, blind superstition are
the three unholy strands which choke
the life down in our community.Older-
men are all censure and dissatisfaction;
yownger men impatient and superci-
lious. The fomer do nothing, only cri-
‘ticise and call it preserving the purity
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of Jainism, the latter forsake, the
galling conventionalities of the creed
of their birth, by the up-to-date
atteredisms that hail from without and -
that keep wup-continuous alliance with
the forces of the material world which
despised and
its,, turn
over the

N

conquered, and which in
despise and tyranimise
deteriorating Jainas of today !
Anyone takiug a dispassionate
and not over optimestic view~ of things
can see that the above is not an exag-
gerated account of the ills of our

-people. We are disorgonised, uneduca-

ted, without effective social and pub-
lic institutions, our numbers are grow-
ing less; our wealth is going down,
our whole community is decaying.
We are on the path to disollution
and death. But this fatal progress
can be stopped. ZThe remedy is in
our hands, We must organise our-
selves, educate ourselves; we must
have a gecod enjoyable social life in
line with the modern lives of
the Dbest and most advanced
people of the east and the west, We
must throw. open the fold of Jainism
liberally and frankly to all; we must _
organise our trading and banking~
resources ; we must help and uplift
the whole community . physically,
morally, socially and spiritually, Will
the Jains apply the remedy and
perhaps save their tottering fraternity
from utter .down-fall ? I prey and
hope they may, when there 1is even
the sixtieth minute of the twelfth
hour left to them !

“Perfect Way” as to Diet for those
human beings who desire to possess

healthy bodies for fraternal service,
purified minds for right thinking,
clean hearts for pure feeling, and

rightly developed souls for noble

living,

The Jains of India, in practis-
ing this humane method of obtain-
ing sustenance for the physical
body, do not inculcate this non -flesh
dietary from the economical or health
point of view, but base their teach-
ings on the motto “Ahimsa Paramo
Dharmah” (non-injury [to life is the
highest virtue) which, in a very
practical manner reveals their mercy,

justice and wisdom, to be found in
operation by their most considerate
attitude towards all mundane living
beings The act of killing an animal
for the sake of preparing its flesh
for food, feeds the grosser passions,
deadens the finer spiritual forces,
and cons /guently dulls " the mind of

“fthe killer. The partaker of this
kind of food also hinders his own
spiritual evolution from the psycho-

logical fact that the animals magne-
tic conditions are transferred.’

This degrading custom of killing
animals for the purpose of supplying
foods for the peoples of Europe and
America, has gained such a hold over
the minds of the people generally,
that the claims of the sentient crea-
tures are not in any way entertained
in the Western World; but the Jains
of India have for upwards of 2,000
years recognised that the sympathy
between body, mind and soul, is too
great for the pollution of the one to
leave the other pure, This is the
wonderful message from the East
which is one of the foremost princi-
ples of morality in Jainism; hence
they have never needed a Scciety
for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Animals, a Humanitarian League, or
an Aunti-Vivisection Society. These
Jaina teachings are the outcome of
the knowledge that all a man’s evils
originate within himself and can
only be succesfully overcome within
his own kingdom of thought and de-
sirg; consequently the Jaina diettic
habits have proved to be necessary
if we wish to elevate the whole moral
tone of a man, and this is the prac-
tical realisation of their beautiful
doctrine of Ahimsa.

Thus, their freedom from stimulat- -
ing and passion feeding foods has
proved beyond all doubt that the

~ Whilst men hold such ideas it is
impossible for them morally to im-
prove their status because of the lack
of pity and compassion which the
animals sorely need in their world of
torture and agony. Nevertheless, the
religion of the Jains has stood the
test of time as it is one of the otdest
religions which has for thousands of
years valiantly championed the cause
of the evolution of the animal
Kingdom, by tbe denounciation
of the slaughter of any sentient be-
ings for food, sacrifice, hunting or
any other purpose, This vision of
the Jains is not a dream, but it ig
a mode of life which shows the way

and

tual evolution, !

A Western mind may ask ~the
question “What is the immediate
effect of the adoption of the prin-
ciple of Ahimsa ?” The answer to this
question is, that a human being
would be enabled to more fully
recognise the fact that the divine
powers of the wuniverse are to be
found within oneself and that all
human beings can work out the ideal
within them.

This a glorious message of liberty
on account of its revealing what it is
to live a life of love and compassion
which implies the fraternity of all
living beings. Thus, in the heart of
a Jain, there is no room for the
thought of depriving any living sen-
tient being of-its life.

The ultimate end of the practice
of Ahimsa is the realisation of a men-
tal attitude which brings with it “a .
peace which passeth all understand- -
ing.”

SsiSinnnntniie———
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The Six Dravyas of the Jain Philosophy.

;ravya.” is the real, anything

‘bﬂeeeegg“ that exists, It is bransla.t-

ed by the word <“substance.” Before
examining what six  particular
substances there are in the wuniverse,
we ‘must first know about substance
iteelf. And before dealing with either,
we must show the use of doing so,
otherwise it may appear to be a
waste of time.

With regard to the use of con-
sidering the subject, the aim of life
is happiness, In order to attain hap-
piness we must know what to do; and

" in order to know what to do to attain

'

happiness, we must understand the
universe and man’s place in it, that
is to say, we must understand the
gix real substances that there are.
As the late V. R. Gandhi said
in his Chicago lectures (see ¢ The
Yoga Philosophy,” by B. F. Kar-
bhari, Bombay), when rules of con-
duct are separated from physics and
psychology, as they tend to be at
present, especially in the West, such
rules have no solidity and therefore
no strength, “Thou shalt do mo
murder.” Why ?
would say because that is the com-
mand of God. The materialist would
say_beeause that is the command. of
the ruling authority. Bat why should
God and Sovereigns issue such com-
mands ? There is no rational reply.
Rules of conduct which are not based

The.. theelogian -

upon a rational demonstration of the
universe, rest upon nothing but in-
dividual opinion and convenience,
the “irregular whims and caprices
of individuals and nations.”

So the use of studying the “six
dravyas” is that we may have a
rational and so'id foundation for
rules of conduct to produce happiness
which is the aim of life,

With regard to substance, the
universe is the totality of realities.
We classify such different things as
ink, pens, and blotting paper, under
one heading and call them “stationery’”
and again worm, tree, bird, angel,
fish, man, God, are classified as liv-
ing beings. Then again, such different '
things as stationery and living be-
ings may be classified as substance.
Substance is the one class in which
all real things may be included, such
as those just named, or anything
else, a lump of clay, a brass band
an ocean or a universe.

Substance then, is not some-
thing different from what we are

all acquainted with; there is no such
thing as mere substance which is not

a particular stuff or thing, any more
than stationery is mere stationery
or living beings are mere living be-
ings, stationery must be either ink,
or blotting paper, or something parti-
cular, and living beings must be either

men, or trees, or splnts, or some parti-
cular living being or beings; so too,
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subsbance must be some particular
stuff or thing or being, clay, fish,
fruit, criminals, armies, circuses, solar
systems, steam, or a universe, or
something,

We want a definition of sub-
stance, what is it 2 To define it, a
characteristic must be mentioned
which is true of every real thing or
being, so that nothing real shall be
left out; and the quality, or characte-
ristic, must be one which is not found
in any unreal thing, so that nothing
unreal shall be included.

Substance is that in which the
differences of time, space, and modi-
fications inhere together. This will
apply to anything real; teacups
for instanee, in spite of all the dif-
ferences of time that the clay is in
the form of a teacup, the different
spaces occupied by one teacup and
another, and the different modifica-
tions, size, shape, etc., in spite of all
these differences, .still there is the
mass of teacups, one thing, the whole
mass of teacups is substance,

The same is true .of anything,
clocks, watches, solar systems, nebula,
worlds, the universe, anything. The
same is true of souls, in spite of all
the different conscious
there are, still there is the mass, the
mass of conscious beings is substance.

There are other definitions, how-
ever, from other points of view,
namely:-substance is thatwhich is the
subject of qualities and modifications.
Also substance is that in which there
are origination, destruction, and
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permanence; i. e. origination of a
new mode of manifestation, destruc-
tion of the old previous mode, and
permanence _of -the- sﬁbmfor
instance, origination of a solar system,
destruction of the nebuta that it was
previously, and the continued exi-
stence of the substance, permanence
of the substance. And then from
an ordinary practical point of view,
substance is that which performs a
special action which is not performed
by any other thing, but this would
only apply to some particular sub-
stance thought of.
Any real thing, a lump of clay,
all the teacups in the universe, a

living being, anything, can be looked
upon in four different ways as pure

substance without thinking of the
qualities and . modifications, and so
four definitions are given. But this
is only possible in thought and not in
actual fact,

The next thing is to know what
particular substances there are, Sub-
stance 1s the one class in which
everything real is included, and now
we want to know the members of the

class, what real things there are to
include in this one class, and so we-

get a classification of real things, a
classification of substances, ‘the six
dravyas.’

The Jain philosophy recognises
siz kinds of substamnces, their names
are as follows:— '

1. Dharmasttkaya.
2. Adharmastikaya.

3. Akashastikaya.
4. Pudgalastikaya.
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5. Jwastikaya.

6. Kala.

DHARMASTIKAYA is
substance which is the accompanying
cause of the motion of moving things
and beings. The accompanying cause
is: necessary for the motion, without
tlje accompanying cause there could
not be any motion, Vibration would
be explained by this substance,

ADHARMASTIKAYA is the
accompanying cause of the stationary
states of things aud beings that are
not moving or that are resting in
the sepse of not moving,

ARASHASTIKAYA is that
substance which acts as a receptacle
~of all other substances; and this is
not a kind of thing that needs to be
contained. It may be called space.

PUDGALASTIKAYA is that
substance the nature of which is

such that its qualities, colour, ete,
increase and decrease. Here the real
substance is the atom, but not in

the Theosophical sense: the real sub-
stance is the wultimate, indivisible
atom. Matter in all forms is made
up of atoms, but the atom is not
made up of other units, is not a
" mixture of other things. The atom
is minute; ib is permanent; it has

no “pradeshas” (indivisible —insepa-

rable parts). _

JIVASTIKAYA is that sub-
stance whose charcteristic is “cketana”
(sentience, cohsciousness, awarencss.
knowledge).

Each of the above five real
things is a collection of indivisible
inseparable parts (Astikaya).

NS e
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‘cular dravya has
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KALA time. It is only called.
a substance for a matter of conve-
nience, it is only figuratively a sub:
stance. Really, time is the modifica-
tion, and a particular modification.
only; it is that modification which
enables us to know the oldness or
newness, the anteriority, or posterio-
rity of a thing or being. And
especially this modification is com-
mon to all the five substances, while
it is very difficult to find other
modifications that are common to all
substances. Time is the duration of
the states of substances; it is only
by attribution a substance, from the
practical point of view. It is not
made up of “pradeshas.”

Pradeshas.

(Indivisible, inseparable parts.)

The indivisible parts of a sub-
stance are called ‘‘pradeshas;” they
are thought only in imagination. In
avy particular soul there are in-
numerable pradeshas; and any paﬂ:i—
many pradeshas
0o pradeshas). In
every pradeshas there are infinite
capacities of performing common
action, of performing acommon action
in innumerable ways, k

(the atom has

of acting to-
gether in innumerable ways. “Capa-
city” refers to the future; capacities.
are future modifications.

Guna.—-Paryayé.

Guna means the quality.
means the modification.

Paryaya

For instance, matter has colour,
colour is the quality or guna; any-
particular matter has a particular
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colour, the particular colour (red, for particular way; that is to say, the

instance) is the modification or paryaya
of the quality.

' The particular mark which would
gtay all the time with the substance
is qimlity; the temporary state is the
modification.

The modifications succeed each
other, the quality is permanent. In
the changing states of Lknowledge,
for. instance, there is the permanent
capacity to know.

There is only a distinction be-
tween guna and paryaya and not a
real difference. Distinction means
that it is separable only in thought;
defference means a real fact of dif-
ference.

Having qualities and wmodifica-
tions is the characteristic of substance.
Red is & modification, net a quality.
A chair is a modification oi matter;
a horse is a modification of “jiva”
(living being).

Natures.

As mentioned on page 48 any real

thing, a lump of clay, a man, a town,
a continent, a planet, or a universe,
anything, can be looked upon ss
pure substance; and thus regarding
it four definitions have been given,
definitions which include any real
substance, and which do not include
anything that is not real substance
(except time which is figuratively
called a substance.)

If, however, we take for consi-
deration any one of the five real
substances  mentioned on page 48;
matter, for instance, it may be looked

upon in a general way, or in a

natures that it has in common with

living beings, space, and —those two

ethers may be régarded, or the natures:

that are peculiar to 1it, and. which
living beings, space, and those two
ethers do not have may be regarded.
Thus when regarding any one of
the five real substances there are'its
common natures and its particular
natures. And obviously this does
not apply if everything in the
universe is lumped together in mind
and thought of as one mass, because
then there is no other substance to
compare it with, ‘
To omniscience any one thing
has infinite common natures, and
infinite particular natures, Of the
common natures the following primary
ones are mentjoned:—
1. Existence (Astitva).
2, The fact of being the subject
of qualities and modifications,

3. The fact of performing special
specific functions; 1i. e., the
fact of being a substance,

4. Knowableness. Substances can
be known by souls, and this
particular point of Jainism
differentiates it from Kant’s
philosophy (that the thing

in itself eannot be known.)

5, The fact of being the subject
of the capacity of originating
modifications, destroying old
mocifications, and of keeping
itself permanent; i.e. the fact of
having origination, destruc-

" tion and permanence.
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In addition to the above primary
general natures, the following secon-
dary general natures are mentioned;
they are common to all the five real
substances, matter, etc.,;—

1. Existence (Astitva )

2, Non-existence; that is to say,
the non-existence of other
things in the one thing under
consideration; in matter, for
instance, there 1s the non-
existence of space.

3, Permanence,

4. Change.

5, Unity, the fact of being one.

6. Plurality, the fact of being
many.

- 7. Separateness.

8. Unitedness, the fact of being
part of,

And there are infinite others.

Of the particular natures,”; con-

sciousness is & particular nature of
living beings, and is non-existent in
matter; matter never becomes con-
scious; the same 1istrue of space, time
and those two ethers, consciousness
is absent in them, is not a nature
common to them.

Tangibility, taste, smell, and
visibility are particular natures of

matter; those two ethers, space, time,

and living . beings (soils) are not

tangible or visible; that which is

visible in men, animals, plants, etc.,
is nob the living being but the matter
of which the bodies are composed,
Spirit, which is the same as soul,
never becomes tangible or visible;

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visible. You connot touch or see
another man’s knowledge, or his be:
lief, his feelings, or choices, or any
of the psychological qualities the soul
has as its  factors,...qualities which
are not resolvable, are not separable
in the individual, but which are ever
changing their modifications; know-
ledge of the present is continually
changing into knowledge of the past
and knowledge of (or belief about)
the future is continually changing
into present knowledge,—knowledge
of the future is quite possible; for
instance, we know on Monday that
to—morrow will be Tuesday; and on
Tuesday the knowledge has changed
and we know that it ¢s (mot  that it
will be) Tuesday; there is a difference
in the quality.

The fact of containing is a partis
cular nature of space;—and space is
not the kind of thing that needs to
be contained itself,

So we see that in thinking of
any one particular real substance,
matter for instance, there are its
common natures and theré are itg
particular natures; it is not possible
for a substance to have nothing bug
common natures; it must also have
particular ones.

With reference to spirit, just as
matter is a mass of individual atoms
so ‘iva’ (that which is conscious) is
a mass of individual living beings,
each having its own identity., Each

soul is different from every other,
one soul never becomes another or

absorbed into another. Each soul ig
a conglomerate of qualities, Each
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atom (or whatever name one wuszs
for thé ultimate unit of matter) too
18 a conglomerate of qualities and is
not made up of other things, and so
too a soul is not made up of other
things, The peculiar characteristic,
consciousness, cannot be destroyed
it can be obscured; the individnal
can but exist, he must exist in some
condition or other, he hasthis general

nature in common with all -things,
to exist is his very nature; so the

consideration is not how to keep
ourselves in existence but to keep
ourselves in a desired condition,
What is an ideal condition ? Hap-

iness is universally regarded as the
'1deal condition.

So whatever real thing we take
to talk about, it will consist of one,
or more, of these six real things,
‘matter, spirit, space, those two ethers
‘and figuratively time, and may be
regarded simply as a real thing, a
lump of clay, a brass band, a nebula,
" & universe, anything.

Suppose we think of a band, it
~js a reality, one real thing; and each
of those four definitions will apply
to it. In this way of regarding i,
& ‘band is not more than one thing,

So too a man, or a cat, or a tree is
one thing, one living being, not two.

Now, although a band is one
thing, obviously some parts are living
‘beings and some parts are inanimate,
So a band, although it may be
tegarded as one band, is nevertheless
viewable as a duality; a band -is
something, and also it is some things
namely:—things animate and things
jnanimate, men and _instruments,

To sum up, we go on unifyiny
things until we have unified every-
thing in the universe. Just as we
unify such dissimilar things as ink,
pens, and blotting paper, into statio-
onery, and such different BEINGS as
worm, angel, tree, man into living
beings, so we finally wunify all real
things, stationery,
oceans, planets, solar systems, nebule,
space, universe, into one category
which we call substance,

Substance, then
as fish, for instance, is a class; and
Jjust as there are -different kinds of
fish so there are different kinds of
substance. Consequently in taking
some one thing for consideration,
such for instance as a brass band,
it may include more than one kind
of substance; so too in speaking of
man we are speaking of more than
one kind of substance. As soon.as
man understands that he is composed

‘Element of Religion in Education.’
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(Specially written by-Manilal H. Udani, M. 4, LL. B. F. LL c.—BOMBAY.)

It is a matter of gratification and
pleasure to see that the eyes of all
seekers of truth and lovers of huma-
‘nity are directed to the propagation
of knouwledge amongst all people
without distinction of caste, sect or
creed, as a first step to the aquisi-
ion of happiness and bliss which is
-the aim of every soul. There is not
an iota of doubt that every man has
commenced to feel that education is
the most essential element in life,
that knowledge is more valuable
than anything else in the world -and
that so long as his veil of ignorance
-may not be raised by the light of
knowledge he i3 in no better condition
than & man who although he has

eyes, keeps them closed to the light

and beauties of Nature. What the
light of the sun provides for the
sustenauce of vegefable, animal or
"human life on earth, the knowledge
provideth to the development of the
‘soul in the cycle of evolution. So
knowledge is as essential to the spiri-

tual life, as the rays of the sun are
necessary to the keeping up of a
healthy body. So having realized
that knowledge is the most necessary
element in life, we go to the de-
termination of question as to the
imparting of real education, -and

how it can lead to the perfection of
the mind.

The goal of education isto lead
us out of a condition -in which we
do not know and to carry us to a
state where we- realize our real self
and realize our duties and responsibili-
ties in life. If edueation succeeds in
-developing - the mind, if it presents
before us a true picture of our duty,
if it gives us the peace of mind and

_joy in life, if it opens before us the

-whole vista -of Jsuffering humanity
and the link or the common chord,
by which we are all bound with each
other, if it gives us the realization
of truth, and if it animates in our
soul the flow of universal ‘love toe
wards all the creatures of the world
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if it raises us over the  hatred and
enimosities of one class with another
and if it produces in our] mind an
echo that we are not to limit our-
selves by belonging to a narrow
circle, but that the whole world is a
manifestation of the self in different
forms but with the same faculties
and that we are all enjoined to live
in a state of mutual love and coopera-
tion in the name of the Great One
at whose feet we have the same rights
and privilages, If education throws
a lustre of itself in our hearts and
succeeds in keeping us aloof from
the temptations in the world, then
that is the gproper education and
we should welcome it from whatever
source it may come.

Education does not consist in
commiting to memory well known
pieces of literature, it does not con-
sist in making life more artificial and
-fashionable Real education engenders
no pride or a higher estimation cf
the self but makes him more simple,
more modest and more polite to
humanity. Education requires no
show thereof : it is manifested
- and perceived wherever it exists in
. its real type and you find on that
face the splendour of light. Every
soul is crying for knowledge; every
- soul is searching the truth, every
- soul is groping for happiness, whether
the soul succeeds in acquiring the
object of its pursuit is a question for

. every individual to solve for him-
. self, and to the extent that it has

- succeeded in acquiring peace of mind,
control over the self, knowledge of the
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self and the equanimity of mind, to
the waves of pleasure or pain, to
that stage the soul has pregressed
in his journey. Leaving aside the
philosophical dercmivation I will sum
up in a word that if your mind is
.in harmony with pature and the
touch- stone of conscience is sgtisfied’
in the performance of duties and

your mind is not agitated by any

action, you are in the cycle of evolu-

tion and in a state of proper educa-

tion : if not you need more know-

ledge, to free you from the " illusions

of life and to instill principles of free

and liberal education into the recess-

es of your heart.

It is true that education +8
increasing in every community,in .
every country and in every nationality,
it is true that efforts are being made to
make education more practical and
useful; it is true - that intellegent
heads of different countries are engag-
ed in making researches in various
fields of investigations into the ways
of increasing the comforts of humanity;
it is true_that with our increased
knowledge, systems of education in
different countries are being compared -
and attempts are being made ‘to
find out and adopt the best methods
in every place; it is true that
several men of wisdom and experience
are trying to find out systems of
education which can give the real
knowledge that the soul reeds and
which can make life most comfortable
and happy. The attempts are made
in every country to make educatioq
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Jree, liberal, ond practical, . but to
what extent these "efforts have:® be-

come successful can be judged only
from the consequences there of. A
hot discussion is going on at present
amongst the men of erudition and €ec-
holarship of the time whether the
task of imparting
joined with the lectures on “moral

principles, whether moral
is a necessary element, whether reli-
gion has any part in the sphere of
education and it is a matter of great
pleasure to see that most of the
learned men have come to a conclu-
sion that moral education is the most
essential element in the
every society and that no system of
education can be perfect without the
tinge of religiosity therein which leads
to vhe formation of character and per-
ception of divine love in humanity.

Having difined very briefly the
goal of perfect education, I shall
go on to discuss how far has India
in general and the Jains in parti-
cular have grasped this spirit of edu-

cation and how far we have
made progress in different lines.
§ There is no  doubt  that the

number of schools goes on increasing
year after year, that the people are
realizing the utility of learning in
every profession, that the number of
students in every-school and college
is found increasing every year, there
is no doubt that our Umiversites are
producing a large number of gradu-
ates every year in different faculties,
that facilities are being made by the
leaders of every community to pro-
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education

vide primary, secondery and higher
education to the pcor students of
their class, that even lower clasges
are offered Foppurtunities to take

seducation and to benefit themselves

by the use thereof. These are all
good signs. These are all signs for
the progress and civilization of India
in the near future. But to bring a
glorious day earlier in India, we
need still the spreading of education
far and wide, not only free but
compulsory and it is a good fortune
of ours to see that efforts are mnot
neglected in this direction by the
leaders of our country. TFor effecting
this purpose it is the duty of every
dutiful son of India to do whatever
he can in this common and mnoble
cause of spreading right education
amongst his brothers,

Before proceeding further I Wlll
first of all remove from your mind,
the idea that India has increased
in education. A very good beginning
is already made in spreading
education more and more, by the help
of the Bemign British Government;
However in comparision with our
Nations, we are at a miserable bottom,
The latest statistics showing the per- ‘
centage of educated persoms. i, e. of
~those persons who can simply read
and write are as follows:— .

England 99. p. c. Holland 98

p. c¢. Japan 95 p, c. America 94

'p. ¢e,—India 3} p. c.—from which

you can see that inspite of all these

measures, in the cause of education,
the greatest mass of our people is

illiterate, tgnorant and groping in
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darkness and greatest help and e fforts
are needed still in the propaganda
of spreading education in every
village, town city or nook and corner

of India.

s

This is a huge task but not im--——

possible, and it can be successfully
accomplished if every community
takes up into its hands the task of
educating its own people, or if the
CGovernment makes education free,
or if liberal philonthrophists, possessed
with means decide to contribute libe-
rally in this noble cause of giving
knowledge to the ignorant. Now
takiog the Jains in particular I
assure you that our community is
very backward in receiving high
education.

Liberal gentlemen of the Jain
community have already realized
this necessity and during the course
of a few years, we see that Boarding.
Schools are provided to Jain students
in every large city in India, free
Jain High schools are already establi-
shed and Widows homes and indu-
strial homes are provided abt some
places: but we can wuot stop there
and great many things most useful
to the uplift of the community
the rank of other nations are still
badly needed and any delay that is

made in providing for these necessities
of the time, not only hinders our

progress but throws us back. It is
now high time that all the Jains
should im practice forget the spirit
of being born Swetambers, or Digam-
bars or Sthankvasis should live above
this little differance in rituals and

in
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with the liberal spirit of universal
love 8o mnobly preached by ZLord
Matiavir, we should r,eggg_d.gaeh—-and

every creature-in the world as our

own self and do for it what we do
for our ownself. '

~ Brothers realize this great truth
in practice, realize at least in’ the
spreading of education, spread :edu-

. cation amongst all without distinction

of caste, colour, creed, or sect, give
knowledge to all without any price
and then remember that such humana-

tarian who will sacrifice his money,
talents or strength in such a mnoble

cause, he shall get a thousandfold
of what he gives in the selfless cause
from the sphere of the Invisible. The
work is pot very .difficult and the

fruits wounld not be far, if the rich
Jains of India grasp this eminent

idea of spreading the cause of religion
threugh education. The .rich and
the educated nced to unite the
attributes of each, the first his wealth
and the second bhis dntelleet and a

great service can be rendered to
humanity.

After solving the first question
and proving by facts that India is
still greatly backwards in education
I shall go on with the second question.
“avhether the education that we have
received has made us independent and
happy amd if mot why is it so?”

The solution of this question is
very painful to every lover of humanity.
It has been the cause of disappoint-
ment or convulsion to many of the
promising youngmen of our country.
One illustration will solve the question
:for you.
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«“ An advertisement appears to-
morrow in a paper that a graduate
is wanted by so:and so.” Applications
flow in numbers and the man who
needs the services of the graduate
buys the same as a markebable com-

» modity and naturally at a lower price
according to the economical Law
of supply and demand. This is most
disparaging and disappointing for our
graduates and till we can not improve
this state of things, we can not reap
the practical results of education in
our country. The main cause is this
that the test of proper education
defined above, is not satisfied, and that
we cannot remedy this evil, till we
succeed in making education practical
and useful, It is the function of edu-
cation to give you peace of mind, be
you rich or poor, and so far as you do
. not succeed in attaining that har-
mony.and peace of mind, as a risultant
of your vibrations of knowledge, your
education\ is to that extent imperfect
and it is Your necessity to make it
perfect by acquiring what it lacks,

The study of dead Languages,
unapplied  chemistry, speculative

- philosophy, and such other studies
cannot supply us the education that
we need. You study :and study for
several years, till you get some "de-
grees from the university and when

~ you come oub of the university with
grea% enthusiasm and energy and
when you enter into .the affairs of
the world, you find that you are a
man of theories whereas the success
in the world requires practical know-

e
ledge at every step in life, The
fruits of education can be reaped
only when knowledge is put into
practice. Knowledge of itself has no
practical utility till you know how
to make use of it ;in practical life,

All that you know after coming
out with success from the university
consists in a through study of a
number of prescribed books on lite-
rature, languages, science, history
and mathematics, which take away
the prime part of your life and re-
quire the use of your best brain and
active energy, with an ardent desire
to shine out in the practical life, you
manage to master the books prescribed
and pass the examination after great
exertions and expense, get the Degree
and when you come out in the field,
you find that all the fields are block-
ed up and that there is not even
standing room for you in any line.
Such a state of things capnot but
disparage you, cannot but buffle your
entheusiasm, cannot but weaken the
wings of energy. You find that you
know little more than the study of
English Language and that with
a fair  knowledge of English
language you can do nothing more
than work as a Clerk or Manager or
Officer in some department. Several
of the Graduates are required to take
up appointments as teachers, or any
post that may fall to their lot in the
great struggle of existence and-the
wages of a B. A. are hard iy a‘fmcf £
than 40 Rs. and of an™¥7 £ ‘Th"ardfy
more than 60 rupees paﬁ%&%ﬁﬂ aqd
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which allowance is also denied to
many. Having come in the society
of educated persons he is required
to keep up his status and as his ex-
pences and necessities of life go on
increasing, the resources of income
become scanty and thus life seems
to be miserable and tormenting. We
find in practice that the present edu-
cation does mot succeed in making .
us independent and happy.

Our newt step will be to find out
the way to the aquisition of perfect
education which can increase our
peace and prosperity and which can
make us independent and happy.
The systems of education in our coun-
try require a thorough and keen
attention and most significant change.
Mill knowledge is made practical and
useful we can not take any advantage
shereof. Our education can make us
independent only when the studies
of useful arts and industries will

- form the main part of our education.

Examine the state of other countries;
where education has increased the
happiness of the people and see whe-
ther you receive such education or
not ? We need a great change in
the system of education in India and
he that shall take up such a cause in
the name of love of humanity, shall win
the:highest merits and blessings from
the unknown powers.

 Education in Japan and America
show us the systems of useful Educa-
tion, It is now high time that mi-

ning, weaving, painting, pottery,
agricultare and the study of applied
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chemistry and of all useful arts,
should be introduced in the course
of our schools :and colleges. It is

now high time that the —studies
of techwical and mechanical science
may be greatly increased. The

‘study of these arts will make your

life independent and useful. Medical
and Leagal lines are also equally
crowded and it is now essentially
necessery that the introduction of
new studies should open up new lines
of employment and increase the
wealth of the country.

The next step takes us to the solu-
tion of the question. “How can edu-
cation make us happy” and this is
the most interesting and  useful
question and which it is possible for
every person individually to think
out and adopt with the greatest
comfort and satisfaction. A distingui-
shed gentleman asked Mr. Ranade-
“Ranade, why don’t you let, religion
alone, what is the use of attempting
to reform it when people do not care
for the reform ? There is so much
else to do in this world than troubling
oneself about God and Heaven L

Mr. Ramnade's reply was very
significant and that solves our ques,i-
tion. He said-“This is a land of
religions: for better or for worse we
have been thinking and talking of
God and we cannot help it. God
and religion are born in our blood; they
will pursue us even if we run away
from them.

The reply is most intelligent: it

sums up in short that so long as you
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do not realize in practical life the
olosest connection of educaticn with
religion and so long as you are
disposed to see a distinction between
religious, moral or mental education,
you cannot find the happiness that
education can bestow as a consequence
and so far the training is imperfect,
there can be no perfection in edu-
cation without the perception of the
element of religion, there-in as a
most prominent factor: wherever there
is education, there is religion whether
you perceive it or mot and as you
advance in education you feel in
your mind. peace and harmony con-
sciously or unconsciously and which
nothing but religion can yield.

Education is only a part of the
great function of religion, and so
long as this close union of both, with
each other is not realized, you feel
lack of harmony, in your mind. This
is the most impostant lesson in life
and earlier we realize it the earlier
we reach the goal of life.  Religion
can be better expressed in feelings
than in words: for Religion” means in
short the chord that binds you with
the source, the chord that reminds
you'of the spirit of brotherhood, in
the name of the source, the unknown

and the unknownable, which are all

bound with the same link., The mo-
_ment you realize this, your mind is
free from bondage.

It is a matter of pity to see
that people may fight in the holy
name of religions to find Hindus,
Mahomedans, Cristians, Parsis and

~us and we
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followers of different religions quarrel-
ling with each other for the sake of
religion; this is all due to ingorance
and for want of mrue education. God
is no. respector of persons and there
can be no religion but one irrespec-
tive of caste, colour, ereed, or sect.
Religion should be distinguished from
Theology and divested of all dogmas
and all distinction will disappear, If
truth is revealed by different prophets
at different times there can be no doubt,
that truth is one and the same and
it was promalgated in conformity to
the times when the teachers appeared,
If you see the rays of the sun, reflec-
ting different colours in a prism; you
cannot say the colour of the sunis
violet or yellow or red or green and it
is nothing but folly and ignorance to
quarrel for wupholding your belief
that the colour of the ray is red or
blue or green when you see before
yourself the sun and its true colour.
Raise up the veil of ignorance and
you will see perfection of education
when all differnces will disappear from
your eyes and you will grasp the
real spirit of religion and the force
of universal love. So every attempt
to seperate religion from education
is quite futile: religion is born in
canuot ssperate it from
any particle of our blood, although
we may forget the realization of it
and fight over the dogmas for some
time; but we cannot get harmony
and peace of mind and eternal hap-
piness till we realize the very spirit
of religion in every action of life,
Such & stage io _education is
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perfection where mind feels its union
with- - nature, communion  with
the Invisible, realizes the unity of
41l religions beleiving them as diffe-
fent gateways to the same goal, rises®
over the littlelself-and sees the all,
the indefinite, the same everywhere
and forgets all differences. Till such a
stage in education is reached, we can
not get harmony, joy and happiness
in any condition of life that nature
+has placed us. /
It is'a matter of delight that
the Jains have realized this function
of education and religious instruc-
sions are given in every Jain Board-
ing School or Jain institution. Dan-
vir Jain Kul Bhushan Sheth Manek-
chand Hirachand J. P. of Bombay
was the first Jain Gentleman to
grasp this most commendable idea
and his attempts have met with bri-
lliant success every where. The Jain
philosophy puts the truth so clearly
and concisely before us, solves the
riddle of life so beautifully, that any
one that makes a study of it, will
bring happiness not only to himself
but bliss to the whole world by the
power of his selfless spiritualism. It
is a good fortune of the community
that educated persons of our com-
munity as well as western scholars
are taking great interest in the study
and researches into the Jain litera-
ture and great credit is due to
Danvir Seth Maneckchandji who
practically set an example of satisfy-
ing the need of the time and of
spreading religion through the medium
of liberal education; by spending &
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large amount of Rs. I0 to 12 lacs
in the cause of education amongst
the Jains. The Soul of Maneckchand
Sheth has passed away to a higher
region a few days ago leaving—the
whole Jain Community under the
depth of sorrow, but his works are
immortal, and inspire each and every
liberal Jain to contribute all:‘the money
that he can in the cause of spreading
education without distinction of caste
or creed and thus raise up the liberal
spirit of Jainism in every heart
and soul.

The hearts of the Jains are most
noble and benevolent: a Jain would not
see even a minute creature unhappy:
how can he tolerate the suffering of
humanity? Education is the most
proper way of relief, to lift up our
suffering brothers from their difficu-
ities. Give education to all without
price: this is the highest mission ap-
pointed by the Almighty for the
benevolent Jains and remember that
those who'will realize this grand mission
of spreading truth, by educating the
conscience of humanity and by giving:
them such education as can make
their life independent and happy,
free from all worries, anxieties and
trouble of life, nay offering the very
spiritual life on earth, shall win the
goal of life and be freed from the
corporal bondage, to dwell with the
Great One. Joy will then be restored
to people and peace and harmony
will rule over the universe. Leave
aside for a time all dogmas, all use-
less theories and beliefs, be firm in
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your faith and aim at the Unity of
vefigeens: feel religion in the very
breath of breaths: rise above all
quarrels which are results of igno-
rance: spread education in the name
of religion and try to make it prac-
ttical, useful and perfect.

* A vast change you will notice
in the sﬁgte of humanity: you will
feel vibrations of spiritualism in the
atmogphere and time will come when
you - will get whatever you want
through your own Will, as we used
to get from Kalpa Vraksha in days
of:yore. Peace and prosperity will
be restored and India the mother of
reIigioné shall then be shining its
spiritual lights and shall regain its
original siatus and civilization. To
do all this we need only a dozen of
spiritual souls, who would prefer to
renounce their material happiness in
order to deserve and claim eternal
happiness and bliss in the kingdom
of heaven, only a few benevolent
souls like that of Danvir Sheth
Maneckchandjr who would give their
wealth in the cause of education and
in the gervice of humanity and their
kvenerable names will for ever be in-
scribed in the annals of the histories
of nations and religions, as the savi-
ours of humanity.
