The die is cast, We ought to prepare ourselves to be shaped
according to the mould, but it would be practically wise to examine
the matrix thoroughly before we condescend to be impressed by it.

To begin with, we require to be satisfled whether this pro-
claimed die of the Jain Swetamber Conference Journal is an
innovation or merely a repetition of what was current in bygone
times and which, for some reason or other, had fallen into disuse.
This enquiry will gratify our human nature which is mostly apt
to addict to what has surrounded us in the immediate past, irres-
pective of its advantageous and dis-advantageous influences upon
mankind, and we look reluctantly upon anything, however bene-
ficial, which we think is forced upon us. A retrospect of what our
venerablo Rishis and Moonces have, throughout their life-long
labor, have done for the advancement of the Jain laity, in the
shape of writing extraordinary works on Literature, Ethics, Moral
and Mental Philosophy, Science, instructive religious and social
Novels &c., and preserving them in the world-renowned Jain
Libraries of Jaisalmer, Patan, Cambay and other places far be-
yond the reach of the Musulman destroyer, would at once con-
vince us that our learned ancestors had fully realised the value of
the resources of spreading knowledge and wisdom. And as there
were no easy means of communication in those days, they spread
their aequired wisdom and religious knowledge by their personal
contact and influence with people of different localities, where
bound by the sacred role, they happened to go during the
ascetic life. Times are changed now. .And along with tb
change comes a change in the facility of communication also. ¥
have now been blessed with high-speed railway trains and gigar
steamships by n®ans of which we perform our journeys at .ww
rate of thirty and even forty miles and more an hour gang which|
immediately carry news of one place to another SPreﬁiﬁg it ali‘
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over the world within a short time, We have got telegraphic
service through which news of long, long distances can reach us
within a few hours, And, above all, we are free from those tur
moils and disturbances of the highwayman which unavoidably
attended upon our former sluggish journey by road. We have,
as a matter of course, made a concomitant improvement in this
branch of spreading knowledge and now our paiatable views and
opinions may be chewed, relished and digested by our brothers-
in-religion, spreading all over India and elsewhere, within & ver
short time of their being served from the kitchen. Our this ser-
vice is not an innovation then but an improved recurrence of what
had been compulsorily forgotten owing to unsettled times; and

“we fervently hope our brothers would adapt themselves to this
time-honored measure and by honoring it, honor themselves.

The next question may arise about the necessity and wisdom
of adding to the nuraber of the already existing periodicals. A
review of such Jain publications counted on the fingers of one's
hand, would make one feel ashamed of the very meagre number
of such public organs which are the mouthpiece of society. The
existence of a greater number of such impartial and instructive
papers and sheir wide ecirculation throughout the whole Jain
Community, of which they are the ornaments, would, in the long
run, better our condition comparatively earlier than any other
means brought in vogue for the same. They are the speaking-
trumpets of society and they help much in the formation of public
opinion~so urgently needed for reform—towards eradicating evils
and imposing sound principles for future guidance. Qur best
thanks are due to our Jain Contemporaries, who, in addition to
other responsible duties to society, are often vehemently prea-
ching the cause of the Jain Swetamber Conference and trying
their utmost to improve, sometimes at self-sacrifice, the condition
of their co-religiomsts.  Qur business would solely be the business
of the Conference; and by our timely exertions, we would only be
able to add a quota to what has already been taken in hand by
our older Contemporaries. We hope our maiden attempt will
meet with public approval.

The last but most serious question may be put about the
fairness of conducting the paper to which our only answer
is that we would avoid all party questions, and, ro far as
practicable, sectarian and political questions. We would always

Jainism and His Highness the Gaekwar
of Baroda.

A review of our several sacred places of pilgrimages, our divine
shrines, our ancient Jain Libraries and a hundred other religious
institutions would at once convince us of the fact that our ancestors
spread far and wide over whole India, from the north to the south,
from the east to the west, from the rich Gangstic delta to the arid
and sandy deserts of Marwar and Jaisalmer. Nay, from ancient
traces found by late Mr, Gandhi, it may safely be asserted that Jain-
ism sometime fonnd its way to America and the intermediate count-
ries. .And they did not migrate like swarms of locusts flying on ne
purpose and spreading havoc and devastation wherever they go, but
they increased and multiplied with a settled purpose—to earn honestly
and to spend rightly. This well-earned money increased the more,
the more it was spent on charitable and religious purposes. As an
outcome of this benevolent practice you may at present see the
beautifully carved and unparalelled temples at Delwara, the golden
images said to weigh 1444 maunds at Achalgarh on Mount Abu,
“costing many crores of rupees in their structure; the innumerable
‘grand  spiral temples, looking like so many angelic hives of
‘the nine castle like Vasis of Sri Shatrunjaya Hills in° Kathiawar
whose cost cannot be estimated; the lofty superhuman temple
of Ranekpur in Godwar which excels all earthly econstructions
and bewilders the gaze of the spectator making him think lowly and
humbly of himselt howsoever great; the surpassingly nice temple of
_ Taranga in Gujrat; the several temples of Samatsikhar in Hazaribaghj
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and several other innumerable costly temples situated inall parts of
India. The Jains of ypre;were m oplx fond of spending much on the
mages of their Avatars and their consecrated abodes, they spentequally
as much on preserving and propagatuw their religious books instances of
'whicii pay bg,found up to this day in the mvuluable Librarvies existing
in Patan, Cdadbay, Jaisalmit and several other places.

The Jainis may therefore be very fuirly called 2 peaceful and Jaw-
abiling people earning their livelihood by fair means and profitting
their ncighbours by a fair distribution of what they carned by the
sweat of their brow, The Rajahs and Maharajahs whose protection
they sought were also included in the catalogue of their munificence,
and the Protectors of the soil always favoured such millionaires in
the hope of their being pecuniarily helped in their turn in times of
need, Rut the more you clip the myrtle the more it sprouts and the
virtuous Jain of old was by no means the less wealthy. This protection
offered in nnsettled tires drew large numbers of Jains to such distant
and dreary places as Jaisalmer and the interior of Jodhpur and Bika-
nir. These wielders of the land, in addition to thetr being thus profit-
ted, felt proud to rule over so many thousands or tens of thousands of
peaczful Jain millionaires, And such transactions created a mutual
feeling of love and friendship between the rulers and the ruled. These
feelings in their turn were enchanced to respect and reverence for
Jainism by the miraculous deeds of the marvellous A(,haravas of those
times.

It was this mixed feeling of love and respect of Maharajah
Koomarpal of Patau~—May his soul find rest!—mnove than eight
hundred years ago, and over which ancient sanctified abode of the
Jains-a place where in that prince’s time the mighty Hewm chandracharya

- flourished—His Highness Maharajah Siyaji Hao has been fortunate
- enough—both for himself and his Jain subjects-to rule, it was this{rie-

. We cannot finish our article without saying that we lay our
imphclt faith in the spontaneous promise of the Maharajah of defend-
lng our religion and of his taking Jainism to be his own religion; and
we hope the Jains would also prove up to the mark as they have
-always been in old times,

By the bye let us say that had such friendly relations existed
between the Jains and the other princes whom we always bave an
opportunity to come in contact with,in relation to our places of worship-
it would have been a matter of honour to both the parties. The Jains.
are, beyond question, pliant, submissive, righteous, peaceful. They
never go to seek after war themselves but they stand aghast at any act
which meddles®profanely with their religion. They want only to see
fair play. Princes would therefore do well to make frisnds of the
Jains by defending their faith and thus earning a good name for them-
selves throughout India. By imitating the Gaekwar of Baroda and learn-

ing & lesson from him they will soon win over the Jains to their side.
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There are two phases of a man’s life—secular and religious. The
former concerus with the existence of his clay cottage whereas the latter

The child oi an
Eaglishman will learn to speak English, that of an Arab will learn to speak
Arabic and that of a Hindu will begin speaking H_industanf by imitating
the spoken langnage of its parents. These several children will necessarily
be inclihed towards the creed of their pareits. They will cultivate the
habit of cleanliness, truthfulness,uprightness, sobriety, &c., or the reverse,
according as they find their models laid before them for imitation. . 7. .
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To make exemplary Jains of your children, train their parents, and
specially their mothers in the best possible way. Sound female educa-
tion taken up in- right earnest will help us three—fourths in our work of
rightly educating our children. Our best thanks are due to Seth Lalbhai
Dalpatbhai, the Supervising Secretary for Education, wha has shewn keen
tact and insight tito matters educational, by giving prominence to female

education. All the great worthies, such ax Napoleon, Washington,
Macaulay &ec., are the best and uvndefatiguable proofs of the good
 results of educated mothers. ‘The soft and pliant miud and body of a child
_ are suscepnlﬂe to impressions from without and education begins not only*
when a child is born but from the very time when the ¢hild is in the
embryo. Itis therefore of vital importance that the mother ought to he
well trained and the Jains of the present day would do well, instead of
feasting so many hundreds, thousands, nay, tens of thousands of personb,
to educate their females.

1f a child receives sound religions education at honite and imbibes
the truths of those principles, there is no fear for him to spoil at school:
rather the more lie makes progress in his studies, the more convinced he
becomes of the truths learnt in his infant days. But if he is let loose like
an unbroken colt to graze wherever le cau, you can casily conjecture the
result. Better to remain satisfled with true and faithifu! Jains destitute_ of
modern learning than to be encumbered with some of the long tailed but
sceptic alwmn of the present day. But the fault is not theirs. T'he blame
lies immediately at the doors of their parents who, being themselves igno-~
rant of their own religion, neglected the timely religions training of their
children. Tlhe home education thus badly begun ruins future religious
aspects and school eduacation given as it is at present scals the fate of the
man for ever.—He is irrevocably lost to self and to society of which j¢
hag been his fate to be a memnber.

Fhe results will not be good if such revolutionary turn of things is
allowed to pass current. Soomner or later we must reap according to what
we sow. ‘Lo keep pace with the advancing time, and to remain true to
the points of heaven and home, it is the incumbent duty of the leaders of
society in addition to educating the female sex to found such a national
institution which would afford means for the true and right cultivation
of the brain in religious and secular education. The late Babu
Panna Lal of Bombay had got I:his idea uppermost in his mind when he
endowed the princely sum of faur lacs of rupees towards the cstablishment
of a Jain College. = But the tiustees, for reasons best kuown td themselves,

A
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are still prderastinating, and are thereby depriving the whole Jain Commu-
nity of the blessings of such an institution. What a boon it would be
bestowed upon us if this College is soon brought into existence ! A boar-
ding-house, capable of lodging so many students coming from outside,
would he a necessary adjunct to the College. How satisfactory would it be
to see all Jain students, under the supervision of a strictly pious Jain,. rise
up early in the morning, perform Praizkramanea, then bathe and worship
in the temple ; how beneficial it would be for all Jain students to cat food
allowed by their religion, and how wholesome would it be to receive daily
religions training ? Daily exercise would form into habit and there would
scarcely be'a day when this-second nature will ind one dischedient to its
mandates. Above all daily contact with one another would strengthen the
chords of friendship and in the immediate future we can get model Jains of
Our progeny. '

The Jains of Bhownagar have taken the initiative in the matter of
opening o Jain Hostel at Bhownagar and we are glad to take note of their
religions attitude. We hope our brothers of the Punjab, who have been
astounding us from a long time with their intention of creating a Jain
College in the Tunjab, and other provinces, will be awakened to the

necessity of bringing such institutions into existence as early as possible
and confer an everlasting Loon on the Jain Community.

We are glad to note that our cducated Jains of this generafion are in
1o way behind our old orthodox Jains in working for the improvemet of
their caste and creed. We may not be blamed if we dare to say that ous
young Jains have gone a step further and proved themselves more philan-
thropic aud sympathetic than our co-religionists of the Scventies and
Kighties. 1In addition to their intention of alleviating the sufferings and
miseries of their own destitute widows, orphans and the invalids, they have
bethought of bringing up ** the orphans belonging to twice-boru classes and
Sparsha Sudra class.”” They are thus the true followers of the tenets of Sri
Mahavir whose aim and object was to initiate all beings into the true path
to Heaven. By trying to lessen the cares and aunxieties of the poor and
helpless, no matter to what class and religien they belong, the pious Jains
have fairly come up to the mark of discharging fraternal duty towards all
beings who are eternal and who come of a common source.

The Opening Ceremony of the Hostel for Jain
Students at Bhownagaxr. '

“ A highly interesting meeting of the citizens of Bhownagar was held
w the Dadasabeb Vadi-Jain temple, presided over by His Highness Sir
Bhavsingiji, K. C. S. I., Maharajali Saheb of Bhownagar at the request of
the Jain Commuuity. :

"Fhe object of the meeting was to request His Highness to open a newly
¢onstructed Jain boarding-lhouse, affording sufficient accommodation for 28
students studying in fhe local college and schools.

The proceedings began with a brief but eloquent speech, delivered by
Principal Unwalla in which the speaker referred to the fact that the instifu-
tion was the outcome of a few suggestions thrown oyt by lim at a public

function about a year ago.

He feelingly exhorted the citizens of Bliownagar to imitate the noble
example of self-help as shown by the Jains in setting up this institution and
added that lIie could conﬁdeutly state that in"the course ‘of his long experi-
ence of native states all over- India Bhownagar yielded to nomne in its
loyalty to the ruling chiei. \
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He further asked his hearers to meditate daily upon the virtues of
loyalty, self-help and toleration in their public life, and he mentioned with
approbation the names of Ratanji Virji, Tribhovandas Bhanji and Kuverjt
Anandji, who worked hard in raising subscriptions for the building as vu:ll
as in its construction.

He then thanked the Jain community for the opportunity they had
given him to serve them as he bad been doing in the case of other siilar
cominunities.

Mr. Unwalla finally requested Mr. Kuvarji Anandji, one of the secret-
aries, to give a detailed report of the origin and able manner in which the
scheme was brought to a successful issue.

His Highness was then requested by Mr. Motichand Jhaverchand
Mehta, the Joint Secrtary, to perform the opening ceremony, which His
Highness did by opening a silver lock, attached to the door of the central:
hall, with a silver key, both of which he was requested to retain as a suve-
nir of the interesting ceremony.

After his return to the Skhamizarna His Higness was thanked by
Mr. Motichand Girdhar Kapadiva, B. A., L. LB., and was blessed by
Shastri Narinadashaunker.

Then in a felicitious speech His Highness endorsed in appricidtive
terms all the remarks smade by Principal Unwalla with reference to the
virtue of self-help as an important factor in securing the welf'ire and pros-
perity of the people.

His Highness was glad to find that the boarding-house was situated
in a pleasant spot in the vicinity of the Jain holy temple, and trusted the
Jain community would secure to the students living there religious and
mozral instruction. ' -

The Maharajah further advised the community to secure a permanent
fund for the maintenance of the boarding-house.

He concluded by wishing every stccess to the institution. After the
usual distribution of pan-supard the’ proceedings terminated.”’

The cart of Plheehus has ‘‘ gone round Neptune's salt wash and
Tellus’ orbed ground’” full two hundred and two dozen and seven times
since our last revered Incarnation Shri Malavir attained Nirvan. We
have therefore a vast field lying before us to scan. Mahavir took Avatar
250 years after our renowned Parasnath. His was a model life well worth
of imitation by dutiful and obedient sons, affectionate brothers, and sub-
missive desciples. While yet in the embryo, he tesolved, on account of
the doting affection of his mother, not to enter into the holy order so long
as his parents lived, and so he remained with them-—Raja Siddharath
and Rani I'risla, and after them with his brother—ifor thirty years. Then
deaving all wordly connections he entered into the holy order of asceties
and practised self-mortification for twelve years. Having extirpated all
the good and evi! Karmas he obtained that mos tcraved for Kevalgyan,
the all seeing and knowing faculty, and during his remaining thirty years
of this holy life, he preached to the world at large the true doctrines of
religion which, when practised in right eamest, pave the path to Heaven.
His right teaching was not an ontcome of selfish, worldly or licentious.
motives. His was an exemplary life of self-denial. His object was to be
freed from Karma, and leaving aside the cycle of worldly existence, to
find eternal rest in Heaven. He was free from self-interest devoting him-
self to the purification of hiis soul as well as the souls of ‘those who were
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fortunate enough to understand and follow him rightly. The practical life
of a preceptor is an index to his position of a leader and guide. Every soul
is free to judge for himself about the capabilities and responsibilities of
such a leader and to adopt him or not as the case may be.

But whatever the intuitions of such a great soul may bhe, those
who are destined to whirl along with the wheel of the universe,
find no time and inclination to be benifitted by the benign truths:
tather to  be born again and again in the several stages fo
existence; they go against the established truth and create new moulds

-of thought, superficially attractive, but ruinous in the end. It was
- on account of this predestination that we find in the time of Mahavir

as also before and after him, several heretics, seemingly lmitating
Mahavir or following their own way but nnable to practice like him. Nature

did not only stop there; it proceeded a step furtherand gave us schismatics
who found pleasure in creating dissensions in our established church.

Persecutions, internal feuds, arrogance and had times were the chief,
among many other, agents to bring about a division in the followers of
Mahavir and in the year 609 A. D. i. e. in the year 139 Vikram, we sece
Shiv Bhooti the desciple of Krishna Sooree playing an important part in

the religious and social listory of the Jains. Whatever might have been
the merits and demerits of the sense in which the doctrines were at that

time interpreted by the great actor in this religious drama, and we are not
inclined to touch upen such a delicate matter in our article which is written
purely with the intention of bringing about an alliance, it is sure ard certain
that on account of him we the followers of Mahavir were split into two
major sections known from that time as the Swetambers or white clad and
the Digambers or Heaven clad. It did not only give us separate modes of
worship and difference of opinion on some cardinal points of belici, but it
. created two distinct castes, kuown as the Oswals indluding Srimals 1nd Por-
wals and the Sraogis, including Agarwal Jains. Intermarriages ceased,
mutual love and fellow-feeling was lost and the two sections were inimically
inclined towards each other, Their minds #ook a divergent course and
. instead of converging to the same focus became more estranged as they
proceeded further on.  And in the long run, loosing sight of the soothing
influences of Mahavir’s tenets, they were not ashamed to fight like irr-
ational brutes in connection with places and images of worshipoften causing
more harm than good to themselves, their religion, and their honour; nay,
even desecrating the very holy object for which they took sides. They stood
in courts of justice, opposed to each other praying to have their fates de-
_ cided by those who had no concern with their religion. Better, a hundred
" times better it would have been for both to amicably settle the point of dis-
| pute themselves, Mozre honorable would it have been for him who would
| have yielded his just claims to satisfy the whims and caprices of the other

party merely for the sake of the religion. " But the times were not favour-
rable and we had to go through the ordeal as best as we could.

Qur fate was hard and it did not end there. We .see among the
Swetambers, the creation of a subsection of the Dhoondhias or Sthan-
akbasis in the year 1709 in the time of Vijayprabha Soori. They are
mostly against current image-worship. They have adopted some modes of
life and religious practices in Jontradistinction to those followed by the
Swetambers. From among them sprang the Terapanthis-in 1818 Vikram
whose teligious beliefs are a step further removed than those of their
parent. Along with the creation of such . divisions, the broad view of
society with which it was closely bound together, has been marrowed.
Special party question, aside from the general whole, have told much
upon the community which has now lost-its ancient, high and lonorable
position. The costly temples of Mount Abu, Ranakpur and other places
are not the creation of to—day ; they were built when all the Swetam-
bers believed in one cominon ieligion.

Unsettled times in conjunction with the effects of the creation of
these minor divisions, worked to undermine the whole fabric of society.
Wealth gave way to poverty, learning yielded its place to ignorance,
religious beliefs submitted to vnlgar superstitions. In fact everything
became topsy turvey, and .as a drowning man falsely hopes for safety
even in catching hold of a stray straw, so the man destitute of Iearn-
ing and religion easily became a prey of corrosive customs and habits
which, in his ignorance, seemed good but which in the long rum,
proved baneful and nearly destroyed the originality of the real thing.
Being accustomed to obnoxious and pernicious practices generation
after geueration the Jain of to—day who has not been fortunate enough
to receive the blessings of education has for the most part still the
germn of obstinately holding his own way irrespective of the sound
advices given to him by his well-wishers, and as such often proves a
stumbling stone to progress.

We have got enough of this, nay, more than enough if we may be
allowed to call it s‘o_. We are suffocated, we are about to nauseate,
if no timely medicine is administered to us. Our dissensions and dis-
affections have made uns weak and sickly and if the same desease is
allowed to rule high over our constitution, it will end only with the non-
existence of our body. No true lover of society will tolerate it. We
must at least find a way to achieve our purpose.

To try to make all Jains Swetambers, or Digambers, or Sthanakbasis
would be as losing our exertions by taking water to the sandy deserts.

Let each follow his own way so far as his particular religious heliefs are
concerned. No discussion upon the several sectarian perceptions ought
to be allowed. It would only be destroying rather than prodneing, har-
mony. Leaving aside this particular branch of discussion, we lhave still
much before us to think upon and if we agree upon those peints, we
would be relieved of the licaviest burden that now lies upon the shoulders
of the whole Jain Community.

In the first place, we may create several sectarian. Paunchavets of a
certain number of respectable persons of broad and eulightened views and
make it a rule to refer any and every matter of dispute among themselves,
for their decision which cught to be final. Then we ought to form a
Common Jain Panchayet of persons of social position and culture selected
from among the members of the several sectarian Panchayets, to whom
matters concerning temples,' images, sites of temples, Dharamsallas.
Upasras &c. &ec. which are a bone of contention either in the major or
minoer divisions and which have not been amicably decided by the several
sectarian Panclayets may be referred for decision. ‘Their decision onght
to be final. They ought to meet once a year or at any interval of time
which may be conveniently fixed. This General Panchayet as well as the
Sectarian Panchayets ouglht to be registered and recognised bodies.. Social
questions of vital importance and general utility may also be discussed and
decided.

By so doing we will honor ourselves and the whole community and
will be pecuniarily profitted. The object of worship will also be saved
from desecration. Divided we fell but united we would rule the destiny
of the future generations.

We are glad to note that our Digamber Brothers have taken the
initiative in this matter, and. during the annual meetings of the Jain
Young Men’s Association of India at Umballa Cantonment in December
last they have specially adopted a resolution to this effect. We hope our
Swetamber Brothers will not lack in the zeal shown by Digambers and
will try to any how unite the two jarring elements of the day. By so
doing they will be only following the footsteps of their religious preceptor
and by sowing the seeds of union they will reap a good harvest the like of
which has never been witnessed in the immediate past.

The Prohlem of the day.

(Mr. Kalyanji Padamji Shah B. A. Radhanpur.)

It is a piece of good luck that we the Jains are lately attempting to
solve a problem vitally affecting us and our sacred religion. Happily we
are thinking of rising from a long period of lethargy during which we have
suffered a heavy loss in all ways. It is a matter of deep regret that a Jain
of to-day differs from his forefathers of a few centuries back in every phase
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of life. So great is the contrast between the two that the latter would
flatly refuse to recognize the former as his issue. ‘The resemblance betweer
‘the two exists it name only. It is an open secret that our past glory based
on our high social status, moral standard, political power, and religious
eminence is gone. Who is to blame? Assuredly we ourselves. We
wasted our forefatliérs’ patrimony, marred their names, encouraged and
welcomed their foes viz. pernicious customs and ante-religious practices,
and in short sacrificed anything and everything but their name. We
ought to take no offence at their addressing us as a disgraceful posterity.

It is worth our while if we trace the causes of our downfall at this_
stage. They are many but 1ot far to secek. As an exhaustive list of all
will oectipy much space and tire the patience of the reader, it is sufficient
for cur purposes if we note the principal ones. .

Waunt of general culture, the loosening of the bond of brotherhood,
and a spirit of **'dos’t care’ for our sacred religion and religious instrne-
tors followed by a retinue of prejudicial and pernicious custoins, irreligious
ways and mauners have one and all made a common cause in bringing owur
degradation—complete degradation—that is to say, social, moral, political
and religious.

To praise the past, to mourn for the present and conceive extravagant
liopes for the future is a general human frailty. Vo indulge in the above
sentiment brings no good to us. We can improve our present lot if we
seriously and earnestly handle the question with due care and diligence.
Our efforts in this divection will surely be crowned with success if we in a
body apply ourselves withh heart and soul to the solution of the problem
before us preserving patience and perseverance with unslackening zeal and
enthusiasm keeping at an arm’s lengthall petty jealousies, differences and
prejudices.  Let ** Be up and doing’ Dbe our motto. Keeping to the main
line with always an eve to the goal is a necessary precaution to our hand-
ling the question with effect.

The question for solution stands thus :—

" How to rclease and diffuse our sacred lore at present coufined in
dark and stinking cellars to the care of heaps of dust and corroding insects;
how to ameliorate the condition of our needy, indigent and helpless bro-
thers who are struggling in vain in the ocean of misery and wretchedness;
how to introduce measures to raise our social status by eradicating cus-
toms and practices opposed to our sacred religion and blocking the path
of our progress ; how to create an insoluble tie of brotherhood amongst
all the followers of Sti Mahavir with a view to secure cordial co-operation;
how to bring about and promote our general weal and happiness ‘and lastly

“hiow to regenerate. repair or preserve our loly temples, past traditions,
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precious monuments, sacred images of our Tirthankaras and rich mine of
wealth embedded in the strata of the treasure of our sacred scriptures.’

For the prompt solution of the above problem, it is partly chimetical
and partly disappointing to eagerly await the springing up in this age of
a Jain Luther like our renowned and revered Hemchandracharya Maharaj
or Jain kings like Kumarpal and Samprati Maharajalis, or utinisters like
Vastupal and Tejpal or millionares like Motishals, Jagdushah and others.
Undoubtedly such an individual of gigantic strength, vast knowledge,.
uncommon parts and extraordinary tact can solve our problem in a twink-
ling of an eye. Will it bring us any good if we do not help ourselves and
simply go on indefinitely waiting for sucl a one’s coming to our help and
rescue ?  Are we justified in simply deploring their absence and feeling
disappointment ?  We will do well in imitating them. ‘They will assuredly
serve us as our best pilots and search-lights in our line of action.

The fact that our problem can not be solved by one individual forces on
us the necessity of trying other experiments and finding out new and proper
means and devices for the same purpose. The wise first seriously think
with right logic and reasoning and then impartially weigh all pros and
cons as regards the work to be undertaken. Similarly we should pass
through such processes and then take a decisive step onward with a firm
hold and hold heart. The thinking, the wise and the learned amongst us
being inspired by patriotic feelings and animated by benevolent motives.
have luckily hit upon the plan of effecting the solution of our problem
through united exertions. The plan consists in bringing together at a
certain place our Jain brothers from different places to ponder over our
problem of the day. All these ideas are grouped in the term Conference
which is a key to our problem, ’

Next comes the question whether we shall succeed or not. It should
be borne in mind that the success of everything depends upon the combi-
nation of three main requisites namely (1) right means (2) proper leader-
ship and (3 ) hearty co-operation. Any oue or two of these factors can
effect little but three together if well selected leave nothing unaccomplished.
Marvels of the world like the Pyramids of Egypt are the outcome of the
combination of the above-mentioned three requisites. Fyen a common
thing like wheat can not be produced without the same three factors.

Tlhe first factor of our success {s the right selection of meaus. We
tiave assigned this place to our Conference after taking stock of our pre-
sent state, resources, limited capacities, surrounding circumstances and
the spirit of the age in which we live. Conference owes its existence to
minute scrutiny and carefol siftings at the hands of men of talents and

varied experience when hacked by the unanimous consent and approval
of a majority of us, What do we mean by the term Conforence?  We in
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a body compose what we call our Conference. Itcarries the sum total of
our individual intelligence and powers. Thus the opinion of our Confer-
ence ought to carry among us the greatest weight and highest value.
We must therefore secure the long life of our Conference, put its resolu-
tions into forces, further its objects, maintain its organs and support its
feeders. Thus Conference furnishes us the first requisite of the right
solution of our problem.

T'he second requisite of our success depends on our choosing leaders
able to guide and direct us. To be a leader is a task fraught with heavy
responsibilities and onerons duties as well as it carries with it a rare honour
and a dignified position. As the ideas, ways and manners of leaders are
to be reflected and impressed on those that are to be led, the former onght
to be men of sterling virtues, high morals, chaste thougbts and noble
deeds. A leader can successfully discharge the duties of his eminent
position if his mind and heart work in unison. He must be a man of vast
resources, the facilties of his mind must be fully developed and he ought
to be well up in resorting to personation, reasoning, threat, circumspection
presence of mind and such other arts and means as the circumstances of
the case may require. He can keep up his position till he works disinter-
estedly, impartially and justly. A leader is virtually an uncrowned king of
those that follow him so long as he possesses their love, good-will and
sympathy. ‘I'he helm of the ship of our Conference ought to be put under
the care of such ideal leaders. It is an apt remark that the present leaders
of our Conference are the best under the circumstances: they being the
gems and pearls of the Jain Community. It is clear that leaders hate to
make certain sacrifices without the hope of any reward, refurn or remunera-
tion. We shall gain our point provided we never accept as our leaders per-
sons who are fortune-hunters, fame-seekers, vain talkers, time-servers
or worshippers of simple honour, A leader of thousands and millions knows
that his position is not a bed of roses without thorns. He starts in his
career as such with a clear presumption of meeting difficulties in his way
but he always holds himself in readiness to cope with such obstacles and
hitches without loosing his temper, senses and control over mind. The
want of such leaders, as we kndéw, has- created factions, dissensions and
discontent at certain places and in some bodies. The office of leadership
ought neither he life-long nor hereditary. It ought to be conferred on those
that actively aud independently work as such.

A leader ought to identify himself with the duty he undertakes to dis-
charge. Among the duties and responsibilities of a leader may be men-
tioned the foliowing:-—infusion of activity; vigour and life; introduction
of wholesome reforms’ and changes; repressions of evils wrongs and
abuses; due punishment of wrong-doers and rule-hreakers and promotion
of peace and prosperity among those that are put under his lead. The

-
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people ought to obey the commands, accept the judgments, adc;pt the de-
cisions, follow the suggestions and observe the directions of their worthy
leaders whose constant thought is the good of the people.

The last but not of least importance is the third requisite to solve our
problem, Itis ocur ¢ cordial co-eperatiorr 1 without which the fuliric
of the Conference will fall {o the ground aud the work of our leaders
will come to naught. ‘I'ake away this factor and the solution of our pro-
blem will hang in the air. Without it everything at best 'ends in thought
or is realised in imagination. If we have a mind to keep pace with pro-
gress and civilization, if we at all cared to secure our good here and here-
after and if we desire to improve our present miserable lot, it is our
bounden duty {o heartily co-operate and walk hand in hand with the
miovement of our Conference and its leaders. We ought to contribute our
mite towards the stability and permanency of our Confereice in the shape
of physical, méntal and monetary aids. Leaders think, Confercice resolves
and we cousent and put those resolutions into practice. Qur position is
not that of on-lookers or hearers. We are actively -to work with our
leaders. Without us Conference is a meaningless working. We in a body
are Conference and we individually are its limbs or parts. Thus we are
Conference and Conference is we, Apart from us Conference is a nou-entity.
Every Jain thercfore ought to style himself as a part of the Conference.
He ought to be inspired spontaneously witlt the spirit of lvoking upon
Conference as ‘“my Conference.” What is chiefly aimed atis that such
a spirit ought to flood the heart and pervade the nerves of every Jain
if the Jains and Jainism are destined to rise in the necar futnre.-
With this spirit the solation of our problem is like a child's play
and the work of very little time. Without it, it shall have to wait for years
or ages, Let us work harmonieusly for a decade or so and then see what
we gain. Here lies no question of loss. ‘This is a transaction of pure profit.
T'o us who are mostly of mercantile bent of mind nothing is more palatable
than a matter of profit.

‘ May these three requisites of our success - daily go on developing
their co-existence together '’ ought to be the subject of our devout prayer
with 2 wish that we may be happy to see in a concrete form what we
always repeat in our daily prayer:—
