It is with immense pleasure and great honor that we present to you a
photobook which is a small glimpse into the life of Pujya Gurudev Shri
Jinchandraji Maharaj Saheb as he completes 75 years of his life dedicated
to Prabhu Mahavir’s Jinashashan.

Pujya Jinchandraji Maharaj Saheb is a powerful orator with more than 300
audio/video pravachans in circulation in the digital format on various
platforms on topics relating to the philosophical aspects of Jainism, mantra
sadhana, dharma aradhana and social messages based on Prabhu
Mahavir’s words using which one can lead a happy, peaceful and
successful life and is the youngest brother among ‘Bandhutriputi’ — the
eldest brother being ‘Pujya Munichandraji Maharaj Saheb’ who was an
exemplary poet creating art from his soul and ‘Pujya Kirtichandraji Maharaj
Saheb’” who has dived deep into spirituality and ‘Ashtanga Yoga’ and is
currently a pioneer in the subject.

Pujya Gurudev Shri was initiated into Jain monkhood at a tender age of 8
by Param Pujya Acarya Bhagwant Shri Premsurisvarji Maharaj Saheb and
since the beginning he was very dear to him. At the age of 11, Pujya
Premsurisvarji Maharaj called Jinchandraji Maharaj to his meditation room
and blessed him with the divine ‘Saraswati Mantra Diksha’ and foresaw the
holy work of spreading the philosophy of Prabhu Mahavir to the whole
world which was going to be done by Jinchandraji Maharaj in the later
stage. And keeping his Gurudev’s wishes alive, Pujya Jinchandraji Maharaj
embarked upon a mission to establish Jain philosophy in the hearts of
people in India as well as around the world.

Pujya Jinchandraji Maharaj has played a key role in creating Jain Sanghs
and establishing Jain temples in countries throughout the 5 continents
including United States of America, Kenya, United Kingdom, Belgium,
Australia, New Zealand, Malaysia, Indonesia to name a few and he is the
only Jain Muni in the history of Jainism to do so. From being a part of
Mantra Sadhana Shibirs, aradhanas, poojans and pratistha mahotsavs to
delivering pravachans across the globe, Pujya Gurudev Shri’s only vision

has been to promote the core philosophy of Prabhu Mahavir and create
awareness among the people —young and old about the principles of Jain
Dharma, Indian culture and tradition.

As Pujya Gurudev Shri is completing 75 years of his divine life, we have
gathered snapshots and memories of his work in this book and the lives
that his Holiness has impacted and changed - may it be doing the divine
vidhi of Pratistha or being the guiding light of Paryushan Mahaparva
Aradhana in India and other countries! In the past 50 years, Pujya Gurudev
Shri has not only spread Jainism across the globe but also freed hundreds
of people from vices like non-vegetarianism and alcohol. His oration is so
powerful and touching because he speaks from the heart and because of
that after listening to a pravachan on kshamapana, it changed the hearts of
even the inmates of Sabarmati Jail in Ahmedabad, and they vowed to leave
the wrong path.
