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Disas, Dikpalas, Dikpala-puris & Diggajas
(Cardinal Directions, Regents, Cities & Elephants of Directions)
With Reference to Their Origin and Relation

Disas (Cardinal Directions)

Disas were created by the Sun-god Aditya. The Suryopanisad describes the
Sun-god as the Creator of the complete universe (visva) - The Vayu (the air),
Bhomi (the earth), Apah (the water), Jyotih (the light), Vyoma (the sky), Disas (the
cardinal directions), Devas (the gods), Vedas (the Vedic samhitas); and this Vi§va-
mandala (the global sphere), which is provided with Usma (the energetic lively
warmth) by him.! ‘

According to the Rgveda (1.95.3), the Sun-god created Purva disa for the
welfare of the living beings of the world - Parvamanu pra disam parthivanamytin
prasasada vi dadhavanusthu. The direction where the sun is seen for the first time
in the morning was called ‘Purva or Purva di$a.” Here, the word ‘Purva’ means the
previous or the earliest one. The names of the other main Disas or quarters were
taken thus : The direction or quarter where the sun is seen last at the end of the
day was named ‘Pa$cat, PaScima or Pratici.” After rising the Sun moves towards our
right i.e. daksina, so the di§a or the cardinal direction between Purva and Pascima
was called ‘Daksina’ and at the end the direction between Pascima or Pratici and
Parva in which the movement of the sun remains invisible is termed as ‘Uttara’ i.e.
last. Here, the word ‘uttara’ conveys the meaning the ‘last’ like the ‘Uttara Megha’
of Kalidasa and the ‘Uttara Kanda’ of the Ramayana; both are the last part of the
book. In this way, all these four main directions or quarters (catur-maha-disah)
may be taken as the creation of the Sun-god through its rising (udaya), setting
(asta) and movement i.e. circulation or rotation. This resulted in saying ‘caturdik’
means to all directions.

Later on, six more Di$as were presumed; two main ‘Urdhva’, the upper one
i.e. sky or Akasa and the other ‘Adhara’ or ‘Adho’, the lower one i.e. nether or
Patala, and the remaining four, the corners between two main quarters known as
‘Kona-Disas’ or ‘Upa-disas’. Thus the total di§as are ten. Therefore, some times, the
ten-handed gods or goddesses have been called ‘digbahuh’as the goddess Camunda
in the Rupamandana (V.70).2

An episode of the creation of the ten di$as is vividly and interestingly
described in the Varahapurana (ch.29). The Purana in its chapter named ‘Digutpattih’
(origin of di$as) says : Brahma created Prthivi and all the components of srsti

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(global phenomenon) and then he thought of its safety and stability. So, he created
ten virgins (kanyas) from his ears including six main (sanmukhyah) namely Purva,
Daksina, Pratici, Uttara, Urdhva and Adhara and four minor in between: the four
main ones. All these maidens were most beautiful, charming and blessed ones.

Dikpalas (Regents of Directions)

The newly created virgins requested Brahma to provide them with suitable
and comfortable place of accommodation and also their consorts to live with them
happily.

Then Brahma also created eight mighty Lokapalas or Dikpalas (Regents)
and gave each of them one virgin in marriage. These Dikpalas were Indra, Agni,
Yama, Nirrta, Varuna, Vayu, Kubera and Isa. Brahma himself kept Urdhva with
himself and gave Adhara to Sesa. Brahma asked the remaining eight couples to
occupy the boundaries of the vast world (brahmanda).?

Leaving Urdhva of Brahma and Adhara of Sesa apart, there remain eight
Disas, four main (Purva or Praci, Daksina, Pratici and Uttara) and four kona-Disas
- Agneya between Purva and Daksina, Nairrtya or Nirrti between Daksina and
Pratici, Vayavya between Pratici and Uttara and I$ana or Isanya between Uttara and
Purva. Their husbands, owing to eight in number, were called Asta-Dikpalas. One
thing is to be kept in mind that all the four Dikpalas belonging to the four main
Disas were Vedic gods and their names - Indra, Yama, Varuna and Kubera - have
no resemblance with the names of their consort Disas; but the other four Dikpalas
of minor or kona-Di$as have resemblance of their names with the names of their
consorts or wives (kona-Di$as) because all the minor kona-Disas have been named
after their respective Dikpalas (Agni > Agneya, Nirrta > Nairrtya, Vayu > Vayavya
and Isa > ISanya). These Asta-Dikpalas also find mention in the Kurmapurana
(Purvardha, ch. 46), Agnipurana (ch. 51), Matsyapurana (ch. 261), etc.

Popularity of Dikpalas, specifically of Asta-Dikpalas became noticeable since
early medieval period when their sculptures were placed on the outer walls of
temples in their respective Disas.* Their iconographic features were also laid down
in canonical texts.

Dikpaia-puris (Cities of Dikpalas)

As desired by all the virgin Disas, the god Brahma allotted them not only
the cardinal directions but also beautiful, comfortable and suitable cities to live
therein happily with their consort Dikpalas. The Varahapurana (ch. 76)° contains
the graphic description of all the cities with their specific names and qualities. The
followmg are the names of those divine cities :

 Amaravati — Indra or Purandara
Tejovati — Agni
Sammhyamani — Yama
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Krspavati  — Nairrtyadhipati Virupaksa
Suddhavati
Gandhavati — Vayu
Mahodaya - Guhyakadhipati
Manohara — I$a or I$ana

Dik-gajas or Diggajas (Elephants of Dikpalas)

In order to keep Prthivi safe and stable in its position Brahma created Disas,
Dikpalas and located them around Prthivi in their beautiful and comfortable cities.
To make the safety purpose more strong, Brahma enhanced the power of Disas and
Dikpalas by providing to each of their couples an elephant having huge body and
enormous strength, so that these dik-gajas always surround and keep Prthivi, the
earth, in its position and ensure its inhabitant living beings to be safe and happy.
These elephants (dik-gajas) of Asta-Dikpalas have their separate identity and indi-
vidual names. In the Puranas their names are found as under :

Name of Diggaja Disa Dikpala
Airavata Parva or Praci Indra
Pundarika Agneya Agni
Vamana Daksina Yama
Kumuda Nairrtya / Nirrti Nirrta
Afjana Pratici Varuna
Puspadanta Vayavya Vayu
Sarvabhauma Uttara ' Kubera
Supratika Isanya Isa or I$ana®

The Skandapurana mentions the individual names of all these diggajas
together at one place. The Purdna in its Vaisnava khanda (Vasudeva Mahatmya, ch.
14 / 17-20) describes vividly the marriage ceremony (vivahotsava) of Laksmi-
Narayana. Among various matrimonial rituals and preparations, the ceremony of
anointment of the bride Laksmi was also performed majestically with great fervour.
Laksmi was seated on a bejewelled throne (ratna-simhasana) and the bathing of the
bride was accomplished in a gaiety atmosphere of melodious singing and pleasing
sound of musical instruments. The anointment or bathing ceremony (abhiseka) of
Laksmi was performed by great sages (maharsis) and by all the eight elephants
belonging to the lords of the cardinal directions (Asta-Dikpalas) namely, Airavata,
Pundarika, Vamana, Kumuda, Afijana, Puspadanta, Sarvabhauma and Supratika as
enlisted above.

Disas and Dikpalas as Benevolent Deities

Disas and Dikpalas have been treated as benevolent deities who on some
festive occasions were reverentially invited to grace the place for their blessings.

For example, before starting the recitation of Durga legend in the Devi-mahatmya
of the Markandeyapurana (Durga-patha),® all the gods and goddesses including all
the ten Disas are invoked to come and make the p#uja of recitation successful by
their blissful presence. Similarly, at the time of installation or inauguration (pratistha)
of a temple (prasada-mandanam), all the gods and goddesses including all the ten
disas and dikpalas are paid obeisance and invited (@vahanam) to grace the occasion
with their auspicious presence. In the chapter 104 named Deva-Disam-avahanam of
the Visnudharmottarapurana (khanda III), all the disas and Dikpalas are eulogized.

Sculptural Representation of Disis and Diggajas

References to the above noted Disas, Dikpalas and diggajas are found in the
Puranas. But in plastic art only sculptures of dik-palas have been found placed on
their respective directions on the outer walls of temples. However, so far, neither
the figures of any di$a or diggajas were known to us nor their iconographic features
are found in any canonical treatise. Luckily, a couple of years ago we have found
a complete sculpture of Nirrti- or Nairrtya kona-di$a and a Laksmi figure anointed
by eight elephants, which are identified by us with the Asta-diggajas as mentioned
in the Skandapurana referred to above.

By now, the figures stationed on the south-west corner (Nairrtya kona-di$a)
are male figures, which have been identified with the dikpala as ordained in the
silpa texts. But we have found a loose figure of a female deity with iconographic
traits of Nirrti, who is none else than the personified form of the Nairrtya disa.
Carved out of the black stone the four-handed goddess adorned with usual orna-
ments, crown and halo, sits in lalitasana holding, clockwise, x, sword, shield and
a human head (?). The placid face has either some abrasion or fangs near the
mouth ends or her protruding tongue. The pedestal shows three human heads in the
middle flanked by a standing camel on both corners facing them (Fig.l). The
Visnudharmottarapurana (ch.57) describes Nirrti as the wife (bharya) of dik-pala
Virupaksa with their mount camel. Other silpa texts describe the weapons - sword,
shield, a human head (ari-mastaka), etc. With these specific characteristics found
on the sculpture under review, we have identified it with Nirrti, the wife of the dik-
pala Nairrtyadhyaksa Virupaksa of the south-western kona-di$a. This, the only
sculpture of a disa, the consort of dik-pala of the Nairrtya kona, is a unique statue
in the District Museum, Rajnandgaon in Chhattisgarh.!?

It will not be out of context to reveal here that in the beginning Nirrti was
a female goddess of inauspicious character rather the goddess of death. Her clear
references of inauspicious character are found from the Vedas (Rgveda and
Atharvaveda) through the epic Mahabharata, Puranas (Markandeya and
Visnudharmottara) upto the lexicons Amarakosa and Medinikosa."

We are happy to note that all the four corner directions of the Brahma
Temple at Khed-Brahma in Gujarat are reported to have “the usual Asta-Dikpalas
at the corners in their female forms.’’!? We believe that these female figures at the
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corner directions on the Brahma Temple at Khed-Brahma are not of the dikpalas
but their consort directions i.e, personified kona-Disas like the goddess Nirrti just
described above.

Luckily, with the courtesy of Dr. Bharati Shelat, former Director of the B.J.
Institute of Learning & Research, Ahmedabad and presently the Editor of the Jour-
nal of the Gujarat Research Society, Ahmedabad, we have received photographs of
the figures of the SW and NW kona Di§as, which show normal standing females
without any specific feature of Dikpala. The two-handed figure on the South-West
corner of the temple stands in #ribhanga posture beneath a pillared-arch. The ob-
jects in her hands are not correctly discernible. She adores herself with a high
coiffure, usual ornaments, and long garland reaching down to her ankles. She is
flanked by a female attendant on either side (Fig.2). Another female figure stationed
on the North-West corner is four-handed, stands under similar arch, decked with
similar ornaments and flanked by a female on either side (Fig.3). Both of them
neither carry any weapon nor human head as ordained in canonical texts. There-
fore, it is very difficult to identify them with the dik-palas of those kona-Disas.
Being female figures stationed on the SW and NW comner directions, Henery Cousens
might have mistaken them to be the Dikpalas in female form. These female figures
stationed on the SW and NW corners should be identified with the personified
kona-Di$ds as we have said earlier.

As regards the sculpture of Laksmi being anointed by eight elephants, it is
located in a small deva-kulikd at Bundi in Rajasthan (Fig.4). We have identified the
scene with anointment of Laksmi by Asta-diggajas on the occasion of her marriage
ceremony described in the Skandapurana, which has already been discussed above.
That means, the eight elephants bathing Laksmi in this panel from Bundi also
provide us with the unique plastic representation of diggajas, which we have not
seen before from anywhere else.!?
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Kanmer : A Harappan settlement near the

little Rann of Kachchh

The Harappan site of Kanmer (23°.23' N; 70°52' E) is situated close to the
little Rann of Kachchh in Rapar Taluka in the Kachchh district of Gujarat. It was
discovered by R. S. Bisht and his colleagues of Archaeological Survey of India way
back in the eighties of the last century.! The ancient site is located close to the
modern village of Kanmer, which is near the National Highway No. 15 between
Samakhiyali and Adesar and is about 20 km southwest of the excavated well-
known Harappan site of Surkotada. An inselbery type hillock next to the site marks
the location very well from a distance and the site is locally known as Barker Kot.
Aludawaro Vokro, a seasonal nala, originating in the truncated pyramid shaped
hillocks located hardly 2 kms Northwest of the site, drains the area around the site
is composed of ferrugeneous sandstone and varity of shell of the Upper Jurassic
age.

The Peninsula of Kachchh largely composed of marine and estuarine sedi-
ments and has a variety of rocks ranging from middle Jurassic to recent times. The
area is marked by low-lying bare rocky hills and vast tracts of naked tidal mud flats
in the north western and eastern parts, popularly known as Great Rann and little
Rann. These low lying hills are variously flanked by small pockets of fertile land
which support vegetation, live stock and agriculture. The most common trees in this
region are neem / Azadirachta indica, pillor or Zare tree, calotrophy sp., Acacia Sp.,
Tamarin das Sp., Mangifera Sp. And Ricimus communis. On the other land the
alluvial plains of northern Gujarat are drined by the Banas, Saraswati and Rupen
rivers and their tributaries, which flow into the Little Rann of Kachchh.

As many as 63 Harappan sites have been reported from Kachchh.? Among
them, only a few sites, such as Dholavira’, Surkotada* and Junikuran®, have been
subjected to horizontal excavation whereas Desalpar, Pabumath, Shikarpur were
subjected to small-scale excavation. Most of these settlements are urban and post
Urban phases. The concentration of Harappan sites appears to be in the eastern part
of the peninsula, which is believed to be an arm of sea in the past.® It is held that
the accessibility of marine resources, semi-precious stones and arable land were
major factors for the expansion of enterprising Harappans in Gujarat. Though re-
searches on the Harappans in Gujarat have unfolded various new facets e.g. elabo-
rate water structures, dock-yard, diverse craft industries, regional variation in archi-

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tecture ceramic and so on.

The excavation at Kanmer has been a joint venture of the Institute of
Rajasthan studies JRN Rajasthan Vidhyapeeth (RV), Udaipur, the Gujarat state
Department of Archaeology (GSA) and the Research Institute for Humanity and
Nature, Kyoto, Japan (RIHN).

Objectives :

Kanmer was chosen for excavation in order to understand regional variation
in architecture and ceramic assemblage, major reason of de-urbanization and to
develop a culture undersanding of the Harappans in Kachchh. Besides to under-
stand the role of contemporary rural folks like Anarta or Ahar Cultures in Urban-
ization Process.

Excavation :

The mound at Kanmer is roughly squalrish on plan, measuring 115 m by
105 m and suddenly rises up to a height of about eight meters from the ground
level (i.e. 20 m above the mean sea level) and hence is visible from a distance. The
mould has a shallow depression as top. The general slope is towards the south-
central part which is the deepest.’

Structural Evidence :

The excavation has revealed the fortification wall made of semi-dressed
flattish stones is a partllelogram and its northwest and southeast corners have south-
western corners for in acute angles. The total thickness of the wall measured about
18 in the middle level of the deposit, as if the walls are in tapering fashion.

Such massive fortification walls at this small site indicates some special
nature and purpose of the settlement. Besides a few floors belonging to the Late
Harappan houses at the site has also exposed.

Cultural Sequence : ,
The site has revealed the following five fold culture sequence.
Period : Early Harappan
Period II : Mature Harappan (Further divided as period IIA and IIB)
Period III : Late Harappan
Period IV : Historic
Period V : Medieval

A break between the Historic and the Late Harappan Phase has also been
noticed.?

Pottery:

The earliest levels (Period I) of Kanmer have yielded Grey and Read wares.
This assemblage is mostly modelled on a slow wheel and it is very often painted.
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In the case of Red ware with blackslip the core of majority of sherds is grey.
Majority of potsherds of grey ware have been decorated with wide white bands on
the neck or shoulder or middle part of the body on which a variety of red painting
are executed. Often the white background has peeled off and the paintings in such
case are visible only under wet condition.

The common paintings in these varieties include fish scale, series of strands
arranged horizontally and vertically, bands of wavy lines and chess-board pattern.
The shapes are represented mainly by bulbous and spherical jars with short and
concave neck, bowls with stand in red slipped ware, with flared sides and incurved
rim in cream slip. Some deep bowls/dishes of Red slipped and Black slipped ware
are carinated externally. Mainly of these types continue in period II, but with some
change either in shape or surface treatment.

The mature Harappan period pottery represented by two new pottery types
such as white painted Black and Red ware and gritty ware. Therefore, period 11 is
divided into two parts, periods 1IA and 1IB.

Period 1IA has several fine and coarse wares, such as a Red ware in differ-
ent varities like unslipped or with red, chocolate, cream or buff slips; the reserve
slipped ware, creamware and Buffware.

Period IIB is marked by the appearance of white painted Black and Red
ware and Gritty ware. It is represented by large and medium jars, spherical pots,
basins and bowls. The Black and Red ware is similar to that of the Ahar culture
of sounthern Rajasthan and is presented by bowls of different shapes. The Ahar
culture flourished between the fourth and first millennia B.C. in Sounthern Rajasthan.
Besides this Kind of material has also been discovered at Rangpur, Surkotada,
Dholavira and other sites. Goblets with pronounced body and flatbase of S-profile
jars, bowls with featureless rim and stand-handled bowls were also recovered.

The late Harappan assemblage of period Il comprises Red ware in different
varieties (unslipped or with red, chocolate cream or buff slips), Reserve slipped
ware, cream ware and Buff Gritty. The Black and Red ware and the Gritty ware
also continue in this period.

The Historical period (1V) pottery is represented by a variety of Red (Red
Polished ware (RPW), Red slipped ware, Rangmahal ware and plain Red ware) and
Grey ware. .

The medieval period (V) pottery is represented by Red and Grey wares.’
Faunal Remains :

The site has revealed a good number of faunal material from all the trenches.
The faunal analysis was carried out by Dr. P. P. Joglekar and Pankaj Goyal of
Deccan college.

The faunal assemblage contained Skeletal elements of mammals as well as

non-mammals. The mammalian species identified at Kanmer include domestic ani-
mals, cattle, buffalo, sheep, goat, pig, dog, cat and house; and a wide spectrum of
wild animals such as the nilgai, wild pig, a field species, deer, antelopes, porcupine,
rodents and hare. A Small number of non-mammalian animals were identified that
include birds, reptiles, fish and mollusks.!

Palaeobotanical Remains :

Palaeobotanical Investigation was carried out by Dr. Anil K. Pokharia (Birla
Sahani Institute of Palaeobotany, Lucknow, India).

A sizeable amount of botanical material was found in an utterly fragile,
highly, burnt and multilated state of preseveration. Several cereals and pulses such
as barley, bread-wheat, dwarf-wheet, rice, field-pea, grass-pea and green-gram were
identified besides cotton.

During the second season’s work, the remains of Jowar millet, Pearl-millet,
Sesam and horse-gram ‘were also identified.

Remains of weeds and other wild taxa were also encountered reflecting the
ecological conditions and ground vegetation.!!

Other finds :

A variety of beads of gold, steatite, agate, carnelian, lapis lazuli, Bangles of
terracotta and shell were also recovered. Besides gamesmen weights of agate, tri-
angular and rectangular cakes, dice, dies, a broken sealing, fragmented copper
object and drill bits were discovered. A large number of chert and agate blades,
nodules of raw material, flakes and the cores were also found.

A cooking hearth (U-Shaped) was found associated with the Mature Harappan
floor, the diameter of which measured 30 c.m. It survived up to a height of 30"
c.m.!2 )

150. Paddhari = USeRY (Rajkot, 57) Pad+Dhari (border, limit, Soft, figure of
2, a kind of serpent i.e. FIEA + probably a derivative term of &R = king of grass used
in worship or deep pit of water, sloppy land). A village on the boundary of adjoining
town or big habitat or near hole of Kodiya serpernts or settled into two parts on
sloppy land or soft & muddy land.

151. Padra = 9T (Vadodara, 82), There is a village of this name in Kheda
district. Padar + Aa (village common, uncultivated land adjoining village, outskirts of
village + diminutive term). A village situated on the outskirts of big town. Pad + Ra
(leg, small hill, mountain foot, pillar + residence indicative term). A village having
any one of such surroundings.

152. Palanpur = QreTYX (Banaskantha, 116), There are two villages of this
name in Sabarkantha and Pafichamahals districts. Palan + Pur (person's name, from
Palan = saddle of horse, riding, cradle, meal taken at the end of fast or vow, milk of
bring forth young cow + Pur). A village founded by Palansinh or by cowheards, or
near Palan God's temple or by untouchables. Palansinh was the Sardar of Chauhans -
of Ajmer. Palan is the god of untouchables. :

153. Palitana = QISHATOT (Bhavnagar, 92). Pali + Tana / Palita + Na (lan-
guage name + residence indicative term / attendent mother of Kartikaswami + diminu-
tive term). A village established by Jaina - Bauddha saints or by Pali Scholars or near
the temple of Palita matruka. Palit + Ana (a name of tree, protected + residence
suggestive term). A village in the vicinity of Shakhot trees or protected by something.
Palisthan > Palithan > Palithan > Palitan > Palitana.

154. Palsana = USTHIUN (Surat, 47). There are two village of this name in
Mahesana and Valsad districts. Pal + Sana (Paddystraw, Kind of medicinal drug-
Indian spikenard + habitat). A village near medicinal drug orchard or paddy-straw.

155. Pardi = 9l (Valsad, 47). There are other five villages of this name,
each one in Valsad, Bharuch and Rajkot districts and two in Surat district. Par + Di
(Shelter, refuge, shallow river or creek, temple compound, stone dam, on otherside of
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riverbank, boundary, limit, end, ear or corn + diminutive term). A village having one
or more such surroundings.

156. Patan = QUEUT (Patan, 99). This town is the headquarters of both Taluka
and district. There are two villages of this name in Jamnagar and Junagadh districts.
For analysis see PNSI, Vol. XXIX, pp. 61-62

157. Patan-Veéraval = TEUT-aES (Junagadh, 55). For Patan See No 156.
This is also known as Prabhas-Patan, or Somnath-Patan. A wel-known Shiva-seat,
Jyotirlinga.

158. Petlad = USeNE (Anand, 56). Petal + Ad (hill, raised hand + residence
suggestive term). A village on a raised land. It is derived from Pétala tree, then a
village near these trees or founded by Patidar community, if it is a derivative form of
Patel.

159. Porbandar = QR&E<T (Porbander, 74). This place is headquarters of Taluka
and district. See PNSI., Vol. XXIX, p. 62

160. Prantij = WidtsT (Sabarkantha, 64). Prant+lja (end, extremity, region,
province + small habitat). A village on the border of near by district, or a part of
province.

161. Radhanpur = YEAYX (Patan, 56). There are two villages of this name in
Banaskantha and Panchamahals districts. Radh + Na + Pur / Radhan + Pur (month
of Vaishakha, Kindness, prosperity, Suburb + diminutive term + Pur / delighted, trans-
parent, achieving + Pur). A village on fertile land or founded during the month of
Vaishakha, on wealthy land. If it is a derivative term of Randhan (=cooking), then it is
established by cooks.

162. Rajkot = TSR (Rajkot, 84) There are two villages of this name in
Banaskantha district. This is also a district headquarter. Rdj+kot (person's name, dark-
ness, mason, camphor, moon, banker, merchant, beautiful+Kot = wall of a fort, wall
erected for defence, neck). A village founded by Rajendrasinh, or during a dark half
of a month or by mason caste or by wealthy merchants having a fortified wall.

163. Rajula = TSTT (Amreli, 72) Raju + La (personal name + a derivative
form of Palli). A village founded by Rajubhai or by any person of king's family.

164. Ranavav = O (Porbandar, 61) Rana+ Vav (king, forest, waste land,
kind of tree TN mimusops hexandra, name of buffalo, peacock's feather + step-well
or reservoir). A village having any one or more of these surroundings.

165. Ranpur = YMOTYY (Amdavad, 34) There are 6 villages of this name, one
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each in Kachchha, Mahesana, Panchamahals, Junagadh districts and two in
Banaskantha district. Ran + Pur. See no 164 for analysis.

166. Rapar = TAX (Kachchha, 97). Two more villages of this name in Rajkot
and Kachchha districts. Rap + Ra (may be a derivative form from Ranp = weeding

plough + residence). A village of farmers. If it is derived from Rapad = bed of sand or
waste land, then it is on waste land area.

167. Sagbara = WRTART (Narmada, 93) Sag + Bara (teak-wood or teak-tree +
entrance or mouth of harbour, port or figure of twelve). A village near teak-trees area
having entrance way.

168. Sami = GHY (Patan, 98). May be a derivative form of Shami tree or Khijadi

tree = a kind of tree, prasopis spicigera. A village under the Shelter of these trees, or
in the vicinity of these trees orchard.

169. Samkhéda = WTEET (Vadodara, 185). Sam+Khéda (a derivative form
of Sham 9™ = White thorn-apple, dhatura alba, dhatura stramonium or dhatura ni-
gra, cloud, rain, Krushna, evening, person's name + Khéda, see PNSI., Vol. XXIX, p.
59). A village on dark Land or near Dhatura orchard or Krushna temple or by
Shamjeebhai or of farmers.

170. Sanand = AW (Amdavad, 66). Sant+And (a derived form of ¥ dog or
habitat indicative name + a derivative form of 3er old). A village where dogs popula-
tion is in large numbers or in the vicinity of cemetery or on white land.

171. Santalpur = m'a'agt (Patan, 73). Two villages of this name are in Junagadh
and Banaskantha districts. Sant + La + Pur (Person's name, fifteenth Lunar house
@t 78T Constellation. + Pur). A settlement founded by one Santajee or Santalsinh
or saint or during Swati constellation. S@nf means quantity of land that can be culti-
vated by a single plough i.e. 32 acres of land. Hence a village of farmers.

172. Santrampur = HaTHYY (Parichmahals, 152). Sant+Ram+Pur (a saint or
person's name + God or Ram temple + Pur). A village near Ramji temple or founded
by Santram Maharaj - a holy person or by Santajee.

173. Satlasana = WACAUN (Mahésana, 65). Satt+La+Sana (figure of 100 +

derivative form of Palli + habitat indicative term). A village with 100 houses or hav-
ing 100 streets or by Satujeebhai.

174. Savarkundala = ®EREHST (Amreli, 80). Savar+Kundla (medicinal name,
a derivative form of Sabar-horned deer or Savaj-lion, leopard, tiger, tree being seen as
deer + name of a settlement). A village in the vicinity of violent animals or where
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- medicinal plants grow largely on the border of Kundala township.

175. Savali = @It (Vadodara, 137). There are 3 villages of this name in
Khedi, Jamnagar and Vadodara districts. Sav + Li (Completely, hot + derived from
Palli). A village on unused land.

176. Sayla = ®TECT (Surendranagar, 75). A village of this name is in the
Kheda district. Say + La (end, fringe, evening, king + derived from Palli). A habitat
on black soil or on western direction or founded by king or on the boundary of near
by town.

177. Shéhra = 9T (Panichamahals, 91). Vadodara district has also a village
of this name. Sheh + Ra (prohibited land, pressure + residence indicative term). A
settlement on prohibited land ?

178. Shihor = T¥T&T (Bhavnagar, 78). There are two villages of this name in
Vadodara and Amdavad districts. Shih + Ora / Shiha + Ura (Plant-name + settlement
indicative term / derived form of Siyahi = ink, black + residence indicative term). A
village where Shih plants grow abundantly or on black soil.

179. Shinor = R (Vadodara, 41) Shina+Ura (derived form of Shina =
plant name, coarse corn + Ura). A habitat where this grain grows in large area.

180. Siddhapur = ﬁ’l’@@‘ (Patan, 54) Siddha+Pur (name of a person, here it is
short form of Siddharaj-a Solanki king + Pur). A settlement named after the king
Siddharaj.

181. Sojitra = WSIAT (Anand, 25) Mahesana district has a village of this
name. Sojee + Tra / Soja + Itra (tail, horse-disease, corn + diminutive termination /
swelling, good conduct, best, Clean + diminutive term). A village on the border or on

white land or near Sojee (granular flour of wheat) sowing fields or on clean land or at
a raised land. The Surname of Leua Patidars who migrated from this place elsewhere.

182. Songadh = e (Tapi, 167). There are 5 villages of this name in
Sabarkantha, Surendranagar, Banaskantha, Rajkot and Bhavnagar districts. Sona +
Gadh (gold, yellow + hill-fort). A habitat on raised land or on yellow land or founded
by one Sonaji or by goldsmith community.

183. Sutrapada = GATAST (Junagadh, 47) Sutra+Aa+Pada / Sutra+Pada.
(Waist-band, thread, yarm, Sacred thread wrm by the 3 Varnas + diminutive term +
residence indicative term / thread, string, spider + Pada). A settlement on raised land
or on white land or by Brahmins or where spiders are found in large numbers or in
the vicinity of banyan trees.

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Interpretation of KALA in Indian Context

There is a query whether the terms kala and art are synonyms and whether
they have same implication. It may be said that to some extent they have a common
meaning while in many other respects, they may not have exactly the same conno-
tation. What is common about both is the fact that they stand for an activity of
making something in a skillful manner. But the difference in their meaning seems
mainly in the manner in which arts have been classified in India and West. Right from
the Greek times, arts were divided into ‘imitative’, ‘productive’ and ‘nature inspired’.
Even though both required skill, the so-called imitative arts indulged in making
‘copies’ of nature just for the sake of pleasure of doing it, while the productive arts
were the commercial kind of arts like making artifacts for day-to-day use of life and
for earning livelihood thereby. Plato makes the distinction between these two types
of artists in his Dialogue called ‘Republic’. He states that while the imitative artists
made the artifacts which simply imitated or copied nature, or it can be said that they
took pride in showing mirror-like resemblance to natural objects: these very arts are
called ‘fine arts’ in the modern context and they differ from the arts which are known
as ‘crafts’. While skill and technique are important in both, the fine arts need some-
thing over and above the skill, viz., imagination, originality, talent, capacity to ex-
press feelings and emotions, to represent cultural and exploratory values and so on.
The crafts can be learnt by persons without such creative talents and the technique
of making can be improved by constant practice. None the less, both fine arts and
crafts are the species of the general category called ‘art’.

In India, we do not come across a classification of arts on these lines, even
though arts have been classified on a very different basis. The words Silpa and kala
were used for all activities which involved skill, but they do not correspond to the
notions of craft and fine-arts in any sense. In the earliest times, the activities like
making utensils, weaving clothes, playing instruments, etc., were referred to as Silpa.
Perhaps, when these arts showed signs of development and acquired the capacity to
entertain and fulfill desire for pleasure, they were called Kala. However, there is not
a definite plan in making this kind of use of words to indicate various arts. It is
interesting to note that a list of 64 kala was given from time to time in different
contexts, and this list included all those arts which in the Western classification were
called crafts and fine arts. To illustrate the point, we can see that the list of 64 artistic
capabilities included arts like weaving, ship-making, making of garlands, decorations,
make-up for beautification and also what corresponds to fine arts such as music,

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painting, singing, dancing, etc. (image 1) This makes it evident that the Indian clas-
sification does not presuppose this division of arts as mere crafts and fine arts, and
to go further as pure and applied arts.

Even in West, there are thinkers like John Dewey who do not consider this
classification integral to the nature of arts themselves. He thinks that this category of
fine-art came into existence as a result of capitalistic and imperialistic tendencies. The
articles captured and looted by the victors in the wars were displayed in the museums
and exhibitions as a matter of national pride and these artifacts were distinguished as
fine arts to demarcate them from those artifacts which were produced by the crafts-
men to meet the requirements of the society. The advent of the Industrial age also is
responsible for this kind of division in view of the fact that the machine-made objects
were considered different from the artifacts made by the expert use of skill of hands.
But according to Dewey, there are no pure arts in the sense that they are free from
the consideration of utility, since all arts have some or other kind of utility.

This view of art brings it closer to the concept of kala which indicates the
sense of craft predominantly. In India, arts have not been distinguished as utility and
pure or fine arts, since arts are supposed to fulfill human requirements, social, psy-
chological, moral or religious. There is only one difference that can be shown in the
arts and that is while some arts do necessarily depend on physical skill, the creations
of poetry and literary compositions of other genre do not require this kind of physical
skill, but they are of the nature of what the poeticism called Bhavanukirtanam. But
they are different from the former in the extent of level of exultation and ecstasy they
can lead a recipient to. But even they are meant for caturvargaphala - the four-fold
purusarthas of dharma, artha, kama and moksa, as Visvanatha makes it clear in his
famous work Sahityadarpana. The Natyasastra also claims that drama can provide
relaxation to a mind which is grief-stricken, or fatigued by hard work, etc., and by
showing the Bhavanukaranam, it can lead to the enhancement of knowledge, life-
span and success. Thus no art is without purpose in India.

The earliest attempt to define Kala is found in some parts of the Aitareya
Brahmana. According to this definition, Kala is an activity of making something with
a skill and rhythm (chanda). The word rhythm has a wide connotation; it includes
thyming, regular beat, balance, proportion, harmony and so on. Several other defi-
nitions of art were given in the later texts, but it must be remembered that skill and
thythm is the most basic significance of the concept of kala. The term Silpa is more
often used to indicate the activity performed with a skill and order. All such activities
like making metal utensils, instruments, garlands, etc., were included in silpa. During
the vedic period, arts like singing and dancing came into existence in the process of
performing the yajiias. These arts were called Kama-chanda. The word kama ex-
presses a desire to bring about certain pleasant effects by the artistic activity. Arts like
singing and dancing fulfill the desire for sensuous pleasure and hence the artist’s
effort to perform them and the recipient’s desire to enjoy them. Sometimes the word
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kamadhenu is also used for art to indicate that like the legendary cow Kamadhenu,
art also has the capacity to fulfill the wishes of persons who seek its favours.

Different meanings of the word kala are available in some other texts. In the
Saiva literature, kala has been associated with the element which limits the perfection
or purity of the atman. The reason for this is again the connection between kala and
kama and so long the self is not free from the desire for sensuous pleasure, it cannot
reach the level of perfection it is capable of realizing. In some other context, kala has
been considered as the partial expression of the perfect. The infinite power of the soul
can be only imperfectly represented when it is seeking this expression in and through
the gross material media. That is why the word kala is interpreted as an imperfect and
partial expression of the perfect or the whole. For example the appearance of the
moon in parts is also called the kala of moon. It is only on the full-moon day that
it appears as a whole and not part or kala.

Kala has also been interpreted as a movement, since it enables the artist to
move from his inward states of mind towards the external forms by giving objective
expression to the subjective ideas or feelings. This view is quite in conformity with
the expression theory of art. We can also call it a movement from the spiritual to the
physical. The artist is able to get in tune with other minds through his creations. kala
also was divided into para and apara like vidya, indicating that all those efforts of
the artist to seek expression of the self into the imperfect material forms are lower or
apara kinds of arts while the ability to realize the perfect ananda state of the supreme
reality is the paravidya and kala also.

Dr. Kantichandra Pandey in his work entitled Comparative Survey of Indian
and Western Aesthetics gives the etymology of the word as derived from the word
samkhyan which can be split into two root verbs saksin and khya. These terms
suggest that art is an activity of expressing inner states, involving the processes of
counting, observation, inference and meditation. Creation of an art object depends on
these faculties of mind.

The Kamasitra of Vatsyayana shows the origin of the word kala in the root
kamakala. The word kala here means imparting and the kamakala together means the
act which fulfills the desires of man by creating artistic objects. Vatsyayana of course
treated erotic as an art and, therefore, he associated art with the fulfillment of desires.

All these views about art can be summed up as shown hereunder:
(a) The word kala suggests a particular type of activity.

(b) The concept of kala involves skill and defined as karyesu kausalam, which
means literally ‘skill in an activity’.

(c) The activity called kala not only requires skill but also needs observation, con-
centration of mind, expressions of inner states and also the capacity to guess the
mental states of other persons.
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(d) Kala is a capacity to create something that can lead to the fulfillment of desires.

Some further implications of the concept of beauty and the concept of kala
or silpa can be made clear in the following words. The supreme beauty according to
the Upanisadic way of thinking can be traced only in the ecsthatic state of the
realization of the harmony between the soul and the Brahman, a perfect state of rasa
or a detached state of delight and enjoyment. However, the representation of such a
harmonious relation in the gross natural objects has been called lavanya or susama.
Kala has been considered as a limiting element of the perfection of the reality on the
one hand, and a technique of upgrading the matter by bringing it in close unity with
spiritual concepts on the other hand. Kala is a device to establish reconciliation
between spirit and matter in this way.

Kala, Saundarya and Rasa _

A world-famous treatise on dramaturgy known as Natyasastra composed by
Bharata Muni, sometime during the first and fifth century AD. exposes for the first
time a link between art and aesthetic enjoyment called rasa. The Kala mentioned in
this treatise include dance, acting, drawing and sketching and architecture also. Of
course a literary composition is the base of natya and hence kavya also is an essential
part of the Natyasastra. The Natyasastra not only mentions these arts but gives a
graphic description of their types and techniques, their importance and role and their
potentiality to procreate certain influences on the minds of the viewers. In fact, the
very creation of natya according to the story which we find in the first part of the
book is for the purpose of providing entertainment and relaxation to the cultivated
minds. In Bharat’s words, this enjoyment or entertainment is provided by staging a
drama which shows actors skilled in manifesting powerful human emotions. The
Natyasastra gives a detailed analysis of the stage management and relationship between
the particular emotion or bhava and the rasa, it is capable of evoking. (image 2).

A detailed discussion on Bharata’s theory of rasa and its development were
experimented by the poets. But what is important to note at this juncture is the
revelation that the essence of an art is its connection with bhava, i.e., emotions, which
are the powerful means of moving a recipient through and through and providing
thereby a unique and detached pleasure called rasa. The artist on the stage or a poet
of consequence is able to exchange the emotional experiences with his recipients and
thus establish a mutual link between them through his artistic activity. This potenti-
ality to communicate emotions becomes the hallmark of art and the other character-
istics like skill, rhythm, etc., remain only secondary aspects of art when it comes to
complex arts like drama and poetry.

The concept of rasa, as we have already seen is as old as the Vedic literature;
but its application to natyakavya is a revolutionary discovery ushered by Bharata. In
due course of time, the rasa theory acquired so much importance, that it became a
convention to associate almost all arts with one or the other kind of rasa. A long
tradition of Sanskrit poetics develop the theory of rasa to explain the phenomenon
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of evoking rasa through the power of the sense and meaning of the words and
brought in the well-known sampradayas or schools of Vakrokti, Alamkara, Riti, Guna
and Dhvani. In the work entitled Sanskrit Poetics as a Study of Aesthetics by S.K. De
makes his point of view clear in the preface of the book that the important tenets of
Indian Aesthetics can be traced in the various schools of Sanskrit Poetics. These
schools make it abundantly clear that poetry is a very powerful source of rasa. The
acaryas Bhamaha, Dandin, Rudrata and their followers discussed and analyzed the
parts of poetry, i.e., kavyangas, and laid the source of the springs of emotional
responses in the aspects such as metaphoric language, the quality of diction, the
method of composition etc. According to Prof. S.K.De, what they did was very
similar to what the grammarians did to explain the parts of the speech. The only
difference was that grammar was concerned with the rules and regulations for con-
veying correct sense, the theories of poetics were concerned with the problem of
conveying emotional content of the language. But their effort to classify the alankaras
and elaborate the kinds of diction suitable for poetry did not lead to the essence of
the poetic influence. The job of reaching the soul of poetry was achieved by
Rajasekhara who for the first time put his finger on the most vital aspect of poetry,
viz., the power of imagination and creativity of the poet.

This led directly to the discussion on the relation between rasa and bhava and
anandavardhana contributed the theory of dhvani to bring the attention of the schol-
ars to the various functions and powers of suggesting different kinds of meanings of
words. He revealed the secret of poetic language by pointing out how a special way
of using language in poetry can create vivid images of emotions and thus result in
what he called rasa-dhvani. Further commentaries by Lollata, BhattaTauta, Bhatta
Nayaka, Kuntaka, etc., brought in the concepts of Bhavanukirtanam and Bhavanukara
nam to suggest that the arts like drama and poetry represent the human emotions by
depicting the human life in all its complexities. The culmination of all this discussion
was in the Sadharanikarana theory of Abhinavagupta, which holds a very important
place in the history of aesthetics.

Apart from these landmarks in Sanskrit poetics, we have some other important
works known as Visnudharmottara Purana, .S"ilpaiéstram, Sukranitisara, etc., which
show the source of rasa in music, dance, painting and sculpture. They establish the
parameters for these arts for the purpose of procreating rasa. That the purpose of
dance is to evoke rasa is made clear by Yajurveda in the following lines:

The eyes go where the hands go,
The mind goes where the eyes go,
The emotion goes where the mind goes,
The rasa goes where the emotion goes.

There is a general agreement amongst all the thinkers that the bhava and rasa
are parallel factors and all arts are, therefore, targeting at creating the images of
emotions in order to reach the goal of rasanispatti.
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Among the contemporary writers on Aesthetics, Dr. Nirmala Jain in her work
Rasa Siddhanta Aur Saundaryasastra (Hindi) observes that the rasa theory in Indian
aesthetics initiated and developed by the Indian thinkers, beginning with dramaturgy
but reaching its pinnacle in the various theories of poetics is the soul of Indian
aesthetics. According to Dr. Nirmala Jain, even the Western scholars like Tomas
Munroe, Knolly, Susanne Langer, A.B. Keith, etc., try to interpret and evaluate the
Indian view of aesthetics in the light of the rasa theory only. Even Anand K.
Coomaraswamy accepts the relevance of rasa theory for the proper evaluation of
Indian arts (image 3).

Another contemporary writer Padma Sudhi, however, does not consider this
identification of Indian Aesthetics with rasa theory as completely acceptable. She
agrees that rasa is a very important theory in the Indian context, but there is much
beyond this theory that constitutes Indian Aesthetics. In her book entitled Aesthetic
Theories of India, she rejects the propriety of the title Saundaryasastra for aesthetics,
and would prefer to name it Saundarya Yoga instead for the main reason that the
Indian thought is never complete whatever the subject-matter of study is. She also
points out that there is enough material available on the concept of beauty and hence
saundarya or beauty can be an important part of the research in the subject. In order
to know the dimensions of Indian Aesthetics, it is essential to have a deep under-
standing of Indian culture, religion, philosophy, history and literature.

The philosophers in India have not shown any interest in the problems of
aesthetics. Their exclusive concentration in spiritual aspiration is the main reason why
they were not interested in the theoretical analysis of the best the nature manifested
in its physicality. Of course, this does not mean that these philosophical systems did
not talk of the philosophy of nature. The Nyaya-Vaisesika schools have given a detail
explanation of the physical world through their theory of atoms. They explain the
systematic formation of aggregates of atoms and even treat mind as an atom. Only
the soul is not constituted by the atoms and it has, therefore, to maintain its aloofness
from the body with the help of proper knowledge for getting the liberation.

The Sankhya school is famous for its theory of prakrtiparinamavada, which
has all the salient features of the modern theory of evolution. The Advaitic school
does not negate the existence of the material world or prakrti, but treats it as maya,
i.e., something of the nature of appearance and not real. In the ultimate sense there
is only one thing that is the Pure Consciousness. The Brahman and liberation of the
soul is the result of the mystic realization the afman has about its being, identical with
Brahman. All these attitudes towards nature represent a scientific and spiritualistic
approach but not that of the connoisseur of art and beauty.

Prof. M. Hiriyanna in his book entitled Art Experience tries to explain these
attitudes from aesthetic point of view. He maintains that while the Sankhya attitude
towards nature is pessimistic, the Advaita Vedanta attitude is optimistic. According to
the Sankhya philosophy, nature or prakrti is a unity of sattva, rajas and tamas. Sattva
is the source of what is bright, white, refined, light, soft, etc., and hence it has the
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capacity of providing happiness and enjoyment to the purusa. But at the same time,
the other gunas of prakrti, i.e., tamas and rajas overpower these cffects due to their
potentiality to induce the opposite influences such as darkness, passivity, restlessness,
crudeness, etc.; purusa soon gets disillusioned and desires to escape from prakrti.
The intensity of this desire ultimately leads purusa to jivanmukti and videhamukti.

Thus, according to Prof. Hiriyanna, the enjoyment of the beauty of nature is
very short lived since the rajas and tamas destroy it on account of their predomi-
nance over sattva. This illustrates the pessimistic attitude of the Sankhya. If sattva
were the only unalloyed reality of nature, then the self would never feel the need for
escape, apavarga in the language of Sankhya, and enjoy the bright and beautiful
world without any obstacle. The Sankhya concept of jivanmukti and videhamukti is
more of the nature of the absence of pain rather than positive bliss and enjoyment.

According to Prof. Hiriyanna, the Vedantic concept of moksa is a state of
ultimate bliss and enjoyment, ananda since the soul attains it by overcoming avidya
(ignorance) of kama and karma. So long as we are on the empirical plane, we can
hardly comprehend the ultimate reality as One, as a balanced synthesis of everything.
The symmetry, novelty, variety, colorfulness and other such empirical features of
nature are only the myriad impressions of this one truth known to the atman in a
mystic realization leading to an ecstatic state of bliss. In other words, one has to rise
above the ego-centric attitude and attain a disinterested impassioned attitude in order
to enjoy the perfect bliss.

The attitude of Vedanta and Sankhya systems towards nature and spirit with
reference to the blissful enjoyment has been made clear by Prof. Hiriyanna in his
essay “Indian Aesthetics”. According to pessimistic Sankhya, nature is not wholey
beautiful but has in it phases of beauty and ugliness. It does not indeed say the
objects in Nature do not give delight at all. What it means is that there is nothing in
Nature which at all times is pleasurable to all. For pure unalloyed pleasure we must,
therefore, look elsewhere than in the real world. According to Optimistic Vedanta on
the other hand everything is beautiful and there is nothing in the universe to mar its
inward harmony. This is indeed the first corollary of the afman doctrine and the saint
is the greatest artist, for everything delights him. Although we may not possess the
saint’s knowledge that every-thing is atman, we can occasionally derive aesthetic
enjoyment from nature. But ordinarily we are too dull to perceive beauty of the
universe. The artist who is endowed with an eye for the beautiful derives pleasure
from nature where we cannot and through the expression which spontaneously gives
to his feeling, he opens our eyes to what we miss. In a sense this art is Nature herself
presented in such a manner that it appeals to us.

The above point of view of Prof. Hiriyanna can be regarded as a philosophi-
cal explanation of human approach to nature. Nature is bright and beautiful, replete
with variety and diversity and a source of enjoyment. But yet these schools do not
view beauty of nature as something permanent and final. Man according to Sankhya

gets disillusioned with it due to the fact that it is alloyed with ugliness; the Vedantic
man does not try to explore the secret of the beauty of nature since it is just an
appearance, though caused by maya, an inseparable adjunct of Brahman till avidya
lasts. The moment the web of maya and avidya is destroyed by the Cintan, nature
does not remain nature and atman does not remain arman since everything gets
dissolved in Brahman. Brahman is Rasa, the ultimate essence of all existence and all
life and being. It is a vast blossoming of mind, an expensive and understanding
consciousness that has penetrated the innermost core of an object and has got itself
thus thrilled and exhilarated. It is the finest point of intensive intuition, oneness with
an object, with its body and its soul. These features of subjective experience in a
sense constitute beauty. In beauty both the subject and object find and realize one-
ness; our mentality flows out of itself towards the object, the idea, the image or
suggestive gesture or to anything that ingratiates itself; we expand into it, clasp it to
our soul, bathe it with our tears of joy or ecstasy, and find an immense peace, a
fulfillment of our own nature, in the contemplation of the rasa. Rasa, however, is not
a static fact; it is a dynamic process.

Rasa for the Indian aesthetics includes both the subjective and the objective
features. It is true that the subjective features are more pronounced than the objective.
There are events, situations or invariables conditions that provoke the senses of
beauty. These in a fundamental sense govern our appreciation of beauty. The factors
involved in rasa are four in number. They are the stimuli (Vibhava), the permanent
moods (Sthayibhava), the secondary or transitory moods (vyabhichari-bhavas) and
after-effects (anubhavas). Rasa then is aroused or rather manifested by the close
intermingling of these four folds factors. In other words, a total experience within
which we find on investigation these four fold factors, than, is necessitated. There is
the objective situation; it is not a mechanical stimulus but a constellation of several
types of stimuli. That is the object that provokes a response from us. It is not
unanalyzable total whole, but it is whole that holds within its bosom significant
factors which individually and cumulatively demand a response, an effective cogni-
tive and conative response, whether this object is a perceptual datum or a psychic
idea, it stands out of its background summoning us to attend to it. It is thus stimulus
whatever be its nature that urges the consciousness to expand.

His Life and works

William Shakespeare’s grandfather Richard Shakespeare worked as a yemen
farmer in Snitterfield four miles north of Straford atleast around 1545 A.D. His son
John Shakespeare came to Stratford during transition years. John married to the
youngest daughter of Robert Arden. They had eight children : four daughters and
four sons. William, the third child and first son was christened on 26 April, 1564. In
1582 William married Ann hathway, daughter of an old family friend. Susana was the
first child of the marriage, born in may, 1583. Ann Hathway was eight years older
than her husband but this is not certain. In 1585 Hamnet & Judith, the twins were
christened at Stratford.

William Shakespeare was a school master. Later he departed to London with
a view to have a wide field for his talents. It was said that he used to rewrite plays
of others. He was a dramatist unsurpassed and greatest artist for whom English people
and their culture can be proud of. It is possible that Shakespeare could not have
received any instructions worth of the name of education and consequently stratford
where he was born and brought up must have been peopled by ignorant and unbookish
rustics. The form in which he cast his dramas not being prescribed by the rules of
art was dictated by the dramatist desire to gratify in his pursuit of gain an ignorant
and untought audience. So little interest except financial gain did Shakespeare and his
even more ignorant fellow actors took in his works that his plays were transmitted to
posterity in so sadly mangled a condition, So full of interpolations from hands other
than his own that it was hardly possible to judge in many instances as to which were
and which were not his writings. He had to make major contribution to the fortunes
of large and important company of actors. By 1594 Shakespere had a body of work
to his credit that must have occupied a considerable number of years. He was for a
time atleast a member of lord pembrokes company and for them he wrote some of
his plays.

In 1623 seven years after Shakespheare's death his old friends and fellow
actors John Heminge and Henry Candell gave the world the first collected edition of
Shakespeares plays. This is now known as the first folio because of its format and
to distinguish it from the second third and the fourth folios issued in 1632, 1663 and
1685 respectvely. Each of these later folios is based on its Predecessor. Folio means
paper once doubled quarto paper folded in four parts.

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Heminge and candell because of their long friendship with Shakespeare and
their admiration of his genius and their position of authority in the comapny as they
were managers of the company for many years made them right persons suitably
qualified for this task of bringing out his dramas. Shakespeare did not print his plays
when he produced them because he feared the publication might affect adversely
their takings at the theatre and the financial returns from such publications to the
authors or actors was insufficient to overcome this fear.

It was not that there was no reading public and the publishers were too ready
to print his plays but there was nothing in the nature of modern copyright to protect
the authors interest. Inspite of all these obstacles ninteen of Shakespeare’s plays were
printed in some form or other during his life time and twentieth just before 1623.

Quartos contained single plays and sold at six pence a piece. For their printing
initiatives lay with the publishers rather than with actors. Seven plays were published
in this manner out of which Hamlet and Romeo and Juliet and merry wives of
windsor were the three. These are known as bad quartos the attack on their property
inevitably provoked a reaction.

Shakespeare was highly thought of in courtly and learned circles and this is
confirmed by the publication of his venus and Adonis in 1593, and the Rape of
Lucrece in 1594 and in Loves labour lost. His Poems were written during years 1591-
93. Shakespeare’s success was making it difficult for Greene and his friends to gain
a living and hence Greene attacked Shakespeare not only as an actor but as an actor
dramatist.

When plague and other troubles had closed the London theatres and the
companies had to tour the provinces for a living. Shakespeare could hardly be on tour
during this period of composition and it was not till the return of the companies to
London and after the extensive regrouping that made it necessary for him to join Lord
chamberlains men. Shakespeare was working as a dramatist for some years before
1590, from 1594 to 1599 the company which Shakespeare joined included Richard
Burbage who was to play roles provided by Shakespeare mainly as greatest tragic
actor. Will camp was the popular comedian and John heminge and Henry candell
who became company’s managers and later Shakespeare’s editors acted well in both
comedy and tragedy roles.

The globe theatre was opened in may 1599. The death of queen Elizabeth and
arrival of James in London in May, 1603 were the greatest public events of the time.
The king at once took over Lord Chamberlains company and they were now known
as king’s men. The plays that were to make name of the Globe for ever famous were
the great tragedies Julius caesar, Hamlet, Othello, Lear, Macbath Antony and cleopetra
and Cariolanus. This change in Shakespeare’s interest from comedies to tragedies is
explained by various ways viz - a friend’s conduct induced in Shakespeare a gloomy
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mood and mesanthropy. Further interaction with the spirit of new era induced
Shakespeare to change from comedies to tragedies.

It is said that accidents of life invariably provide the material on which imagi-
nation operates but Shakespeare’s tragedies rightly interpreted do not reveal a spirit
of gloom and disillusionment. Many critics have dwealt on the bitterness and disgust
in the works of this period. Passage by passage there is emphasis on the degradation
to which man can sink. This revelation which is the consumation of his art did not
come to Shakespeare suddenly or because a woman was false or a friend disloyal.
It is born of the modest and ceaseless years of thought and labour which are not
without their intimations of the fine triumph of this period. Viewed in retrospect the
humour and comedy which his earlier critics found more natural to his genius are
only another aspect a partial realisation of his tragic vision. Philosophers have main-
tained that tragedy and comedy have another and finer connection than that of
contrast but though there have been great tragic artistis and great comic artists before
and since Shakespeare’s time. However, they are found united as in his work and in
such a manner that each but adds a new force to its apparent opposite.

Tragedies are the foundations on which romances rest and the plays during
the period from 1608 to 1613 have happy endings and have been called romances.

If fashions had anything to do for Shakespeare’s return to comedy it was
because it gave him an opportunity for the expression of something he had now very
much at heart, something that naturally came after the struggle of tragedies.

Persuaded by the collegues after ‘Tempest” he returned to take a final bow in
Henry VIII. During the first Performance of this piece on 29 June, 1613 the globe
theatre was burnt to the ground and this accident for lack of more precise knowledge
may be taken as marking the conclusion of Shakespeares work as an artist and
dramatist. He passed his last days at Stratford and died on 23rd April, 1616.

The Roman tragedy Julius Caesar and play Hamlet both house several resem-
blances of matter and thought. Both the plays are tragedies of thought and reflection
rather than action. Both are tragedies of moral idealism. There is a strong family
likeness between Brutus and Hamlet. Brutas the scholar and philosopher fails mainly
because of his lack of insight into the motives of men. Hamlet the moral idealist and
reflector of life fails because of balance in action. Both the plays harbour supermatural
elements.

Shakespeare is blamed for borrowings in almost all his plays and borrowings
is immense. His contemporary Richard and Greene attacked him as “an upstart error
beautifying himself with others feathers. Even G.B. Shaw has impaled Shakespeare
of the immortal pilferer of other man's stories and ideas. These caustic observations
contain a great element of truth.

But Shakespeare was very practical in his method of treating sources. He
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never cared for originality of plot. He had no time to invent plot nor any qualms of
conscience. in borrowing the material. He adapted any story that fell to his choice
according to his need. Some matter he preserved unaltered while most of it he altered
and made additions and substractions. to suit his taste. The borrowed material was a
mere framework to fit up his ideas a peg to hang his thoughts on. His magic art trans-
formed the raw material and transmited it into shining stars of splendour.

The greatness of Shakespeare consists not in his plots but in the situations he
created. The character he draws, the poetry he puts force into, and humour he dis-
plays the comic and tragic aspects of life that he portrays. The ideas that he scatters,
the philosophy that he presents the dexterity with which indissolutely links up the
main plot and the subplot the many sided penorama of life that he paints and finally
the universality that he exhibits. His greatness lies in refining the raw and rude
material and shaping it into the fresh and fertile new and original creation. The Latin
French or English sources may have come to him and he creates a momentous
material from this matter.

Shakespeare uses the agency of the supernatural to intensify and illuminate
human action and this is one of the favourite methods of Shakespeare. Ghosts and
gobbins, witches and fairies angels and elves these haunt the spirit world of
Shakespeare. These are introduced not merely for the sake of adding picturesqueness
to the plays or for creating a weird atmosphere in them but also to serve some
significant purpose. The Elizabethans were a deeply superstitious people. They be-
lieved in such unseen powers and loved to see them on the stage. But whether
Shakespeare believed in ghosts or not the fact that his audiences believed in them
made it possible for him to introduce the ghost of hamlet’s father on the stage or the
ghost of ‘Banquo’ in Macbath without the least danger of awakening in them a sense
of improbability. The ghosts of Shakespeare are the symbols of fate and the passions
of men.

The ghost appears in hamlet twice. Further the ghost makes its visibility to
Hamlet alone and not to the queen who was with him. The ghosts have the power
to make themselves seen only by some and not all. It introduces the element of
mystery into the play. It creates an atmosphere of awe and surprise and invests the
tragedy with impressiveness.

The English drama has its origin from the religious instinct rooted in human
nature. The English clergy needed some method of teaching and explaining ignorant
masses the truths of religion, hence in early times gospel stories were illustrated by
a series of living pictures in which performers acted in a dumb show. At the next
stage actors spoke as well acted their parts. Several of these plays were written by
priests and these early plays were known for mysteries and miracles. Name mysteries
was applied to stories taken from scripture narrated while miracles were plays dealing
with incidents in the lives of saints and martyrs.
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The first stage in the English drama is marked by the performances of reli-
gious stories in church. The second stage was reached when the play emerges from
the church into the market place. This was affected in the fourteenth century perfor-
mances which were given on cars or scaffolds in the open space of town. Mystery -
and miracle plays gave place to morality and interlude and this marked the 3rd stage
in English dramas. In mystery and miracles serious and comic elements were inter-
woven. Now they are separated morality presenting the serious and the interlude the
higher side of things. This paved way for dramas being divided into tragedy and
comedy. The morality finally died out about the end of Elizabethan reign, and mod-
ern drama emerged representing the fourth stage in English dramas. Their success
quickly led to the production of a large no of dramas. They were written by men
acquainted with the classical drama and they chose not only romances of Italy and
Spain for their plots but also narratives from chronicle histories of England. Among
the dramatist who preceded Shakespearc were Marlowe, Peele, Greene, Nash and
Podge. They were all university men. Till 1587 the plays for the public had been
written in prose and rime but in this year Marlowe produced his Temburlaine the great
in blank verse. In this way Marlow may be said in some degree to have prepared the
way for the creations of shakespeare.

In the earliest days miracles & mystery plays were acted generally by the
clergy in the churches and later the morality plays were sometimes enacted by the
trade guilds of the town. With increasing popularity of the drama there arose regular
bands of professional actors, generally under the patronage of some powerful noble
and thence known as “Earl of Leicester's servants” or the ‘Lord chamberlain’s ser-
vants’ as the case might be and they were performed in courtyards of inns.

The first public theatre was the blackfriars theatre built in 1576 on the con-
fines of the city. In the same year “The theatre” and “the curtain” were built. Globe
theatre with which Shakespeare was associated was built in 1599 on the bankside that
is the south side of the Thames near the london bridge [excavations have recovered
remnants of some of these theatres].

These dramatic representation took place for lack of lightening in the after-
noons in buildings which were round or hexagonal. A courtyard open to the sky was
the pit. Around these were two or three tiers of covered gallaries and in front of the
pit a large protruding platform on trestles formed the stage. Two pillars in the middle
of the platform held the ceiling. At the back between two doors used by the actors
for their exit and entrances. Another scene was overlooked by a balcony with win-
dows and before this back stage there was a moveable curtain. The Poorer patrons
stood upon the rush covered ground and in the balconies running around the build-
ings set the wealthier members of the audience. The young gallents set upon benches
on the stage itself.

There were only the simplest accessories table, chairs bushes to symbolise
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place of action. The front stage served almost all purpose. The back stage was used
for places which had a special and distinct character. The curtain at the back rose to
discover persons in a particular attitude. On the gallary those actors who were sup-
posed to speak from upper windows towers, mountain, sides or any elevated place
took their stand. The arrangement was in its outline taken from the mediaeval stage
which included a vague place and others which were defined. The progress of the
theatre in the 17th century brought the back curtain more and more forward until it
finally reached the front of the stage. and thc undefined part of the platform disap-
peared.

A flag was unfurled on the roof of the theatre when performance was about
to be given. A flourish of trumpets was the signal that the play was about to com-
mence. when the trumpets had sounded a third time a figure clothed in a long black
robe came forward and recited the prologue. The curtain in front of the stage then
divided and the play began. The actors acted their parts in masks and wigs and the
female characters were always filled by boys whose voices had not yet broken. The
performance of tragedy was signalised by draping the stage with black, for a comedy
blue hangings were substituted. There was no movable scenary. Sometimes a change
of scene was represented by the introduction of some suggestive article of stage
furniture. Thus a bough of tree was brought out to represent a forest. A cardboard
imitation of a rock served for a mountainous place or for the pebbly beach of the sea
shore. But the most common way of indicating a change of scene was by hanging
out on a board in large letters the name of the place of Action.

The elizabethan audience had no experienee of elaborate realism on the stage.
The audience eyed out the imperfections of the stage with their thought.

On this almost naked stage the actors person had a double importance. His .
costume was as rich as the stage was poor. Attention was entirely concertrated on his
tragic gestures or grimaces. His dealamation in particular was important emphasising
the value of the numerous monologues, the multiplied pointed tirades of the plays of
the period. His art was, therefore, carried to a high pitch. English actors had at this
time a reputation which reached the continent where they were summoned and where
some of them made long tours. Members of the inns of court and great gentlemen
were proud of their inter course with the profession and in the taverns an actor cut
a fine figure. Although they were almost outcasts from society actors not only en-
joyed popularity but also were cultivated by persons whose acquainstance was most
flattering to their vanity they had a good chance to make their fourtunes if amid the
dangerous temptation of their calling they lived an orderly life and preserved a
practical point of view.

Shakespeare’s ectivity as a dramatist extends over a period of twenty-four
years from 1588 to 1612. A study of his work leaves us with an impression of four

different periods of work, corresponding with the growth and experience of the poets
life.
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The first period 1588-96 was a period of early experimentation. During this
period he rewrote and touched up many plays previously written. Youthfullness,
buoyancy and naturalness are characteristic of plays which are assigned to this pe-
riod. This period is considered as a period “in the workshop.”

The second period 1598-1601 was a period of rapid growth and developement.
It is the bright optimistic part of Shakespeare’s life. In this period he achieved the
greatest triumph in the realms of comedy and history. This period includes no trag-
edies and has in it all the best of Shakespeare’s comedies and is usually styled the
comic Period.

The third Period 1601-1608 was a period during which a gloom and pessi-
mism possessed Shakespeare’s mind. Probably the cause of this may be in the sor-
rows which had come to him. His only son was dead his father had died bankrupt
and his patron the Earl of Southampton was in prison. Shakespeare turns away from
the cheefrul side of life to deal with its sadder aspect. This period is named as “out
of the depths.” This period includes the four great tragedies, the roman plays, and the
grave comedies.

The fourth Period 1608-1613 is a period of restored serenity and calm after
storm. Although evil must always exist yet Shakespeare saw that it can be battled
against. In this period though Shakespeare can no longer be regarded as optimist yet
he shows that there is a way of escape from temptation and trouble. It is aptly called
‘on the heights’ for now Shakespeare produced great Romances.

Shakespeare was a great humorist and had a plastic imagination. He had an
ethical standpoint and had a preference for virtue. He will not let wickedness triumph
completely. He had sympathy for his characters and he found something admirable
in every character. Each of his characters is as much itself and as absolutely indepen-
dent of the rest as well as of the author as if they were living persons not fictions of
the mind. His characters are real beings of flesh and blood. No great writer reveals
so little of himself in his writings. His plots were seriously faulty. They were care-
lessly handled and full of incongruities. He showed a disregard for plausibility which
at times is so great as to suggest a lack of sense of it.

Shakespeare did not write for posterity or even for publication. He wrote for
the theatre of his day. He knew his audience and his actors and he made concessions
to both to the detriment of his work. He had neither the self restraint nor the self
sacrifice of the conscious artist. He cared little for formal completeness or for perfect
unity of effect and rarely consented to subordinate all his detail to his main design.
If an episode or a character did not rouse his imagination he wrote well enough for
his audience and was content.

Queen Elizabeth showed him some marks of her favour as early as 1594.
After the accession of James I he was called upon to act before the king. The
Tempest probably the latest effort of his genius was performed to celebrate the marriage
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of Princess Elizabeth with the Elector Frederick in 1613. All the distinguished men
courted his society.

There is considerable hiatus in Shakespeare's life extending from 1584 to
1592. Till 1592 there is no reference when a scoffing notice by Robert Greene shows
he was allready an actor and had allready begun to write plays. It is said he first held
horses outside the theatre doors and at last he was received in a heatrical company
in a very mean capacity. He was involved in deer stealing raids upon the park of Sir
Thomas Lucy of Charlecoate house. It stated that Sir Thomas Lucy punished him for
poaching. Shakespeare resented the treatment meted out to him. He made a bitter
ballad on his landlord ‘Justice clodpate’ Some hit at Sir Thomas is probably involved
in the ‘Merry Wives of Windsor’ passage on Justice shallow. He further incited sir
Thomas to further prosecute Shakespeare and led to Shakespeare foresaking his home
and finding an occupation in London. in 1584 or 85 or 1587.

In 1611 he abandoned dramatic composition and returned to Stratford. He led
there the life of country gentlemen looking after his estates paying occasional visits
to London and supervising the publication of his plays. In January 1616 he felt the
approach of old age and made his will on 23rd April of that year. He died at the age
of fifty two leaving behind him his widow and two daughters. He was buried inside
the chancel of stratford Church.

The tragedy of Hamlet :

King.of Denmark Hamlet dies in a strange condition. It is believed that the
king died due to snake bite while he was resting in the garden. The wife of the king
within 2 months gets married to claudius brother of the king. This raised suspicious
among people that there must be an affair between claudius and queen and that the
king has been murdered by claudius to get the reign. and the queen. This resulted in
a state when the prince hamlet was deprived of his legitimate right to rule the regime.
Prince Hamlet was unhappy over the act of his mother who got married with his uncle
immediately after the death of his father king Hamlet. Prince hamlet’s mother the
queen tried to keep the prince happy but it was in vain. The Prince used wearing
black clothes as a means of mourning his father’s death.

There were rumours that a ghost of the king is wandering at night time near
the fort and some soldiers on duty were confronted with the ghost. The ghost exactly
resembled the king wearing Armour. Prince hamlet knowing all this decides to meet
the ghost at night time. He took with him his friend Horesio and a soldier officer
Marsels at night to meet the ghost. Ghost comes with curious sounds and hamlet
advances to meet the ghost. His two attendents advised prince Hamlet not to go near
the ghost but the prince advances and meets the ghost. He asks his father why he has
come out of his grave and what he should do for the eternal peace of the soul of the
king. Kings ghost tells him that his brother poisoned him by pouring some polson in
his ear while he was asleep and he curiously devcloped leakeamic patches over his
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body and died. The ghost told the prince to take revenge with claudius and kill him.
It also told him not to injure or harm the queen under any circumstances.

Prince hamlet decides to take revenge but to know more about the issue
behaves like a mad man. The queen and claudius thinks that the reason for prince’s
madness is love for Ophilia who is the daughter of kings advisor Polonius. Prince
Hamlet used to write to Ophillia and was attracted towards her previously.

The Prince Hamlet becomes impatient to take revenge with the king but the
king is always surrounded by his security guards and the queen so he is unable to
put the planning action to kill claudius.

To make sure of the kings involvment Prince Hamlet plans a drama showing
exactly similar to the plot when the king was murdered by his own brother by
pouring poison in his ear. Claudius and the queen gets disappointed while seeing this
drama and claudius leaves the show halfway. Claudius becomes suspicious that the
prince has known that he has murdered his father and so plans to get rid of prince
Hamlet.

After this episode queen calls prince Hamlet at her place as advised by Claudius
‘to show their discontent over the whole issue of drama shown. Claudius also tells
Polenius to remain hidden behind the curtain while the queen talks to prince Hamlet.
Prince tells openly to the queen that she had planned the murder of the king with
claudius’s help and while telling this he drags the queen and the queen screams out
of fear. At that time Polenius hiding behind the curtain shouts to help the queen.
Prince Hamlet thinking that it is claudius who is hiding behind the screen pushes his
sword in the curtain and Polenius dies while spying. At this time the ghost of the
deceased king comes again and reminds Prince Hamlet about the revenge that he has
to take with claudius. Prince sees the ghost but the queen could not see the ghost.
The Prince Hamlets confrontation with the queen ends here and Hamlet tells the
queen that he would repsect her if she cuts off all ties with claudius. Prince also
becomes sorrowfull on the death of Polenius father of Ophilia whom he loves.

Claudius plans to murder the prince and sends him with two guards to En-
gland. The guards have a letter of the king in which it is written that Hamlet princes’
head be decapitated when he lends in England. Prince Hamlet suspicious of the letter
manages to get the letter and erases his name and adds the two guards name for
decapitation. While ship was on way vikings attack the ship. Prince Hamlet fights
ferociously with the vikings and boards viking’s ship. The two guards rum away
towards England in the ship in which they were going leaving Hamlet behind. The
attackers compromise with prince Hamlet and lends him on the shore of denmark.
When he landed and reached the courtyard he saw the funeral procession of Ophilia.
Ophilia had gone mad after her fathers death and dies falling in a stream while
uprooting flowers from a tree. Lirtis the brother of Ophilia was present at her funeral
and he plunges into the grave of Ophilia. Hamlet also becomes emotional and he also
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jumps towards the grave of Ophilia. Lirtis considers Hamlet responsible for the death
of his father and his sister and he fights with Hamlet at the grave of Ophilia. Hamlet
explains that he did not jump near the grave for attacking Lirtis but he was mentally
attached to Ophilia and, therefore, out of emotions he plunged near the grave then
both Hamlet & Lirtis cools down and matter ends there.

Taking advantage of the incident claudious inspires to Lirtis and Hamlet to
play a game of sword duet-both the warriors were brave but the king played foul
game and had poisoned the tip of sword of Lirtis with poison. During the dual Lirtis
attacks Hamlet with the sword tip of which contained poison and Hamlet is wonded.
During the fight their swords gets exchanged and Hamlet injure Lirtis with the sword
containing poison. King had also arranged for a drink for Hamlet in which he had
added poison so that if he asks for a drink during the fight the same can kill him but
the queen did not know this and by mistake takes the drink prepared for Hamlet and
dies. Lirtis also dies because of the poisoned wound and confesses that Claudius has
played foul by applying poison to the tip of his sword which has injured both Hamlet
& Lirtis. Lirtis confesses foul play and dies. He also tells Hamlet that he also will not
survive. Hamlet now knowing that his end is near pushes the tip of the same poisoned
sword into the body of the king and thus he fulfils the promise that he had given to
the ghost of his father for taking revenge with the king. Hamlet and the king dies.
Thus one by one Polonius, Ophilia, Lirtis, the queen, king claudius and Hamlet all
die. While dying Prince Hamlet tells his friend horesio to convey real truth to every-
body as he knew everything. Thus the tragedy of hamlet ends.

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Inner Mechanism of the 18" Century
Indian Bazaar: A Note

...Balaji Keshav Kardale, through Ganpatrao Visnu Gadre, informed the
huzur i.e.Maratha government that Krishnaji Sadashiv, resident of Malegaon, had
prepared counterfeit hundi in the name of the banker, Bhagvat Bahirav Thate of
Aurangabad. It was drawn by Ravaji Damodar, in favor of Balkrishna Hari Gadre.
After presentation of this hundi, Balaji Keshav Kardale made the payment to Balkrisna
Hari Gadre, and claimed the amount from Bhagvat Bahirav Thate, the banker. In
reply to his claim, Bhagvat Bahirav Thate said that hundi in question was neither
issued by his dukan nor he received the aiwaj or hundi amount. After making
scrupulous enquiry it was discovered that this counterfeit hundi was prepared by
Krishnaji Sadashiv, hence the case was referred to the Maratha administration for
further action. The administration recovered entire amount from Krishnaji Sadashiv,
but quarter of which retained as penalty [chauthai], while remaining amount was
given to Balaji Keshav Kardale...!

This document of 1777-78 indicates two remarkable features of the eigh-
teenth century Indian bazaar: circulation of spurious hundis in bazaar and, sec-
ondly, the ability of bankers to detect and overcome deceit. For these reasons it is
important to look closely into the eighteenth century Indian bazaar, its modes of the
communication and commercial networking and their effectiveness as the operating
devices. This may be termed as the inner mechanism of bazaar; a dimension re-
mains hidden in records emanating from client-banker ambit, while it finds ample
expression in the records of bankers and merchants. In order to substantiate this
argument, | have chosen to focus my attention on hundis, which remained impor-
tant commercial instrument with diversified financial applications and implications
in Indian bazaar and its economic environment.

The pre-modern Indian bazaar can be viewed methodically from a two-
tiered perspective. The upper layer of it was discernible to clients, hence informa-
tion concerning various aspects of the commercial transactions, is of the client-
banker ambit in which it originates, and is in the accounts of travellers, adminis-
trative and colonial papers, court chronicles and like sources. Crucially, however,
the bazaar had another dimension in working beneath the upper layer, which only
comes into view in records of the bankers and merchants. It was at this second

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layer the connectivity was engineered between one bazaar and another, resulted
into coordinating commercial transactions, and long-term business linkages between
bazaars and their bankers and merchants. Nevertheless, it was outside purview of
the clients.

There has been considerable increase in our knowledge about hundis; good
deals of its actual operations are still obscure.? For instance; it is still not very clear
know how a banker ascertained the genuineness of a hundi before its encashment,
or, the precise outlines of the system through which transfers of cash occurred
between the bankers once hundis were issued. The availability of hundis in thou-
sands at various archives and libraries in India and indeed across the world, clarify
very little about these hidden dimensions of hundis. But, other categories of the
bankers and merchants records provide substantial insights into its wider implica-
tions as financial instrument in the pre-modern bazaar economy.

A hundi document specifies, more or less, idéntical text of details such as
its face-value, name of client and chief trader [Shah Vepari], the destination, its
period of maturity and so on. Such common characteristics apart, hundi was a
simple piece of unsophisticated paper that was neither signed nor sealed. Seldom,
it carries a mark /nishani] on its corner which may be interpreted as the banker and
hundi codes. I have seen thousands of hundis which are even lacked uniformity of
size. As such it could be very well inspired any counterfeiter to create fake copies
for encashment but Indian bazaar seems to have adequately equipped to detect and
handle such cases as a part of its inner mechanism.

A document cited at the beginning of this paper raises some pertinent ques-
tions. How did the banker identify that the document against which he made the
payment was fake? The answer to which leads us to the second layer of the Indian
bazaar: its cffective communication linkages, the promptness in exchanging infor-
mation between bazaars and their bankers-merchants, and the dimensions of its
accounting system. '

During second half of the eighteenth century, the Mumbai banker, Jogu
Shenoy, had unpleasant experiences in dealing with the English merchants which
he shared with merchant of his own caste, Venkateshwar Kamat’>. But Goa mer-
chant, on the other hand, displayed no hesitation in dealing with them. Moreover,
he persuaded Jogu Shenoy for doing business with them, and issued hundis in his
name which to be drawn in favour of the English. Jogu Shenoy, without any
hesitation, sent back the hundis to Goa by saying his vacillation for lending money
to the English merchants due to obnoxious experiences he had with them in the
past. On the other side, a section of the Parsee bankers-merchants developed a
close coordination with the English, and in order to facilitate them in their business
transactions, advocated the vilayafi [Gregorian] calendar to be set up for the trans-
actions in Indian bazaars®. It had serious resistance from other groups of merchants,
resulted in breaking down long-term coordination and coalition and spreading up
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the communal disturbance in Surat, Bharuch and other places in western India’.
Notwithstanding, a section of Parsee merchants accepted Gregorian calendar in their
correspondences besides the calendar of the earlier tradition. Not only that, the
Parsee merchants offered services of their quasids free of cost to the English, while
other merchants had to bear the cost involved.® In 1782, a merchant-banker of
Surat was informed by his counterparts about scarcity of food grains and prospects
of unprecedented increase in the price of rice at Madras.” Further, through separate
letters, the bankers-merchants of Bengal and Malabar informed him that there was
not enough stock of rice to be diverted to Madras.®

Information of such and of different subjects reached from one banker to
~ another and from one bazaar to another, through the communication networking,
which apparently persisted at two levels. Much of the larger geographical territories
covered by the regional /zonal level of networking while small-small bazaars were
brought into sets of connections in the local levels.

The Haribhakti collection at the Maharaja Sayajirao University of Baroda
provides extensive data on different bazaars, widely dispersed across the modern
states of Maharashtra, Gujarat, Rajasthan and Madhya Pradesh, of which, I term as
the MGRM web.” These bazaars were comprised a single web and configuration
due to their identical economic activities. Trading in hundis was one of the main
concerns of this bazaars cluster and its banker-merchants, who were connected by
well developed system of the quasids and warias, with Vadodara as the hub. This
collection reveals two distinct modes of correspondences. The routine letters be-
tween Haribhakti’s establishments, across the MGRM web, sent through bazaars’
networking system called warias while quasids teams exchanged the documents of
business secrecy. There are references indicating that letters were intercepted mostly
at the system of warias. In 1783, the Haribhakti branches of Surat and Jambusar
informed the headquarters about possibility of unprecedented increase in rate of
Ujjain hundis, and insisted that khepias'® to be sent to purchase hundis from dif-
ferent bazaars, which at later stage, sold in Ujjain at higher rate."" Information of
such sensible nature was exchanged mainly by the trusted quasids, employed by
the banker-merchants.

On the other hand, the bankers-merchants of MGRM bazaar were operating
 their transactions through a system called warias, which could be the pre-modemn
equivalent of modern courier services. Etymologically, this Gujarati term is derived
from a noun wari which in English translates as “shift”. The warias was an insti-
tutional body of men who collected and dispersed letters, hundis and other docu-
ments from one bazaar to another, through a system of shifts in rotation. A wide
range of documents in Haribhakti collection indicates different categories of the
letters. For instance, letters from Vadodara [HQ of Haribhakti] to its branches and
vice-versa, between them and their associates in bazaars, among other bazaar bank-
ers-merchants, and so on. Categorically, some kagals address names and places of
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the bazaar bankers-merchants while others have only the place names of Haribhakti
establishments. As regards to first category, name and address were written on the
strip of paper scrolled for wrapping the letter, or in some cases, at the reverse sides
of the sealed letter. A kagal or the letter was sent from Surat to Vadodara states,
“..in addition to above shethaji, today morning, Paush sud 4, Friday, two letters
mentioning your name and address were given in the waria”...” [a term bidda in
the documents]. Another letter says,”...Shethaji, 2 hundis of rupees 5100 were
wrapped in kagal of dated kartik sud, and given in the waria.” However, the
phrases, “waria maa bidda che “ or “given into waria”; indicate specifically, the
act of putting letters/documents etc. into possession of a system called waria, which
functioned exclusively within MGRM web.!2

Another communication network covered the areas that subsisted in and
outside the MGRM web; say, for instance, between Surat and Calcutta and from
there to Mumbai, Goa, Cochin and Madras. It was regional/zonal communication
network which was operated by a system of the quasids, presumably established by
extensive bankers-merchants linkages across the centuries through services of quasids,
who were commonly referred to numerically, in pairs - a team comprising of two,
and designated as paheli Jodi or first pair, biji jodi or second pair, fiji jodi or third
pair and so on. For example, a kagal dated Paush sud’l12 of Savant 1839 [1782
A.D.] states, “pujashri, I have replied to your first kagal and forwarded its copy
in the kagal dated margasar sud 10 Saturday of savant 1839, through your third
pair of quasids...” It further says, “...you have written a kagal that was brought to
me by your second pair of quasids but it was without date, therefore, ensure to
write the date on kagals...” and “...your first pair of quasids arrived here prior to
executing the vardis, and it was wrongly referred by Ratanji as to second pair...”"3 .

As such both the networking were functioning separately, but so far as
business transaction to be concluded of one web with another was concerned, both
the levels had to be interconnected by the participation of an intermediary banker.
A banker-merchant of MGRM web could have concluded business dealings within
its web independently due to connectivity of communication and commercial link-
ages that he had with other bankers-merchants of his own bazaars cluster. But he
could not, in any circumstances, achieved business transactions outside his web
without involving an intermediary. Evidences indicate striking examples to this
respect. A banker of MGRM web issued hundi of Rs.1500 on Kartik vad 7 of
savant 1839 [1782 A.D.] from Surat, to be drawn at Calcutta. It was canalized
through a banker-merchant of Mumbai, who acted as an intermediary."* A banker
of the same web transferred cash to desavar, probably to Madras or Calcutta,
through Haribhakti branch at Surat. Another example of slightly different in nature:
the Mumbai banker issued hundi to Parikh Lakhmidas Ramdas of Surat, a banker-
merchant of MGRM web, on instruction of the Calcutta banker.'> On the other
hand, a banker of Thana [Maharashtra] issued hundi which to be drawn at MGRM
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web, but did not involve intermediary in its transaction. However, the transaction
was seen suspicious, and concluded later on, when authenticity of hundi and cred-
itability of the banker were established.!®

It appears that the bankers-merchants of one web, who did not have the
established commercial linkages with other webs, could not transact the business by
themselves. They needed support from the intermediary banker-merchant, who as
the preconditioning in bazaar, should have commercial linkages at both levels and
at both the ends of transaction chain. It was indispensible due to subsistence of a
system that persisted in bazaars, accountable to achieve transactions at any levels.

Except in some cases the business of hundis involved dealing of liquid cash
at both the ends of transaction chain. Let us put it into a format of the examples.
The banker “A”, after receiving cash, wrote hundi to client which was to be drawn
at the desired place from the banker “B”. The later cannot deny its payment; if by
doing so, it would have adverse implications on his shakh or mercantile credit in
the bazaar, which he could not bear to lose. Our records reveal the interlocking of
banking with mercantile occupation; obviously the bankers had access to cash, at
least for short period, which was diverted to archive their mercantile activities. And,
to this respect, the mercantile credit was crucial. Evidences suggest that at times
bankers-merchants delayed the encashment of hundis for couple of days but never
denied."”

The survival of large numbers of bankers and merchants accounts books
provide a good deal of insights to versatile business activities, which had been
methodically organized through systematic bookkeeping with transparency and
accuracy in its practices. Noticeably, an individual banker or merchant had conven-
tion to keep everyday transactions in various books of accounts, with relevant
details and the precise dates. The business letters, the kagals or chithis in bazaar
language, inform conspicuously the debit and credit entries, two devices of ac-
counting translate exact status of one’s business in relative perspective, and refer-
ences of which, could be traced in respective vahis or accounts books. These
accounts books are of different subjects, such as hundi nondh vahis or registers of
hundis, rokad nondh vahis or books of cash, the survaiya nondh vahis or books
of summary of various transactions and so on.'

The habitual accounting apart, bazaar bankers-merchants followed yet an-
other mode of keeping the transactions updated, by way of posting entries in a
book called khata vahi or a book of accounts. This single book contains separate
accounts sheets of all bankers-merchants who were in the transaction chain. It used
to be updated by one at its end the transactions he concluded with another end. It
was simplistic mode of accounting, and had wider implications as a significant
device for inner mechanism in the Indian bazaars.

For instance, the banker-merchant “A” when wrote a hundi in favour of
banker “B”, debit entry of hundi amount was made to accounts book of “A” with
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reference to “B”, while credit entry of the said amount at the accounts sheet of “B”.
It was customary, and on a part of arrangement in the bazaar, that accounts sheets
were kept and upgraded by one of the others bankers-merchants who were in the
transaction chain. Thereafter, “A” informed “B” about credit and debit entries he
made at his end with details of transaction with date. Reference of date was very
much essential for calculating interest on money involved in transaction. Once
received the communique, reverse entries were followed by “B” at its end, which
again communicated to “A” through another letter. Such accounting exercise con-
tinued throughout year, through communication networking. With respect to that, a
letter was an important counterpart of hundi and an effective apparatus in the inner
mechanism of bazaar. It measures twelve to eighteen inches long of one or more
papers, scrolled to reduce length to one or two inches, and then sealed to ensure
confidentiality. Generally, letter contains details of hundi in question, which reached
earlier to the destination of hundi. It carried nishani inscribed on the hundi docu-
ment, which, 1 believed, is not common. A hundi of Rs.25, 200 had a nishani
something like 5;, and reference to which is found in the letter dated Vaishakh vad
15, savant 1844 [1787 AlJ).]." Another conspicuous device of inner mechanism
was the text of hundis, which commands bankers to make the payment at residence
of clients or in presence of Shah Vepari.

As pointed out earlier, the bankers-merchants of sector Calcutta and Surat
had developed a system which had rudimentary elements of the managerial form.
It facilitated for addressing the possibility of passing on the cost involved in ser-
vices of particular pair of quasids to other banker-merchant who was its benefi-
ciary, and thus served as a handy device for debit-credit bookkeeping with precise
reference.

Through a letter dated Paush sud 13, savant 1839 [1782 A.D.], the Mumbai
banker informed the banker of Calcutta that he paid Rs.19 annas 3 towards raha
kharchi and khoraki, on Margasar sud 10, to its first pair of quasids who brought
the documents from Bengal. And, on Margasar vad 7, Rs.15 paid to its third pair
of quasids.*® After deducting the said amount, the Mumbai banker demanded that
credit entry of it should be made at his accounts sheet with reference to the date.
Expenditure incurred at one end in the interest of another end, no matter if it was
marginal, was a subject of the accountability.

The quasids pair also called upon other banker-merchant along the course
of its destination, which was termed as vardis. A different pattern for such vardis
was worked out.! A banker-merchant who received documents from quasids pair
was abided to bear the cost involved till next destination which the quasids pair
~was proposed to visit. The details about such cost were passed on to quasids
employer banker-merchant through another letter, hence helped him making respec-
tive entries at the accounts sheet of concerned banker-merchant.

The quasids-pair received rupees ten per trip as raha-kharchi or incidental
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travel expenditure during its journey, it was fixed irrespective of destination and
period involved. On one occasion, a quasids-pair took thirty nine days to complete
Journey from Surat to Mumbai and then to Calcutta while another quasids-pair
covered the distance between Surat and Calcutta in twenty days, but both the pairs
received same amount.”? In addition to it, each pair received four annas for their
food allowance per day, known as khoraki while it was called as var kharchi in the
MGRM bazaar cluster.? Generally, banker-merchant calculated the approximate days
of proposed journey, and payment was made accordingly in advance. If duration
of journey came to be extended on some account and quasids needed more money,
payment was made by banker-merchant at destination point. But, he made credit
entry at his accounts and debit entry at the accounts sheet of concerned banker-
merchant.

The Kagal* informs the distinct feature of debit-credit bookkeeping modes.
The Calcutta banker wrote hundi of Rs.430, on Bhadarva vad of savant 1838
[1782 A.D.], in favour of Imrankhan Mohamadkhan, to be drawn from Mumbai
banker. Second, he instructed the Mumbai banker to pay Rs.368 and anna 1, which
later paid on Bhadarva vad 2 of savant 1838 [1782 A.D.] and received a receipt
or the poach. Third, he instructed the Mumbai banker to pay Rs.100 to Kharva
Pitambardas, which later paid through banker Ratanji Manakji at Surat. All three
credit entries amounting Rs.898 and anna 1, that Mumbai banker made at his
accounts book against Calcutta banker, and debit entries of the same amount at the
accounts sheet of the Calcutta banker, which was remained with Mumbai banker.
Afterward, the Mumbai banker asked his counterparts at Calcutta to make reverse
entries at his accounts book and accounts sheet of the Mumbai banker. Afterward
The Mumbai banker asked his counterparts of Calcutta to make credit entry of Rs.
2191 anna 1 dokada® 9 at his accounts sheet since he made reverse entry of the
same amount at the accounts sheet of the Calcutta banker. When Mumbai banker,
on behalf of the Calcutta banker, had recovered Rs.60 and interest of Rs.8 anna
1 dokada 17 from Vora Jivanbhai Doshabhai, hence he made credit entry of the
total at the accounts sheet of the Calcutta banker, obviously debit entry was made
by the Calcutta banker at the accounts sheet of the Mumbai banker.?s I find numer-
ous evidences on such reciprocal accounting procedures, credit and debit entries, in
the Haribhakti records.

Our documents, however, reveal two specific indications: one, such transac-
tion became possible when bankers-merchants were interlinked through a stable
ongoing arrangement of book keeping at both ends of the transaction chain, and
secondly the transparency in accounting was meticulously observed in practicing
the bookkeeping. For example, the Mumbai banker mistakenly credited Rs.121
anna 1 dokada 18 more at the accounts sheet of the Calcutta banker on account
of wrong calculation of the hundiyaman. It could have been rubbed and rectified
at his end, instead, he asked the Calcutta banker to make debit entry of said amount
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at his accounts sheet there. A hundi of Rs.1500 issued by the Mumbai banker to
Viraj Bhukandas Tapidas, which to be drawn from the Calcutta banker. Reference
of it was cited in a letter that reached Calcutta before hundi in question could reach.
For writing this hundi, the Mumbai banker received the aiwaj in Mukhasabadi
rupees which appeared to be valued more than the currency that was circulated in
Calcutta, through which payment of hundi was to be made. The Mumbai banker
askeq the Calcutta banker to make debit entry of Rs. 1410 at his accounts sheet
while he made credit entry of Rs.1500 at the accounts sheet of later.?’

References of debit-credit in bookkeeping come across in the records of
bankers-merchants indicating a precise outline of the system through which the
capital was transferred from one end to another, by way of issuing, discounting and
honoring hundis of different bazaars. It helped. to retain equilibrium in volume of
the capital at their ends. Apparently, cash involved in issuing hundis remained on
paper at one’s end, in the form of the accounts sheets; which further adjusted
through counter dealings of the hundis. The summary of accounts, known as nammu,
used to exchange between bankers-merchants for verification and rectification quite
often during the year. Finally, accounts between bankers-merchants were settled on
Kartik vad 15. :

To sum up, inner mechanism of the pre-modern Indian bazaar had diverse
dimensions, which were interconnected into two distinct modes of devices: the
communication and commercial linkages. The first one brought different bazaars
into feasible and flexible configurations, underneath of which, the longevity of
commercial connectivity continued. The second one was more effective as it dealt
with money. A system of the debit-credit bookkeeping and the procedure to main-
tain accounts sheets of each other’s, was an important device worked towards two
modes. First, it provided a scope of interest free short-term loan to bankers for their
diversified mercantile activities, and second, to surmount the wrongdoings in the
financial set-up of the bazaars.

Above discussion points out explicit explanation to how the case of hundi
forgery discussed at the beginning of this paper, could have been detected. The
counterfeiter [Krishnaji Sadashiv] probably was unaware of the entire mechanism of
bazaar, created a spurious copy of the hundi document. The banker [Balaji Keshav
Kardale] would appear to have made the payment of the counterfeit hundi without
waiting to receive letter from the banker of Aurangabad [Bhagvat Bhairav Thate],
which he perhaps trusted would reach him later. As per counter accounting system,
the banker Balaji Keshav Kardale made the credit entry at his book of accounts,
debit entry at the accounts sheet of Aurangabad banker, Bhagvat Bhairav Thate,
and claimed the amount by asking him to make credit entry at the accounts sheet
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kept at Aurangabad. Since hundi in question was not issued by the Aurangabad
banker, the claim of Balaji Keshav Kardale was put down obviously. Thereafter,
entire case of hundi forgery percolated. The banker Balaji Keshav Kardale detected
the client [Balkrishna Hari Gadre] as he made the payment at client’s residence or
in presence of the Shah Vepari, and it helped the Maratha administration to take
action against the counterfeiter.
