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INTRODUCTION
I

The Kanhadade Prabandha is perhaps the most valuable treasure
in Old Gujarati or Old Western Rajasthani, as it is called by
Dr. Trssirort. It is an epic of a glorious age and there is nothing to
compare with it either in Old or Modern Gujarati. It can easily stand
comparison with the celebrated Prthvirdja Rasa in Old Hindi.

There are various reasons why the Kanhadade Prabandha
has attained this unique position. In the first place, it is a text of
supreme importance for a study of the development of the Gujaratt
language. Composed as early as v. s. 1512, it represents an important
landmark in the evolution of the Gujarati language. It embodies
a stage when Gujerati and Rajasthini were just beginning to evolve
their distinetive characteristics from the common source—the post-
Apabhramgéa. While the morphology and the general character of the
language are unmistakeably Gujarati, its phonology reveals several
Rajasthani traits. . It is a rich mine of typical Old Western Rajasthani
words, many of which are rarely met with in other Old Western Rajas-
thani works. Besides being a gifted poet the author was an erudite
scholar. His work, therefore, faithfully reproduces the standard form
of the language curvent at the time. This text, fortunately, has been
handed down by learned scribes who have taken care to preserve its
linguistic peculiarities with great fidelity. The result is that we get
from this work a clear pictuve of the Old Gujarati language or Old
Western Rajasthani as it prevailed in the middle of the 15th century
A p. And herein lies the value of this work because the works of
eminent mediaeval poets like Narasimha and - Mirdbai, although
belonging approximately to the same age, have considerably suffered
in the process of transmission in later times.

From the historical point of view, also, the XKanhadade
Prabandha is without a parallel in the entire Old Western Rajasthant
literature. It is perhaps the only owe Prabandha that gives an
accurate account of historical events. There is hardly any doubt
that the poet has drawn at first-hand on court-records and chronicles
as well as the current historical traditions of Rajasthan. His
veferences to the contemporary geography of India are always
accurate. The value of this work as a source-book of the history of
the period, thevefore, must be rated very high indeed.. Moreover,
the work is a mine of information on the social customs and manners

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of the period. It is a work of the utmost importance, therefore, to
the social historian as well.

And lastly, the Kanhadade Prabandha can claim a high place
of honour as a work of art, It is an epic poem, grand in its
design, vigorous in the portrayal of its characters, and masterly in
its treatment of the sentiments. The flow of its narrative, punctuated
by descriptions—lively, sombre or gay—and its songs filled with a rare
lyrical charm, make this work a classic ornament of Old Western
Rajasthani literature.

It was only natural that a work of such outstanding importance
should soon attract the attention of scholars. Dr. BimLer, the well-
known orientalist, chanced upon a manuseript of this work, preserved in
a Jaina Jiiana Bhandara (manuseriptlibrary ) at Tharad, North Gujaras,
during his tour in search of manuseripts of Sanskrit and Prakrit
works. He promptly got it copied and sent it to the late Navalram
Lakshmirim Panpvi, the celebrated Gujarati scholar and ecritic of
that period. Navalram published it ad verbatim serially in the
S'alapatra (1877-78 A, D.), of which he was the editor. The wms
itself contained several mistakes, to which many more were added
in the comse of the printing in the S'alapatra. However, the
publication of the text in the S'alapatra did serve a very useful purpose:
it drew the attention of scholars in Gujarit to the importance of
this work.

Outstanding Gujarati Indologists, like H. H. Duruva and K. H.
Darova, and D. P. Derasari, felt interested in this work, and the
lastnamed scholar undertook the task of editing it. He collected
the manuscripts, deciphered and collated them, and prepared the
text, which he published along with a brief introduction and explanatory
notes in 1913 A, . His text was based on the following 5 mss:—

(1) the text of the Kanhadade Prabandha published in the
Salapatra by Navalram Paxpya (designated as § by DErasari);

(2) a mscopiedin v. s. 1648, procured from the Jaina Jiiana
Bhandara at Tharad' (designated as @ );

(8) awms copied in v. s. 1665, in the manusecript-collection of
the Deccan College (designated as );

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(4) the ms (dated v. s. 1930), which Dr. BiaLer got copied
and sent to Navalram (designated as 7); -

(5) a recent Ms containing the first 150 verses of the
Kanhadade Prabandha, copied out by some cirana (bard) for his
personal use ( designated as 7).

Of these mss % and w are identical, % being printed verbatim
from the = ms. @ and @ both come from Tharad and both have a big
common lacuna®. It can, therefore, be presumed that both are identical,
@ representing the original ms from which the copy = was prepared
at the instance of Dr. Bomer, Of the remaining mss & represents
another manuscript-tradition, while 7 is fragmentary and is very
modern.

From these mss DEerZsarl prepared his text. But according
to the practice then prevalent among Gujarati scholars, when Old Guja-
riti studies were in their infancy, the editor did not base his collation on
any recognized principles of textual criticism but allowed himself to be
freely guided by his personal predilections in the matter of the choice of
readings. Where one or the other of the mss had simplified a lectio
difficilior in transmission, DerAsari adopted the lectio facilior in prefer-
ence to the original reading. Occasionally, he emended the original text
without sufficient warrant. The text, thus, was defective in those very
places where it was most important for the linguist to know what the
original was like. The edition also was unsatisfactory because the
manuscript-material on which it was based was neither thoroughly
representative nor very old, as all the mss were removed from the
original by over a century and a half. It failed, therefore, to bring
out the salient features of the Old Western Rajasthiini language current
in the poet’s time.

In 1926, DErAsARI brought out a second edition of this work. No
material vevision of the text was made in this edition; only at a few
places readings from ms % were substituted in place of readings from
us @ adopted in the earlier edition.

These editions of DerAsarj, though prepared with care, and popu-
lar then, fail to reproduce the poet’s original or represent the state
of the Old Western Rajasthani language of the mid-fifteenth century,
as will be seen from the verses cited below from that edition in juxte-
position to the text as reconstructed by the present editor.

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Verses in DerAsari’s Edition
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A critical edition in the strict sense of the the term, of such a
monumental epic was, therefore, for long a desideratum. Such an
edition would enable scholars to form a correct picture of the language,
history and literary achievements of this remarkable period in the
history of Gujarat and Rajasthan.

The Kanhadade Prabandha had attracted my attention ever
gince I read it for my M. A. in 1931-1933. While teaching the
poem to the B. A. students from 1937 to 1940 I found that a critical
edition of the text of this work was absolutely necessary.

From 1940 I started acquiring the manuseripts. I got the
two mss from the manuscript-collection of the Bhandarkar Oriental
Research Institute, Poona!, which were used by DgrrAsarl and
designated by him as mss @ and @ respectively. After a prolonged
search it was also possible to hunt out the old numbers of the
Salapatra, in which Navalrim had published serially the text of the
ns sent to him by Dr. BonLer (the text designated as # by DErAsari).
The effort, however, was wasted as the text printed by Navalrim
turned out to be a verbatim and rather faulty transcription of BtuLER'S
us (ms ®in DerAsari). The agreement between the two texts and
the identical colophon in both leaves no doubt whatsoever regarding
this identity.

It was then brought to my notice that there was a ms of
the Kanhadade Prabandhe in the collection of the Jaina Jhana
Bhandara of the Anantanithji's temple, Bombay. I approached
the trustees of the temple through the late Ambalal B. Jaxi, himself
a veteran scholar of mediaeval Gujarati literature. With the trustees’
permission I visited the Bhandara and found to my great surprise
that along with the ms mentioned in the catalogue of the Bhandara
(the ¢ ms in the present edition) there was also another ms of
the same work lying unnoticed there, because its first folio was lost
so that the cataloguer was left without any clue regarding the name of
the manuscript. This Ms (s A in the present edition) turned out
to be a rave find, an invaluable treasure, for it happened to be the
oldest dated ms, copied in v.s. 1598 in Jhalor, the poet’s own place,
where it may have had for its basis the poet's autograph or a direct
copy of it. Both the nss were made available to me by the trustees
(1940). I then learnt from the late Mohanlal Dalichand Desar that
a fragmentary ms of the work existed in the Kesarbai Jiidna
Bhandara at Patan. I went to Patanin October, 1941, in search
of the ms. The ns, however, could not be traced there. I met
there Muni Sri Punyaviavasi who was then engaged in preparing
a catalogue of the manuscripts lying in the various Jiana Bhandaras
of Pitan, He had two fragmentary mss of the work in his private

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collection, which he promised to trace and send to me after his
cataloguing work was over.

After waiting for these mss for sometime I started collating
the four principal mss (4, B,0,0) I had acquired so far, and plepaxed
the text (1945). Then I received the two fragments (uss ¥, @ in the
present edition) from Muni Sri PUNYAVIJAYAJI, and also a fragment
(¥s &) from p. 3. K. H. Darova’s collection in the Gujarat V1dya,
Sabha, Ahmedabad. I also learnt from Muni Sri Punyavisavasi about the
existence of a complete ms of the Kdnhadade Prabandhe in the Bhan-
dara of Samvegi's Upagraya, Ahmedabad. For some reasons the ms
did not become available then. I, therefore, collated the newly acquired
MsS (MsS B, ¥, ¢) and revised the text in the light of this new material
(1947-48).

Just then the ms from the Bhandara at Samvegi's Upadraya,
Ahmedabad, came into my hands through the good offices of Muni Sri
Poxravuavasi. A little later I learnt about the existence of two fur-
ther mss of the Kdnhadade Prabandhe in the collection of Sri Moti-
chandji Kuasanosi of Bikiner, well-known for his excellent collection of
old manuseripts and paintings. 1 contacted Sri Motichandji who readily
placed at my disposal the two mss for purposes of collation (1951).

Finally, when this edition was in the press and the first Khanda
was printed off I received a letter from Sii Agarchand NxuTa, the
veteran Rajasthani scholar and antiquarian, d1aw1ng my attention to
the existence of a ms of the Kanhadade Prabandha in the library of
Godiji's Upaéraya, Bombay, acquued from the successors of the late
Mohanlal Dalichand Dsesaii. The ms was made accessible to me by
the trustees of Godiji’s temple and upasraya. It came just in time to
be utilized for the present edition, for the portion of the text from
where this fragmentary ns commenced was then about to be printed
off. (October, 1952).

The acquisition of the different mss since 1947-48 made it
necessary for me to collate them and to constitute the text over again
in the light of the fresh manuscript-material now available to me.
The later acquisitions, and particularly ms k from Sr1 KuasANcai's
collection at Bikaner, were very helpful in illuminating several obscure
portions of the text. So far, the A ms was the principal Rajasthand
us available to me. Where it was mutilated or corrupt it became
difficult for me to restore the text satisfactorily. This handicap was
removed by the k Ms, which wasa Rajasthani s, copied with great
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care, and though undated, was almost as old as the A us and belonged
to the same group.

T bad access to all the mss used by DEerZsaRi, except the one
which he had designated as @. I, therefore, thought it necessary to
record variants from DErAsARTs text ( designating it as 1) where it
differed sharply from the rest, assuming that they probably belonged to
ys @, which was inaccessible to me.

I have utilized all mss available in the government and other
public libraries, J aina Jiana Bhapdaras and private -collections of
Gujarit and Rajasthan. So far asI am aware no extant us of the work
has escaped my notice. I may claim that there is hardly any edition of
an old work in any of the Indian languages which has been prepared
from manuscript-material, so rich and rare as that used in the present
edition,

The present edition is based on the following ten manusecripts.

Ms A, in the collection of the Jfiana Bhandara of Anantanathji’s
temple, Bombay, consists of 18 folios, of which the first is missing,’
though, fortunately, the last folio containing the colophon has been
preserved. The edges of this folio (folio 18 verso) have, however,
suffered damage, with the result that some letters in the text have
disappeared.

Each folio measures about 11.2° by 4.5". The size of the
folios, however, is not quite uniform, as some one has evidently tried to
prune the edges.

There is a margin of .5” on the right-hand side and .25" on
the left-hand side, and a small margin of .15" to .25" is kept. above and
below the writing in each page.

There are on an average 23 lines per page, Folios 2, 8 recto,
9 verso, 10, 11 recto, 12 recto, 14 verso, and 15 recto have 23
lines each. Folios 8 recto, 11 and 12 verso, 14 recto, 16, and 18 recto
have 22 lines each. Folios 4, and 7 and 13 verso have 24 lines per page.
Folios 8 verso, 5, 6 and 7 recto, 9 and 13 recto, have 25 lines each.
Folios 8 verso, 15 verso and 17 recto have 21 lines; and folio 17 verso
has 20 lines. Folio 6 verso has 13 lines, because a part of the page
had to be left blank, as the writing on the other side had penetrated
too deep. On folio 18 verso, where the ns ends, there are 17 lines only.

T The first 61 verses of the text are lost with this folio. Ms A, thus, commences
with I 62. There are no other lacunae in the us.

The number of letters per line varies from 54 to 60, the
average being about 57 letters per line.

Being written by a Brahmanical scribe it has no svasttka or
conventional blank space in the centre of the page.

On the verso sides at the top of the lefthand margin is
written the title of the poem, namely, F=sedt asqg’, while in the right-
hand margin at the bottom is marked the number of the folio.

If a letter or a word is to be corrected, the wrong word or letter
is struck out and the correct word or letter is written in small hands just
above it. Similarly if a word or aletter has been inadvertently omitted
it is inserted in small hands just above its proper place, which is marked
with a cross. Sometimes the addition is made in the margins instead
of above the place of omission.? In that case the place of omission is
indicated by a small cross, and the addition is made in the nearer
margin between two crosses, care being always taken that the addenda
appear in the same line as the place of omission.

The numbering of verses is often faulty. The discrepancy is
only slight in Khandas I and II, while it is extensive in Khandas 111
and IV. In the fourth Khanda the first stanza is numbered as 67,
evidently continuing the numbering of the previous khanda, while
the last stanza is numbered as 1000.

The verse-numbers, the names of the metres, the vefrains
of songs, and colophons are all rubricated with red lac.

The prasasts or mangaldcarana is lost with the first folio, while
the colophons of the Khandas and the final colophon read as below:-

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INTRODUCTION 11

The script is Brahmanical Devanagari of the Marwadi type.

It is clear and firm, It does not use the padimdtrd or the side-
matrd, which is a characteristic of the Jaina Devanagari.

The manuscript is written on paper of a very inferior quality.
Sometimes, on account of this, the scribe had to allow half the side of
a page to remain blank (wvide folio 6). The ms is not well-preserved
either. The pages are soiled, perhaps on account of dampness, and
have been damaged at places by insects. The edges have suffered due
to careless handling, and on folio 18 the writing at the corners has
thus disappeared. ‘

Inspite of this the ms has been very valuable for fixing the
text. It is the oldest dated ms, belonging to the same century as the
poet. It was copied in Jhalor, the poet’s native place, where it was
possible that the copyist had access to the author’s autograph copy or
an immediate copy of it. I bave, therefore, given due weightage to
this s, and considered it most reliable in the constitution of the text.

Ms B, No. 1541 of 1891-95 in the collection of the Bhandarkar
Oriental Research Institute, is in the form of a pothi, stitched on
the left-hand side, which is rather unusual. The ms contains
(1) the Karnalilavildsa of Stradisa, (2) the Kanhadade Prabandha

of Padmanibha, and (3) the Runamallachanda of Sridhara Vyasa, in
that order.

On the first page and after the Karnalildvildsa some medical
formulae are copied out. The ms covers in all 59 folios of which
47 are occupied by the Kanhadade Prabandha.

The folios are not numbered, but counting the opening folio of
the s as 1, the Kdnhadade Prabandhe starts on folio 8 verso, and
concludes on folio 55 verso. Each folio measures about 8" by 4.6".
There is a margin of .4" both on the right and the left, marked off by a
double line usually in black and sometimes in red ink. The margins at
the top and the bottom of the page are .3" wide. ‘

On the first 20 sides there are, generally, 13 lines per page;
the remaining pages have usually 14 lines per page, except 18 sides—
most of them in the latter part of Khanda III and in Khanda IV—
which have 15 lines per page. The last page, where the poem
ends, has 16 lines.

The number of letters per line varies from 28 to 36, the
average being about 32 letters per line. ’

Neither the title of the poem nor the folio-numbers are
written in the margins,
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When a letter is to be deleted, its head-line is crossed by
two small upward strokes,’ or, occasionally, the head-line of the
letter is just omitted. If, however, several letters or words are
to be deleted, they are rounded off by a line or sometimes placed
between two brackets and rubricated’. If a letter or word is omitted,
the addition is made in fine hand just above the place of omission®,
Sometimes, the copyist has written the meaning of the word in
small hand just above the word*.

Refrains of songs and the recurring carana occurring in several
verses are usually abbreviated®.

There are no marginalia except in IV 293 where in the margin
is written : 135¢ T,

The numbering of verses is regular up to I 38; after that two
verses and sometimes even four verses are numbered as one up toI 147,
Here the numbering becomes regular once again till the end of the
first Khanda, though occasionally a verse is left unnumbered. In
the second Khanda the numbering of verses is regular upto II 51;
then two verses and often even four are numbered as one. In Khanda 111
the numbering of verses is mostly regular inspite of some discrepancies,
oceasionally noticeable, including repetition of the same verse-number.
Thus III 241 is numbered as 229, after which follows the prose
Bhadauli. The verse immediately following the Bhadauli is numbered
not as 230 but as 245, which indicates that the copyist has corrected
the numbering by reference to his prototype. The numbering is
mostly regular in Khanda IV, with the exception of a few places,
where four or more verses are numbered as one.

The verse-numbers, names of rd@gas or metres, refraing of songs,
and the prasasti and colophons of each Khanda are rubricated.

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The script is Brabhmanical Devanagari of the Rajasthani type.
The bhandwriting is firm and bold and is uniform throughout the
Kanhadade Prabandha, but comparatively thinner in the Ranamalla-
chanda, and thicker in the Karnalilavildsa. The difference was
perhaps due to the use of different pens. Some of the interspersed
medical formulae appear, from their broad, immature, irregular writing,
to have been copied by some one else, perhaps by a young student,
who was just learning to write.

The paper is thick and the us is well-preserved. The absence
of a detailed colophon, the inclusion of several works, along with
information for personal use, in the same ms, may perhaps be taken
to indicate that the copyist was also the owner, who wrote out the
poem for his personal use. That he was a learned man, perhaps
a scholar, is evident from the careful transmission of the text.

Ms C comes from the manuscript-collection of the Jiiina
Bhandira of Anantanathji’s temple, Bombay. It consists of 34 folios,
each measuring 9.5” by 4.25". It has margins on the two sides marked
off by two double lines. The right-hand margin is usually 1" wide,
while the left-hand side margin is usually .8" wide. The upper and
lower margins are, generally, .45" wide. ' '

The first 5 folios have 14 lines per page. The rest of the folios
have 15 lines per page, except the last (£. 84 recto) which has 11 lines
only.

The number of letters per line in the complete lines above and
below the svastika varies from about 38 to 46, the average being
about 42 letters per line,

On the verso sides in the margins of the left-hand side is written
the title #as¥o (in folios 1,2, 8, 4,7, 8, 17, 21, 24, 27, 31, 33); or w3
7u (in folio 20); or =¥ W= (folios 14, 15). On the remaining pages
the title appears as #7ge% go. In the right-hand margins at the bottom
the number of the folio is written,

A small vertical stroke or sometimes two strokes cutting the
headline (folio 5 verso, 1. 13) indicates that the letter is deleted (folio
4 verso, 1. 9).

Marginal addenda are very few indeed.

At only one place (f. 24 recto, 1. 14) one letter (1) has become
illegible ; two small dashes one above the other are marked just above
it, and in the right-hand margin the letter is written with the same
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mark (=) to show that it is to be inserted at the place where a similar
mark appears above the line. Again on folio 30 verso 1.9 where a
word is left out in the writing, its place is indicated by a cross above
the line, and the word (&%) is written in the left-hand margin, along
with the cross. On folio 31 verso I. 11 where f (the vowel:) is left
out, two curved strokes above and below the letter are marked instead.

The numbering of verses is absolutely regular throughout the
entire poem.

Verse-numbers are always rubricated. The names of metres,
colophons of Khandas, dates of events are also usually rubricated.

The wus is exceedingly well-preserved, as will appear from the
facsimile. The paper is thick, light brownish in colour, and so well-
preserved that even the fibres in its texture are visible. In the left-
hand margins insects have bored holes, some of whwh have been
repaired by pasting strips of the same kind of paper, so that the
damage is not noticeable. Bubt the text hasin no way suffered on
account of this. The ink is shining black, giving a glossy appearance to
the writing.

The script is Jaina Devanagari, with the padimatra. The
style of writing is exceedingly beautiful and can be ranked as one of
the finest specimens of Old Western Rajasthani calligraphy. There
are hardly any corrections in the ms- even signs for ¢ and i follow-
ing a consonant which are likely to be interchanged are all meti-
culously though spontaneously differentiated. The brief colophon at
the end of the ms gives the date of copying only—v.s. 1711, The
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absence of the copyist's name perhaps indicates that the Ms was copied
by the owner himself, who, both from the style of writing and textual
emendations, appears to be a scholar of Gujarati, Rajasthani and
Sanskrit. He is likely to have been a Jaina.

The traditional svastike or ornamental blank space is found in
the centre in all the pages. Itisa survival of the style of writing on
palm-leaf, where space had to be kept blank in the middle of the page
for a hole through which the string was passed.

The only other mss used in this edition which have a svastika are
E and k.!

Ms D, No. 239 of 187374, in the manuscript-collection of the
Bhandarkar Orviental Research Institute, comes from a Jaina
Bhandara in Tharad.! This is the ms that Dr. Btrrer got copied
out and sent to Navalram Paxpya for publication in the Salapatra.

Tt has 29 folios, each measuring 11.2" by 5.1°. It has margins
.9" wide on both sides, marked off by a thick double-line in red and a
small margin of .45" above and below. The right and left extremities
of the folio are also marked with a broad red line.

The ns starts on folio 1 recto—the mangaldcarana or prasast:
being Il @e 0 #& wiams #: 1 and ends on folio 29 verso. There is a big
lacuna on f. 25 verso, where the copyist has left the last six lines blank
and made a remark in the bottom of the left-hand margin that “as f. 27
of the original is missing, it could not be copied”.* On the verso sides,
the folionumber is written both in the left-hand margins at the top

and in the right-hand margins at the bottom. The title of the poem
is not written anywhere.

Folio 1 has 16 lines per page; folios 4, 5, 6, 9, 10 have 18 lines
per page. All the other folios have 17 lines per page, except folio 25

verso which has only 11, and folio 29 (last folio) which has 19 lines on
the recto side, and 16 lines on the verso side. :

There are usually 38 to 49 letters per line, or 43 letters per line
on an average. '

If a letter is inadvertently omitted it is added just above its
appropriate place in small hands. 1f f* (sign for short ¢) is left out, two

curved strokes, one on the upper side and the other on the lower side
of the consonant are marked to indicate it.*’ ‘

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In making a correction, the wrong letter is painted out white,
and the correct letter is written thereon.! On folio 9 verso line 14 f

(+vowel) written in place of T (7 vowel) through mistake is written
over with red ink.

Marginalia are few indeed. On folio 7 recto and folio 15 recto
l. 11, where a letter is left out in the text, the addition is made
in the left-hand side margin, with a kdkapade in the line indicating
the proper place where the letter is to be inserted. There is a
marginal note in the right-hand margin of f. 25 verso, where the copyist
has made & note that “as f. 27 of the original is missing it could not be
copied.”

The numbering of verses is quite regular in Khandas I, IT, IIL.
But in Khanda IV, after vs 307, which is numbered as 80 ( = vs 280)
in the ms, the next verse is numbered as 300, while the last verse is
numbered as 45 (= vs 345).

Neither the verse-numbers nor the colophons are rubricated;
instead, after every quarter of the verse, a vertical stroke in red ink is
made, and at the end of every verse two strokes in red ink, one before
the verse-number and one after it, are made.

The end of a Khanda is marked with a colophon followed by the
number of the Khanda in figures and two or more vertical strokes in
black and red.

As the ms is a recent one it is quite well-preserved. The
copyist is a Jaina scribe named Motichand, who copied the poem at
Deesa, North Gujarat, in v. s. 1930, Magh Sukle 2nd, Tuesday. His -
handwriting is clear and bold, as a professional scribe’s would be. He
appears to have deciphered the original fairly correctly and copied it

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out with care, It appears that the original was written in the tradi-
tional Devandgar1 style with padimdtrd, which has been properly
transcribed in modern Devanagari. Only at rare places the scribe
has mistaken the padimdtra for the d@stroke of the preceding letter.
An interesting feature of the writing is the separation of the ror 7
(@ or i) sign from the preceding consonant when the latter touches the
margin. At one place (f. 29 verso) the scribe has written & in a

peculiar way—the f mark written in 1. 4 (last letter), and the letter @
in the succeeding line—l. 5 (first letter).

The comparative accuracy of this ms and the stage of language
it shows suggest that its original was an old and accurate manuseript.
But it seems to have suffered when the copy was made. It is
possible that the scribe has inserted anusvaras, which did not exist in

the original. msD being only a recent transcript of an old ms, it
is not reproduced in facsimile.

Ms Eis a fragmentary ms’, originally belonging to the late
Dewan Bahadur K. H. Duruva, now in the possession of the Gujarat
Vidya Sabha, Ahmedabad.

As it is incomplete and its colophon has not come down, details
about its date and the copyist are lacking. However, from the condi-
tion of the manuscript, as well as the style of writing, it can be

presumed that the Ms is at least as old as the B ms or perhaps even
a little older.

The fragment consists of 9 folios in all—folios 4, 5,7, 8,9 and
21, 22, 23, 24.

Folios 4-9 measure 10.2” by 4.5" with margins .7" wide on
both sides and .5" at the top and the bottom Folios 21-24 measure
9" by 4" with margins .5" wide on both sides and .25" above and below.

The margins are marked out by three or more lines in red
and black. In the left-hand margins of the verso side are written
numbers of folios, but except on folio 22 verso left-hand margin

where at the top is written FgeX 2, nowheve is the title of the
poem mentioned.

Folios 22, 23,24 leave blank space in the middle to form a
svastika, .
Folios 4-9 have on an average about 16 lines per page; while

folios 21-24 have about 18 lines per page. Folio 24 has 20 lines on
both sides.

1 ys E extends from I 83-1 140; I 167-1 242; ITI 175-1V 61.
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Folios 4-9 have an average of 40 letters per line ; while folios
21-24 have about 46 letters per line.

In the extant folios there are hardly any corrections or addi-
tions, marginal or otherwise.

The numbering of verses is regular up to the Bhadauli of
Khanda I; after which the numbering starts again with 1 (verse 192
being numbered as vs 1 and so on). The numbering of verses is again
regular fram Khanda ITI up to the verse 61 in Khanda IV.

The verse-numbers, the names of the metres and the *svastika
on folios 22, 23 are rubricated. On folios 28, 24 the colophon is writ-
ten in red or rather saffron-coloured ink, so also the verse-numbers
and names of metres.

There is only one colophon—that at the end of Khanda III
which reads:

B U R A AREOTER dfigeraiy gdhtass o =
The script is Brahmanical Devanagari of the Rajasthani type,

without padimatrd, and might belong to circa 17th century.  The
copyist might have been a Brahmanical scribe of Marwad.

The manuscript has suffered very much from lack of proper pre-
servation. Its edges have crumbled away and insects have bored holes
in the sides.

The manuscript is quite old and accurate, and has been very
helpful in the restoration of the text.

Ms F is one of the two fragmentary mss that were sent to
me by Muni Srl Punyaviayasi from his personal collection at Patan.
It has 8 folios in all, of which folio 4 is missing." The folios measure
10.4" by 4.4". There are margins on two sides about .5” to.6" wide, and
a small margin of .4" to .5" above and below. Triple lines in red mark
off the margins. Some of the side-margins are eaten up by insects.

Page-numbers are noted on the verso side, right-hand margin,
bottom. The title of the poem is not written anywhere.

The manuscript commences on folio 1 vérso and ends on folio
8 verso.

~ There are 12 lines per page. Each line has 41 letters on an
average.

1 us F extends from I 1-I 61; and I 87-1 181.
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The noteworthy feature of the manuscript is that lines are
written in red and black alternately—one line in red, one in black as
on folio 1 verso, folio 2 ete. Sometimes there are two lines in black
altematmg with two lines in red (as on folio 3 recto). Often there are
8 lines in black, alternating with 3 lines in red (as on folio 5 ve180)
Verse-numbers are written in the same ink in which the line is
written.

There are no marginal corrections. On folio 5 recto the verse
number-64—is added in the margin. In the text itself if a letter
or two are to be deleted the headline is crossed with two or three small
vertical strokes (folio 7 recto, 1l. 1,7; f. 2 verso 1. 10). If aletteris
to be added the addition is made above its proper place in small hands
(f 2 verso,.9). If words are to be transposed a number is given
above the word indicating their proper sequence (folio 8 versol.1).
The ms is on the whole very clear and accurate.

The numbering of verses is correct up to verse I 35; after that
two verses are numbered as one, with the resulf that vs I 181, where
the manusecript concludes, is numbered as 107.

The prasasti or mangaldcarane is simply @; and there is no
colophon, as the manuscript is only a fragment.

The script is exceedingly clear, bold and beautiful, approaching
the ¢ ms in its penmanship. The script is similar to the Jaina
Devanigari, but without padimdtra. The writing is rather larger
than usual, and is slanting towards the right. It appears from the
manuseript that the copyist was a professional one, who must have
had considerable experience of copying Jaina manuscripts, though he
himself might have been a Brahmanical scribe.

The manuscript is fairly well-preserved and the paper used is
of medium thickness. About one-third of the page towards the right
shows signs of damage from exposure to moisture.

From the condition of the manuscript and the state of lang-
uage it preserves it may be assumed to be quite old, belonging almost
to the same period as’ms B or 8. The manuscript is very reliable and
has been particularly useful in settling the text of the first Khanda
where the two other important mss A and K were fragmentary.

G H constitute, in fact, one manuseript; @ has folios 1-8, while
g has folios 9-24. Both come from Patan; ¢ came from Muni St
PunyaviavAsls collection, and H, originally belonging to Kesarbai's
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Jiiana Bhandara, Patan, came from the late Mohanlal Dalichand
Desaf’s collection acquired by Godiji's Upagraya, Bombay. The descrip-
tion given below, therefore, applies equally to both a and =.

Each folio of the Ms o(H) measures 10" by 4.4”. It has
side-margins about .9” wide and margins above and below about .4" to
5", Two doublelines in black ink with the intermediate space
painted in saffron ink mark off the margins.

There are on an average 13 lines per page. The number of
letters per line varies from 387 to 48, the average being 41.

In the bottom of the right-hand margins of the verso sides are
written the verse-numbers within an ornamental double square painted
in saflron ink. In the left-hand margin at the top is written the title
of the poem,! within an ornamental rectangle. Below it in a small
square painted in saffron ink the number of the page is written. Some
of the pages have their left and right edges painted with red ink.

The manuscript has no svastika.

Every quarter of a verse is marked with a vertical stroke in
saffron ink. At the end of the verse and again after the verse-number
a vertical stroke is marked. However, from the end of Khanda II
up to the end of the us (at III 159 ) these verticals are left out, though
space for them has been kept blank. It appears that the copyist
postponed the drawing of the verticals and then forgot about it (from
f 18 verso to the end of the ms). The colophon of each Khanda is
rubricated, and also the first verse of the Khanda. Names of places
like sTew, wwTe, and the names of metres are also rubricated.

If a1 (d-sign) orf (isign)is written through mistake, it is
simply crossed out by two upward strokes. Sometimes the letter
to be deleted is painted out with red ink. The addition of an
inadvertently omitted letter is made just above its proper place.
Sometimes (as on f.5 verso l. 8 and f. 8 versol. 5) a number of
words arve deleted by drawing a line through them and marking a
cross before and after the deleted portion. The deleting line is
usually drawn in black ink but once it is in wed ink (f. L1 recto,

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1. 6). At one or two places the wrong word is disfigured and the
correct word is written just above it.

Marginal additions are rare. On folio 16 recto 1. 10 the
number of the verse (figure 8)is disfigured; it is therefore written
again in the left-hand mergin. Similarly on f. 17 recto last line, the
word sfir omitted in the text is added in the left-hand margin.

The numbering of verses is regular up to I 87; after that up
to I 123 two verses are generally numbered as one, so that 1124
comes to be numbered as 84. From I 125 numbering again becomes
regular up to I 191, which is followed by the Bhadauli. After the
Bhadauli again two verses are numbered as one up to 1223, after
which the numbering is regular up to the end of Khanda I. In
Khanda II numbering is regular up to IT 27, after which two verses
are numbered as one up to II1 92 (LI 92=vs 57 in m). Then come
the interpolated verses numbered regularly in the sequence (vss 58-81
inu). The verses from II 93 onwards up to the end of Khanda II
are, generally, numbered regularly. From Khanda III vs 1 onward
up to the end of the ms m (f 24 verso) the numbering is quite
regular.

The final colophon is not available, as the ms is incomplete.

The ms (am) is quite well-preserved. The paper is thin. The
handwriting is not well-formed and balanced, though it is legible
enough and appears to have been written by some professional scribe,
who may have been a Brahmin. From the style of the script as well
as the condition of the paper it seems to belong to somewhere between
1700 and 1750 v. s. The ms is likely to have come from Rajasthan,
judging from the paper. The manuscript is corrupt and not reliable;
but it preserves some important readings and is at some places helpful
for collation. *

It is evident that eE i3 one single manuseript’, which got split
up into two fragments; one (folios 1-8) came in the possession of Muni

- Ms J belongs to the Jaina Jiiana Bhandara of Samvegi’s
Upasraya, Haja Patel's Pole, Ahmedabad. It was made available to
me by Muni Sri Puyvavisavadi, -

It has 22 folios, each measuring 10.6" by 4.25", with side-margins
4" to .5” wide, and top and bottom margins .3" to .4" wide. The margins
are marked off by a double line in black ink.

Tt commences on folio 1 recto and ends on folio 22 verso.

It has about 18 lines per page. The last folio has 17 lines on
the recto side and 4 lines on the verso side.

On the verso sides of the folios, in the right-hand margin bottom,
is written the number of the folio. The title of the poem is not
mentioned anywhere.

Deletion is effected by crossing the top of the letter only or
by one or two vertical strokes (as on f 1 recto, L 12). Sometimes
merely a dot on the letter and the vowel signs attached to it (f. 5
recto, 1. 4) indicates deletion. Sometimes dots are marked to indicate
the deletion of a letter or its vertical (f. 7 recto, L 9).

The addition of a letter is made above its proper place in small
hands, using padimatra if space is insufficient for insertion of a top
matrd (£ 2 recto, 1. 4).

I have pointed out how at the suggestion of $rt Mohanlal Dalichand Desar I
went to Patan in 1941, but could not trace there the Kanhadade Prabandha ws
in the Kesarbai Jiiana Bhandara. When I informed Mr. M. D. DEsi1 about
this he sent me s list of variants he had collected from that M3. When in 1948
I collated mss A to G, which were all that were then accessible to me,

I included the variants supplied to me by Srf M. D. Desir in my Critical
Apparatus, designating its source as the m ms. I did suspect then that ms

m, which immediately followed ¢ might be a part of it, but I could not establish
the identity merely on this evidence. After that I collected a few variants from
Derisarl’s text and named the source as 1. Later, in 1951, three other manu-
soripts—nss 3 K L — became accessible and were utilized for collation, It was
only as late as October 1952 that the original ms fyom which the late M. D.
Drsil had collected the variants, became available to me. It was then found
that both ¢ H constituted one single ms, which had got split up through peculiar
circumstances. By this time about one-third of the present volume coming
almost up to the end of first Khanda was already printed off. It was, therefore,
necessary to retain the old scheme of manuscript-designation, namely & for PuNya-
v1AYAJD'S fragment of folios 1-8, and m for the ms from Godiji's Upasraya,
containing folios 9-24,

INTRODUCTION 23

No marginal corrections or additions are found anywhere in
the ms. :

The numbering of verses is regular up to I 191, after which
follows the Bhadauli, a part of which is, in this s, versified and
numbered. After the Bhadauli up to the end of Khanda I the
verses are numbered regularly. Verses of Khanda II are numbered
regularly except that IT 101 is marked as 300 instead of 100 according
to this ms. (The copyist perhaps wanted to give continuous numbers).
Verses in Khanda III are numbered regularly up to III 205 (which
is numbered 194 in this ms) which is however .followed by verse 1
(=201). After that the numbering is regular up to the end of the
Khanda. In Khanda IV the numbering is regular up to the end,
except that instead of vs. 300 according to the scheme in this ms 100
is written through mistake.

Verse-numbers, refrains of songs, names of metres, beginning
of a Bhadauli, colophons marking the end of a Khanda, are rubricated.

The paper is of medium thickness and brownish in colowr.
Insects have bored holes at the top and the bottom and in the right-
hand margins, but the writing has not suffered thereby. The ms is
very well-preserved.

The handwriting is excellent; the script is Brahmanical Deva-
nagari, very occasionally using a padimaira, The copyist who may
have been also the owner of the manuscript is certainly Brahmanical.
He is also a good scholar of Sanskrit and Gujarati. There is
no colophon indicating the date or the name of the copyist but from the
style of the script and condition of paper, the Ms appears to belong to
the early 17th century v. s. The style of the script points to
Gujarat as the place of its origin. :

Ms K comes from the collection of Sri Motichandji KnAsAncai
of Bikaner. It must have had originally 58 folios, of which the first
and the last—folios 1 and 53—are, unfortunately, missing, as also folio 49.
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Each folio measures 10.3" by 4.3" with side-margins .8" wide
and top and bottom margins .3" to .4" wide. The side-margins are
marked off by a sharp triple line or sometimes a bunch of several
fine lines. '

Folios 2-12 have generally 11 lines per page. Folios 13-29
have usually 12 lines per page. Folios 80-31, 34, 37-39, 41-44, 46-48
and 52 have 13 lines per page. Folios 32, 83, 40, 45, 50, 51 have 14
lines per page. Each page has on an average 12 lines.

The number of letters per line varies from 31 to 45, the average
being about 36 letters.

In the lefthand margins bottom of the verso side is written
the number of the folio; the name of the poem is, however, not
mentioned.

Deletion is made by painting out the letter or word with
white colour, after crossing it out with very small vertical strokes
on the top (videf. 1 recto,ll. 1,8,9). Onf. 8 verso where several
words are to be deleted they ave painted out white. Sometimes on
this white ground the correct words are written (f. 88 recto 1. 10; f. 45
verso, 1. 11-12). Occasionally the deleted words are, after crossing
them by a fine line, rounded off (£. 47 recto, 1. 6 ).

Words omitted in the text are added in the side-margins in
the same line (f. 2 verso, . 5). On f. 5 recto thus a whole carana is
added in the left-hand margin, vertically, starting from the bottom, its
place being shown in the writing by a cross. A whole carana is
similarly added in the right-hand margin of folio 6 verso, and an entire
verse on f. 20 recto. Sometimes, if only a letter or so is to be added,
it is written in smaller hands above its proper place (f. 3 verso, L 5;
folio 4 verso, 1. 5). At one palce a whole carana is thus added above
the line in small hands (f. 5 recto 1.5), the position of the insertion
being indicated by a kdkapada. Once, on f. 29 recto, l. 8 such
addition is made in small hands below the place of omission. On £. 10
recto the addition of a carans is made in the bottom-margin in small
hands.

The numbering of verses is regular up to the end of Khanda I,
the last verse of Khanda I being numbered as (2)49. Then, unlike
the other ss, the numbering runs continuously, i. e. the first verse of
Khanda 1T is numbered as 250, but verse 400 (=II 154) is, through
mistake, numbered as only 100. The concluding verse of Khanda II is
numbered as 14 (= 414); and the first verse of Khanda III is numbered
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v

as 15 (=415). Khanda III ends at vs. 663; Khanda 1V commences
with vs. 664.

Verse-numbers, names of the metres, commencement of the
Bhadaiuli, stops in the Bhadauli, refrains of songs, dates, and the colo-
phons are rubricated.

The prasast; or mangaldcarana is lost as the first folio is missing.

The ms is in excellent condition. The paper is thick and
brownish. The handwriting is beautiful and rather large up to £ 26.
Sometimes the writing is marred by haste, as on f. 32. In the last 12
folios— from f. 40-52 — the writing is not uniform, nor comparable to
the preceding pages in attractiveness, but it is certainly from the pen of
one and the same copyist. The ms is carefully copied, accurate and
preserves the old tradition faithfully. As the final colophon has not
been preserved nothing definite can be known either about the copyist
or the date of transcription. It appears, however, that the copyist was
a Brahmanical scribe, as the script is Brahmanical Devanagari of the
Rajasthani type. There is no padimatrd. From the condition of the
paper, script ete. the s may be placed in the early 17th century.

Ms L also comes from the private collection of $i11 Motichandji
Kuasancui of Bikaner. It is fragmentary; only folios 15 to 38 are
extant, of which again folio 32 is missing.

Each folio measures 10" by 4.3" with 'mm-gins on two sides .7"
wide marked off by two fine double lines each, sometimes at a Little
distance from each other. The top and the bottom margins are about
5" wide.

The lines per page vary from 13 to 16, the average being about
15 per page. Folios 15, 16, 18 have 13 lines per page; folios 19, 20,
23, 27-29, 34-35 have 14 lines per page; folios 17, 22, 24-26, 30-31,
36-38 have 15 lines per page. Folios 21, 33 have 16 lines per page.

There are on an average 43 letters per line—varying from 87 to
48 letters per line.

In the bottom of the left-hand margin of the verso side is

written the folio-number, but the name of the poem is not mentioned

anywhere.

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Deleting a letter is made as usual by marking two small upward
strokes on the head-line or top of the letter (f. 16 recto,l. 1;f. 18
verso, 1. 8,9). Sometimes a headline is not formed which also indicates
deletion. If a number of words are to be deleted they are placed within
two curved lines not unlike modern brackets (f. 16 recto, L. 2; f. 30
verso, 1. 9-10). . ‘

The addition of a letter, left out in the text, is made sometimes
in the side-margin (folio 21 verso, II. 7, 11) and sometimes above the
line in small hands (f. 251 8) when several letters are to be thus
added, the addition is made in small hand in the top-margin flanked by
a cross on each side, and the place of addition is indicated by a cross
resembling a kakapadae (f. 25 recto top-margin).

The numbering of the verses is irvegular. Sometimes two verses,
sometimes even four verses are numbered as one. After IT 142 the
numbering is regular up to the end of Khanda II (the last verse of
Khanda IT is numbered as 55). The verse-numbers being continuous,
the first verse of Khanda III is marked as 56. Otherwise the
numbering is again regular : vs 111 47 is numbered as 300; vs I11 151
is numbered as 400; vs III 250 is numbered as 500. Khanda I1I ends
at 501 ; so the first verse of Khanda IV is numbered as 502; 1V 98 is
numbered as 600; LV 200 is numbered as 700; vs. IV 299 is numbered
as (7)97 (the next three verses have remained unnumbered), and
the last verse in the us (folio 38 verso, 1. 15)-1IV 342—1is numbered
as (8)40.

The folio-numbers, refrains, the verse-endings and verse-numbers,
names of metres, Bhadaualis, the beginnings of Khandas and the colo-
phons are all rubricated.

The final colophon has not come down as the s is fragmentary.

The msis fairly well-preserved, but the paper being thin and
of an inferior quality the edges crumble away when handled. The
copyist is a professional scribe and appears to be Rajasthani, both from
the script and the pronounced Rajasthani character of several words.
He is not a scholar, which accounts for the lapses in copying. The
script is Devanagari of the Rajasthani type, and frequently resorts to

padimaird, which, however is not uniformly adopted asin ms c. The
handwriting is an excellent specimen of Old Western Rajasthani pen-
manship. The ms is important as preserving a purely Rajasthani
version of the poem. From the condition of the ms and the style of
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its seript ete. it might be presuined to belong to the end of the 17th
century or thereabouts, though in the absence of the final colophon,
nothing definite can be said about the copyist or the date of copying.

Ms I, mentioned in the ecritical apparatus, but not described
here represents the text prepared by DrrAsari from four sources, three
of which have been used in the present edition (namely B, b, and the
S'alapatra text).

Assuming that, where DerAsarls text records a reading, not
found in any of the mss used in the present edition, it might perhaps
belong to the @ as which was inaccessible to me, a few of such readings
from 1 divergent from the other variants are recorded in this edition.
In this connection 1, refers to DerAsari’s first edition, 1, the second
edition, and merely 1 stands for both the editions, where they agree
with one another. 1, (@) indicates @ ms used by DgrAsari, from which
some variants are noted in the first edition in the footnotes.

Only a few such variants have been noted in the present edition
in this way, for, it was found that the divergence was often due to a
faulty deciphering of the manusecripts. Occasionally readings from
1, or 1, are noted only to draw attention to this fact.

Another source, namely the text published by the late Naval-
rim Lakshmiraim Panpvi, in the ¢Gujarat Salapatra’ of 1877-18781
was accessible to me, but has not been utilized in the present edition.
The reason is that the Saldpatra text is a verbatim transeription of
the p ms. The Saldpatra text commences with the prasasti mmsy
3 and ends with a colophon:

Several of these mistakes are, evidently, the result of
misreading the manuscript.

The late Navalram Paxpyi prefixed a note’ in the first number
of the Salapatra (January, 1877) in which the publication of the
Kanhadade Prabandha commences. He said therein that he was
publish'ing the poem, Kanhadade Prabandha, from the manuscript sent
to him by Dr. BtaLer, to give the readers an idea of the Old Gujarati
language. As he had only one manuscript he had refrained from any
emendation of the text. He had intended to give a glossary of difficult
words and discuss the grammar of Old Gujarati at the end. However,
he did not live long enough to fulfil this promise.

This text, being a verbatim transcript of the p ms, was entirely
useless for purposes of collation.

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These manuscripts arrange themselves in three distinet groups
according to their common readings, omissions, interpolations, verse
order, ete.

Mss CDJ are allied, and very different from the rest; but
amongst them D J show a greater mutual affinity.

Of the remaining Mss B, G (H) and L show enough mutual
affinity to be classed as one group, descended from a common source.

A and K are alike, but are not copies of the same wus.
E definitely belongs to the B G H L group.

F is a very short fragment coming only up to I 181; yet its
relationship with the CDJ group is clear.

I can be safely regarded as a conflation of B and D.

The geneology of the various manuscripts can be stated in
the following stemma.:

The summary of omissions and readings common to the different

manuscripts given in Appendix I will show in detail how this geneology
is determined.

Of the foregoing manuscripts A is, according to the date of
copying, the oldest us. It is copied in v.s. 1598, 86 years after the date
of composition, in Jhalor, the native-place of the poet. It is probable
that the copyist had access to the poet’s autograph or a direct copy of
it. I have, naturally, given more importance to this manuseript (ms a).
Ms K also comes from Rajasthan, is equally accurate, and appears
quite old. I have, therefore, given the same importance to it is as to A,
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Ms B too is old and reliable and has been fully utilized in the
constitution of the text.

Mss E F though fragments and, therefore, undated, appear
from their general condition, script, language ete to be equally old and
reliable. They have been very useful indeed in the collation.

Of the remaining manuscripts D has been more useful than the
rest as it is more faithful to the original, if less erudite than C and J,
which frequently resort to emendations and restorations, and are,
therefore, to that extent untrustworthy. G () is pretty old, but is
rather corrupt. L is quite distinet from the rest, being conspicuous by
the peculiarly Rajasthani character of its seript and language. It has
been helpful in tracing and restoring the Rajasthani elements in the
language of the Prabandha.

Vi

The following principles have been adopted in the present
edition for constituting the text.

Instead of reproducing the text of the oldest manuscript
according to the date of its copying, and giving the variants from the
other manuseripts in the footnotes, or basing the text on the evidence
of the majority of manuscripts, I have, as shown above, determined the
geneology of the manuscripts and constituted the text by the selection
of readings which were more representative than the rest. To take
a concrete instance, a reading found in AKB or ABE will be more
representative and therefore more likely to belong to the archetype
than that found in CDJ F alone, as the latter, though larger in number,
represent but one family. In the selection of readings due weightage
is also given to older and more reliable manuscripts like AKB or EF.

Having settled the reading for adoption in the text, all the
remaining variants are recorded in the footnote. I have thought it
necessary to give the full critical apparatus for two reasons. It was,
firstly, necessary to preserve the entire ms evidence, where the manu-
scripts were so rare and linguistically so important. Secondly, when a
series of dated uss are available, separated from one another by a quarter
or half a century each, the variants noted from them would enable the
reader to see, at a glance, the phonological development of a word.

In constituting the text I have always kept before me the
linguistic norm found in works composed circa v.s. 1500 and copied
about that time, and have endeavoured to constitute the text in such
a way as to make it approximate to that norm,
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The Old Western Rajasthani orthography is not fixed. The
different manuseripts give a variety of forms of the same word. I have,
generally, tried to select the form which is philologically more correct,
or is the direct predecessor of the standard modern Gujarati form.
Thus, for instance, #ifg is preferred to #ifg, afy, @i ete., as a form from
which the Modern Gujarati #f is directly derived. At times, when in
a portion of the text all the manuscripts fail to give the standard Old

Western Rajasthani form, I have not hesitated to restore it on the
evidence found elsewhere in the text.

In constituting the text due consideration is given to the context
and grammatical accuracy. Readings more suitable contextually, syn-
tactically and grammatically arve given preference over the rest though
found only in a minority of manuscripts. Nuances of current speech
have been another criterion for selection of readings. If a word is

~used generally in a particular context, it is preferred to all variants

in that context though these variants may occur in a larger number
of manuscripts.

" Similarly metrical considerations, including the observance of
initial or final rhyme have also been helpful in determining the text.
Thus, a reading metrically more suitable is preferred, though it may
not be fully representative.

Preference is given to the older forms over later ones, and to
owk forms over their Sanskritizations. If a reading is faulty, and
the corresponding correct standard form is found elsewhere in the text
or in other owr works of the same period the latter is restored.

It is an undisputed fact that Old Western Rajasthani, which
can be called either Old Gujarati or Old Rajasthani, was the speech of
a wide area, which included both North Gujarit and Southern and
Western Rajasthin including a part of Malwa. The form of speech
used in Gujarat and Rijasthin then reveals just dialectical variations
almost like the Kathiawadi and Surti dialects of Modern Gujarati.
This poem, belonging, as it does, to Southern Rajasthan must have
contained numerous Rajasthani traits in the oviginal. In restoring
the text I have thought it necessary to give preference to Rajasthani
forms found in Rajasthani mss like AKL, or characteristically Rajas-
thani forms in other mss, such as those encountered in old Rajasthani
classics like Dholdmarura Duhd or Gord Badal Padamani Chaupas,

Occasionally, a single manuscript preserves a lectio difficilior,
which all the rest ecither simplify or corrupt. In all such places I
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have always adopted the lectio difficilior although found in a single
manuseript, in preference to simplified synonyms found in a majority of
manuseripts. It is rarely that all the manuscripts corrupt a reading,
but then their combined evidence points surely and unmistakeably to one
correct original reading, from which all the other readings have been
derived. In such places, the original reading—a lectio difficilior—is
restored.

At a few places, two sets of readings are equally representative
and therefore probable. There, the one which I find more suitable
is adopted in the text, while the other is given in Appendix II.

Even the slightest correction is mentioned as ‘ emended’ in the
critical apparatus. In fact, at all such places it is just a restoration
of the original based on the collective textual evidence itself. Nowhere,
have I tampered with the text by substituting an imaginary reading
in place of the actual reading found in the manuscripts—not even at
places where the combined evidence of all manuscripts points to a
definite lapse by the poet.

Tt will interest students and scholars of Old Gujarati and Old
Rajasthani to know how I have selected the important readings in the
text. I have discussed the grounds for selection of all such readings
in Appendix II.

VII

A work of this magnitude could not be undertaken or com-
pleted without the encouragement and help from several scholars, who
have worked in this field.

I am thankful to Professor P. K. Gopg, Curator, Bhandarkar
Oriental Research Institute, Poona, for giving me every possible
facility in the use of the Kanhadade Prabandhe uss belonging to the

Bikaner for his excellent collection of old works and paintings, for
placing at my disposal, without the least hesitation or ceremony, two
rare Mss from his collection. ‘

I am very grateful to His Highness Sri KRISHNARUMARASINHJL,
Maharaja of Bhavnagar, for the generous patronage extended by His
Highness, which made it possible for me to undertake such a work in
these difficult times. I am also thankful to the University of Bombay
for a grant-in-aid for the publication of this work.
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It is difficult for me to express in words my deep debt of
gratitude to Acarya Muni Sri Jinavisavasi, the doyen of Sanskrit,
Prakrit, Old Western Rajasthani, and Jainistic studies in India. It
was he who inspired me to undertake this study and helped me gene-
rously at every stage. The successful completion of the work in its
present form and its publication in ‘Rajasthan Puratana Granthamald’
is entirely due to his encouragement and generous help.

This volume is now complete—a result of 14 years of rather
exacting labour, and I am glad that it was not completed earlier. The
successive collations I had to prepare made it possible for me to bring
the final form of the constituted text as near, I hope, to the archetype as
possible. I could also thereby avail myself of the opportunity to apply
the recognized principles of textual criticism to the problem of restoring
old texts in the Indian languages to their original form and to modify
and alter these principles where necessary, to suit the peculiar circum-
stances of the Indian languages. I have, thus, attempted to develop
the methodology of textual criticism in relation to early texts in the
Indian languages.

This volume comprises the text and the criticism relative to it.
The next volume, which will shortly follow, will discuss the historical
and linguistic background of the work, give a complete translation of
the poem and a full Index Verborum, with, if possible, critical and
-explanatory notes.

I have not spared myself in making this study as thorough and
accurate as possible, but itis for scholars to judge how far I have
succeeded.
