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FOREWORD

‘The Kavindrachirya List, to which I am asked to write
this Foreword, was taken by me to the First Session of the
All-India Oriental Conference held at Poona in November
1919, to be shown to the scholars there assembled. The List
particularly attracted the notice of Mr. R. A. Shastry of the
~ Baroda Central Library, and his enthusiasm went so far as to
~ get the List copied in one night on the very spot. Later on

Mr. Shastry intimated to me the desive of the Baroda 'Central
Library to publish this List as a separate number :in the
Gaekwad's Oriental Series, and inquired if I could undertake
its editing. Owing to pressure of other work, I had:to forego
this honour, but I agreed to write this short Forewmd as an
humble token of my homage to the great scholar, a List of
whose Library is now brought forth before the pubhc by the
Baroda Library. In the following few lines I have tried

to bring together what little information I could gather about
Kavindrichérya.

1. His Time:—

(o) We have some Mss. in our Library which belonged

originally to his private collection. These Mss, whose

- names are given below, are sometimes dated. Thus the

Ms. of Ruchidatta’s ¢ Kiranivaliprakis'a-Vivrti’ (Dravya

section No. 171 in this List ), popularly known as Bhaktu,

is dated Samvat 1600, corresponding to 1543 A. D.; and

the Ms. of ‘Kusuménjali-bodhint (168)’ by Varadarija

is dated S'aka 1436 (=1514 A. D.) Besides these, we
‘have several sections of ¢ Nyiyanibandhaprakis'a.’

From this it follows that Kavindrichirya, to whose Library
these Mss. originally belonged, and whose name appears in bold
and beautiful character on the front leaf of each of them, lived
sometime after the middle of the 16th century.

(b) This is indirect evidence. More direct proof we have
in the fact that Kavindrichdrya was a contemporary of
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the Moghul Emperor Shah Jehan and of Mahimaho-

pidhyiya Vis'vanitha Nyiyapanchinana, the author of

‘ Bhashdparichchheda’ and NyAyasiddhAntamuktivali.’
« +»- Thus he may be assigned to the middle of the 17th
e century, which is his true date,

(¢c) A Ms. of Vimana’s ¢Kavyilankirastitra’ bears a seal
with the name of a ‘BhandAr’ and that of ‘Salim’
This ‘Salim’ may stand for the prince of that name,
better known as ¢ Emperor Jehangir.’

2. His Personal History:—

(a) All that we know about his personal history may be
briefly told. He was a Sannyisin and a rich man.
He had a Bhandiri named Krishna Bhatta.,

(b) He was a very learned man, as is evidenced by the fact
that he was the head of the Pandit Community of
Benares, which was considered, and rightly considered,
the centre of Sanskrit culture in India. The title of
‘Sarvavidyinidhina,” which the Emperor Shah Jehan
conferred upon him in recognition of his versatile genius,
is a sure indication of the esteem in which he was held
by his contemporaries. His taste for learning is further
proved by his wonderful collection of Mss.

(¢) Both Kavindrichirya and Krishna Bhatta had been
inhabitants of the banks of the Godivarl. They
migrated subsequently to Benares. The cause of this
migration is not known, but it was apparently political.
Scholars are of opinion that the migration was due to the
‘annexation of the remnants of N izam Shahi’s Dominions
by Shah Jehan.’

(¢) The most important event in the life of Kavindrichirya:

was this:—

In those days the Hindu people wete heavily burdened with
a pilgrim tax levied by the Emperor. This tax was payable by
those -pilgrims who came ‘to Benares and Prayig. Pandit
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Kavindra took a bold stand and espoused the cause of the suffering
people. He proceeded with a very large following on a deputa-
tion to the Emperor at Agra. He attended the Imperial Court
held at Dewani Am, and pleaded his case so eloquently that,
as tradition says, both the Emperor and Dara Shikoh shed tears
of remorse. All the nobles present in the assembly, viz., those
from Irak, Iran, Punjab, Kandahar, Kashmere, Balkh, etc., were
surprised at his striking eloquence. The result was that the tax
was abolished and the Emperor conferred upon Kavindra the title
of ‘SarvavidyAnidh4na.’

In consequence of the victory, there was universal rejoicing
in India. Addresses from all quarters began to pour in upon
Kavindrachirya, some praising his liberality, some his learning,
and so forth. Among those addresses, more than a hundred of
which are still preserved, we find one from MahAmahopidhyiya
Vis'vanitha Nyiyapanchinana, the famous Naiyayika of Bengal,
then residing at Benares and finally at Brindivan.

3. History and Description of the Catalogue:—

This catalogue was obtained by our late Librarian, MahA-
mahopidhyfya V. P. Dwivedi, from a certain ‘Matha’ in Benaves.
Its importance may be inferred from the fact that many works
named in the List are not otherwise known at all, or known only
in name by references. One point deserves to be noted. The
Mss. which belonged to Kavindrichirya’s collection are, so far
as my personal experience goes, invariably found to be well-written
and correct. All these Mss. bear on their outer leaves the names
of the works and the sentence “®af@ivum waarar av@dAT gy ”
in bold character.*

Readers are referred to the Introduction of this book for further
information on this point—Zhe Editor.
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In my tours in search of Mss. throughout India during the
last 30 years, I have been greatly impressed by the richness of the
Mss. to be seen lying neglected in different places, often in the most
obscure and unexpected corners. In some houses, especially in
the North, I have found lists enumerating from 1000 to 3000 Mss,
but without the corresponding Mss. On the other hand, in Southern
India generally there are no lists preserved, and the number of
Mss. does not exceed 300. The existence of the lists without the
corresponding Mss. in some houses indicates that Mss.-libraries
were broken up after the demise of their custodians, and Mss. were
taken away by other persons who had had an eye on them during
the life-time of the owners.

In order to discover the Mss, whose names are mentioned in
such lists or in the works of authors whose dates range from the
8th century, it has been my hobby to induce the Indian
Government and scholars to undertake systematic Mss. searches,
and it is a matter of great satisfaction that they have already
begun this work, But unfortunately these searches have as yet
been confined mainly to large towns and well-known places, while
remote and obscure villages are still left unexplored. About three
years back, during my Mss. pilgrimage to Benares, some Pandits
spoke to me about the ¢Kavindrichirya Library,” which
flourished in the middle of the 17th century, as a library of unique

importance to all kinds of scholars who came to Benares for acquir-
ing knowledge. Since that time I began to make a careful search

to find out the List of this Library, to which some old Pandits, in
their conversations with me during my tours, referred now and
then as having been seen by them. At last the First Oriental
Conference held at Poona in November 1919 brought the goal of my
search within my. sight. One evening (oh! that memorable evening
still so fresh and vivid in mind!) when I went to pay my respects
to Dr. Gangfinith Jhi, the veteran Sanskrit scholar whose advice
I always seek in such matters, he informed me that he had brought
with him the List in question to show at the Conference. The
news filled me with delight. Greater still, however, was my joy
when I actually beheld the List with my own eyes. My feelings
cannot be described in words: the reader can only imagine them
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by putting himself in my place. The same night I took a copy;
of the List with the help of my assistant, and, after comparing it
carefully with the original, returned the List next miorning to
Dr. Jha. On the succeeding three days it was my proud privilege
to read out important portions therefrom to the Curators of
the Madras and Mysore ¢Oriental Libraries and other visitors
residing in the delegates’ camp, and to urge upon their notice
the great importance of tracing the rare Mss. mentioned in the
¢ Kavindricharya List.’

While I was returning from Assam, during my last official
tour, I was so fortunate as to obtain at Benares Dr. Jhi’s kind
permission to publish the Kavindrichirya List in the Gaekwad’s
Owiental Series and a promise in writing that he would himself
contribute a Foreword to Kavindrichirya’s life. Now as this
famous List is brought to light in the Gaekwad’'s Oriental Series,
T believe it to be particularly obligatory on patriotic scholars to do
their utmost to find out those Mss. of the Kavindrichirya
Library which have not as yet been accounted for.

As regards the XKavindrichirya Library itself, it 1is
surmised that after the death of its master, it was dispersed,
as KavindrichArya, being an ascetic, had no family or heirs.
Some Mss. of this Library were secured by the Government
Sanskrit Library at Benares and other public bodies. Many Mss.
must have been removed to foreign countries by the foreign
agencies which have made wholesale purchases of the most
ancient and cherished literary treasures of India during the last
50 years. Some Kavindrdchdrya Mss. have been recently acquired
for the Baroda Central Library. Had I but seen this List
earlier, I should certainly have succeeded in acquiring many move.
Only the other day, in September 1920, when I was at Saugar,
(C.P.), I had the good luck to come accidently across some
Sangita Mss. belonging to Kavindrachirya, in the house of
Mr. G V. Shrikhande, retived District Judge. When I drew the
attention of this gentleman to their historical value, he was
kind enough to agree promptly to my taking them to Baroda
and preserving .them in the Central Library. I take this
opportunity of thanking Mr. Shrikhande for this kindness and for
his appreciation of the work of preserving ancient record undertaken
by H. H. the Maharajah Gaekwad. ‘
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Again on another recent occasion, when at Surat, I saw
in one widow’s house another Ms. belonging to the Kavindrichirya
collection. It has at the end a verse, which, when rendered into
English, reads as follows;- '

¢ In the blessed year of 1718 (1657 A. D. ) in the month of
Arjune ( March & April ) on the fifth day of the bright
fortnight on Tuesday, by me, named Shrikantha, was copied
DHARMA PRAVRITTI in the Kavindra house.’
( No. 10544 Barode Library. )

I need not say that this Ms. was at once secured for the
Baroda Central Library. A feeling of remorse creeps over me
whenever 1 think of many such opportunities which I must have
lost during the last thirty years of my Mss. search-work, by neglect-
ing to trace the Kavindrichirya Mss. owing to my own ignorance
of the importance of this collection.

About the Kavindrichirya’s life and his works in detail
Dr. Ganginith Jhi himself is meagre in his Foreword. Even the
famous Cutalogus Catalogorum does not give any detailed in-
formation on the subject.. So also Dr. Stein in his Jammu
Library list (see page XXXIV ). The word gqRarfara indicates
possessing knowledge in all departments of Sanskrit. He might
have written commentaries on Veda down to Kivyas like the
frior of the fourteenth century.™ I find in the colophon of
gagararear ( No, 10784 ) the following :—

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A Short Notice of Some Manuscripts.

It is worth our while to take a short notice of at least some
of the Mss., although it is not possible to review them all, as each
subject division contains quite a wonderful collection:—

23—FARMSHATT on #7ag. This was never heard of by
any scholar before. I used to hear in the South
that according to the traditions of the Sringeri
Math, that among the four disciples of Shankari-
chirya, one named g@@s% was asked by his Guru
to write a commentary on %£34g, as he was the most
learned among his four disciples. This tradition
seems to have been corroborated by the appearance
of the work in the present List. It is now there-
fore the duty of the researchers to bring this work
to light.

94 —ayseqrat: does it mean of Panini or of some one else?

97 & 28—It seems that even in Kavindrichirya’s time
S'rautasiitras of these schools were not to be found
as up to this date,

S0—afradrafRar even was not known at this time.

35 to 38—Here there are recognised only 4 Sttras instead of
the six now known for dfadraamar, the other two
being args and 3@@@. Followers of this Sikhi
are generally to be found in the extreme South, and
it seems that this S’4khd had not much influence
on this Library. The order of the Sitras as
fixvrdait ete., indicates, I think, particularly the
locality in which Kavindrichfrya lived, namely
the Poona region,

109—aufsmeg is included in sarFxwr and I found the same
classification followed in another old list.

183 & 186—These two ‘Hanumadiya-tikas’ have been lately .
secured for the Baroda Library.

235—3aiqrga3fy on aagd. This is the. second list which
mentions this 7f4. The late Dr. Oppert first brought
this to the notice of the scholars in the eighties of
the last century (See Vol. II. No. 4774), after it
was found mentioned by Sri RAmAnujichirya in his
aergaAary.  There was some doubt among scholars
about the existence of this work. In this list
however, we find it inserted not in a prominent
place at the head of the Bhishyas (223 to 230) as
was expected, but as if it were a minor work, I
therefore surmise that this dMrga is a common
author but not the Jiaraa the well-known sage.

260—=fagsr does not occur under the common name
of wiergz.
280—dieags seems to be different from 260—sRsg.
288 & 289—Avre here shown as different works. The Baroda
Library have secured lately a copy of 288 wisfiaiar.
339—vuuagga—This was secured during my recent
Assam tour and is now undertaken for editing in
the G'.

355 to 371—=fwiar has a poor collection. The Ms. No. 359,

(No. 11226).

Bhishyas attributed to this name on =333, e,
araAags ete.

This is to
be specially noted.

Fdlz9ea mentions that the Pandit was born on the Bank of
Godivari, while the above writer says that he migrated from the
banks of Narmada. This indicates how the tradition of Kavin-
dracharya’s life came to be broken and forgotten in later times.

This indicates the
devotion of the possessor of this Library to S'iva.

1630 to 1736—~107 Sambhitis are mentioned. It seems that some
of the independent Samhitds might have been in-
corporated into Purfnas and Upapurinas in the
long run—for instance, 1634 #ma&Rar we find in-
cluded in one of the Upapurinas of present days;
1643 #iger has now assumed the form of a great
gaw and the followers of aidtr hold it in high esteem
as the Vedas; 1669, 1686 and 1731 are now to be
found in the wwreggua of the 1st division; 1729 and
some others are in arggrr.

1787 to 1820—Include 84 Tantras. 1771 emig ete., are included
in this List in the s/aR® class, which arrangement
some of the followers of the = worship of the left-
hand path ( sr@art ) may not like.

2029 to 2034—On fift. We do not find sidzmer of @ifediz or its
wrsr mentioned here; they are found now only in
the extreme South.

2154—3qarferagsr is included for publication in the G. O.
Series.
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In editing the List I have endeavoured to preserve the form
and arrangement of the original Ms, and have made no change or
correction in any name.

_ As I write these lines there comes the melancholy news of
the sudden death of Mr. J. S. Kudalkar, Curator of State
Libraries, Baroda, and General Editor of this Series. To him I
have been indebted for many suggestions in" the preparation
of the critical notice of the work. My thanks are also due
to Mr. G. K. Shrigondekar, u. a., Sanskrit Librarian, Central
Library, for carefully going over the List, which is written in the
Marathi Language, and with Marathi conjunctions and grammatical
forms, and for reading the proof sheets of the book.

During my absence on manuseript tour in the north, the
Central Library, Baroda, received the loan of #dizzasslgg and
FAl-zFeqza from the Asiatic Society, Bengal, for which my sincere
thanks are due to the learned Society.

My friend Mr. G. K. Shrigondekar, a. A., the Sanskrit
Librarian went through both these manuscripts. He has, from a
study of these, gathered the following additional information
about the life of Kavindrichirya which I gladly insert for the
edification of the public:—

1 Kavindriyachirya’s birth-place seems to be wmy® 7. e. a
market-town on the banks of the Giodavarl. The catalogues of the
Asiatic Society of Bengal ( No. 4028 ) and India Office Library
( No. 3947 ) vead it as gvayf i. e. a sacred place. But I am of
opinion that quayft is the correct reading.

2 Kavindrichiirya seems to be a Deccani Brahmin belonging
to %73z, srqemaar@r for two reasons :—

(1) The whole gfwr is in Marathi which indicates that
Kavindrichirya, the owner of the library, must be
a Deccani gentleman.

- (2) Among the various smfis to be found in Fdl=zw= g7,
we find in two places gafeas in Marathi verses,
which indicate that Kavindrichirya to whom all
these wmftas are addressed, must be a Deccani
gentleman. It must be mentioned here that
Marithi is the only vernacular used in these sfis.
