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INTRODUCTION

The present book entitled Sangttaq, Makaranda by Nirada is
one-of the very few Sanskrit gorks on Music that have been
hitherto printed and published.

Materials for a history of ancient Indian Music—
If the reader will just have a glance at the list, which is by no
means complete, of Sanskrit. works specially appended to this
cdition for the information of the researchers in the Department of.
Music, he will have an idea of the extent of the literature on the
subject. The list does not include the names of a number of works
written by many-ancient masters of Music such as Vens, Matanga,
Kohala, Tumburu, Yashtika, Vis'vivasu, Hanumin alias Anja.neya,
Dantila, Kambala, Ag'vatara, Rudrata, -Kéi«'yapa, Umipati’,
Gopéla Nayaka &c. from whose works quotations have been made by
Chatura Kallindtha ( about A. D. 1400-1500 ) in his commentary
on Sanglia Rotndkara. Unfortunately Kallinditha mentions only
the names of the authors and not the names of their works. Hence
the names of the works of these authors could not be included in
the list. In the above commentary Chatura Kallinitha . has
quoted one whole chapter from. a work called ‘Sangtia Merw’ by,
Kohala’. .In this chapter Kohala mentions the names of the
following wnters on Music ( probably dancing } :-—Bhatta Tandu,
S’ambhu, Sumantu Puriri, Kshemarﬁga, and Lohita Bhatta. He
also mentions the name of a work entitled Des’s Nritta Samudra
by Narada. S'rngadeva. mentions a work called Brihaddes't by
Yishtika®. DBesides these, names of numerous other authors have
been mentioned by S'arngadeva in his Sangiia Ratndkara without
.specifying -their works. As research work is being carried on by
various Scholars and Institutions, it is likely that many of t.hese
works may come to light hereafter.

bad INTRODUCTION,

If all this vast hidden literature on Music existing in manus-
cripts at present be published, it will supply sufficient material to
scholars to construct an authentic history of the origin and develop-
ment of Aryan Music in India. Besides these works, the Vedis,
Brimhanas, Aranyakas, the varigus Suttras, Smritis, Purinas,
and the K4vyas and all such ancient literature, if studied critically
with a view to collect materials for a history of Music, will surely
dlsclose much interesting and valuable information. As an
1nstance I may quote here the following passage from Aitareyo
Arpyaka which 1nc1denta11y furnishes a descrlptxon of the Vmﬁ,
that was in vogue in those times : — -

Now this passage furnishes a good deal of information -about:
the Vin4 then in vogue. The words ‘Ambhana, Vidana, Tantra-
yah, Svarah, Spars’dh, S'abda and Tardma as applied to Vipa have
a technical sense and prove that the Modern Vini ( Bina) hss
much in common with the ancient Vini. Besides, the passage
épeci_ally records the fact that in earlier times prior to the compo-
sition of the work ( Aitareya Brdmhana ) a part of the Vini was
coverved with leather and that the practice . had dlsappeared at:
the time of the said work. ; ,/

Origin of Aryan Music—The elements of the art of Music
seem to have originated with"the Vedic songs called “Simas”
which were sung at the time of performmg partlcula,r ceremonies
during a sacrifice. The rules about the singing of these * Samas ”
are recorded in some ancient Sanskrit treatises. We have no
means of ascertaining the prooess by which the “ Sima” Music
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developed into the more refined Music practised at the time of
Bharata who is known as-the founder of the present system of
Musie, although subsaquent professors of the art may have further
developed it and established different schools of Music by mtrodu~

cing mnOVatlo,ns by their talents. . , v
L

Bharata’s Ndtya S'dstra——Bharata’s thya Sdstra is the
most ancient of the books on Music handed down to posterity.
Some scholars assign it to the first century after Christ, others to
the fourth century. It is well-known that it is difficult to decide
precisely the dates of ancient authors. Although as already hint-
ed above many writers on Music came after Bharata, we have no
means of giving any historical account of their lives and works.

S'arngadeva’s Sangita Ratndkara—the next author, whose
work is available in print, is S’Arngadeva, the author of Sangtiq
Ratndkara, who lived in the reign of King S'inghana of Devagiri
Modern Doulatibad (A. D. 1210-1247 ). Among the authors
of books on Music, besides the names of deities such as Sadés'iva
&c., SArngadeva mentions the following names :—

Bharata, Kas’ypa, Matanga, Ydas'tika, S'4rdala, Kohala,
Visg'akhila,  Dantila, Kambala, As'vatara, VAiyu, Vis'vivasu,
Arjuna, Nérada, Tumburu, Anjan,eya, Matrigupta, Switi, Guna,
Bindurija, Kshetrarija, Radhala, Rudrata, Ninya-bhtipila, Bhojarija
and Paramardi Semes'a Mahipati. Among the commentators
on Bharata’s Ndtya S'dstra he mentions the names of Lollata
Udbhata S’ankuka, Abhmavagupta and Kirtldhara. -

I do not take any account of several other books éuch as
Sangtta -Pdrijdta, Rdgavibodha, Sangita Darpana, Rhidayoe-Kou-
tuka, Rhidaya-prakds'a &c., because all of them are of a later date, -

Néarada, the author of the present work Sangita Maka-
randa—The present work viz., Sangtta Makarande is said to be the
work of Nérada on the authority of the manuscript. It is difficult
to say anything with certainty about NArada’s life and time. I
shall place before the reader whatever can be gathered from mter-
nal evxdence available in the book itself,
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. But before doing so I mus} mention that.three works on music
are ascribed to NArada. viz., 1 aret faar, .2 gafyeqer and 3 adRan.
Of these the first is available in print. On comparing it with the
present work, I am of opinion that the authors of both these works
. are not identical. The Ndradt S'ikshd appears to be an older work.
For its language is archaic and ‘it treats more of “ Sima-gina”
( Vedic Music ) than later music. = As regards the other two-works
I am unable to give any opinion as the manusecripts of these works
are not available. Another work of  this name Sangtta Makarandoa
by Veda is mentioned in the list of works on music appended to
this book. But as the name of the author is Veda and not Narada,
it is likely that it might be dlﬁ’erent from the present work.

The two systems of Music now in vogue in' India—
Before entering into a critical examination of the present : work, it
'is necessary here to state that at present there are two systems of
Music in vogue in India. The one is called the. Hindustani or
Northern India system which prevails in Northern India., ' Bengal
Sindha, GujarAtha and Mahirishtra. The other is called the
Dakshinadi or Southern India system which prevails in the Madras
Presidency including Taila: ngana, Karnitaka and Malabdr countries.
At present we have no definite material “to ascertain the time
when these two systems grew dlﬁ'erently from the original system
of Bharata and other ancient musicians, who founded the scientific
system of Indian music. This bifurcation seems to have taken
place long before S'arngadeva, the author of Sangfia Ratndkarc

A. D. 1210-1247.

Points of difference between the Northern and South-
ern India systems of Music—The points of difference in the
two systems are many, such ag the names of the Rigas and their
scales, the ‘Gamakas or blending of notes, the construction of the
species of songs &c., but the, chief difference seems to be that the
Northern India Musicians divided the Régas primarily - into six
principal Rigas and each principal Riga had five Bhiryés (- wives).
Sangita Darpana, Sangita Ratndvali, &e., support this - system.
But the Southern India system does not - divide the Rigas-on the

above prineiple. In that system the RAgas are divided according
to the different scales on which they are based. Sangtta Raindkara, -
Sangtte Pdrijdio, Rﬁg&mbodha &c., follow this system.

Division of Raga,s followed in the present work—The
present book 7 Sangita Makaranda) mentions two different divisions
of the RAgas into six principal Régas and their wives’t. This
division of the Rigas suggests that the book belongs to the North-
cern India system. But it must be observed that the current
Ragas obtaining in the practice of modern Music of Northern
and Southern India differ widely from the definitions .given in all
the ancient Sanskrit Books such as Sangtta Ratndkara, Sangita
Parydta, Rdgavibodha, Sangtta Darpanc &c.

A fow observations on the present work—The text of
Sangtta Makarandae is inaccurate in many places as it is based on
only one manuscript supplied to me by the Baroda authorities,
The manuscript is full of the mistakes of the copyist. I have cor-
rceted many of these mistakes as far as possible with the help of
Sangtia Ratndkara, &o. But in many places there are apparently
deviations from the rules of syntax. I did not think it proper to
correct these in the absence of another copy. But in such cases I
have given the suggested readings in brackets or in footnotes or
ade a query against the words of the text.

Our ‘author seems to have been different from the Nérada
Rishi of the Purﬁnas ag his name is mentioned by our author in the
1[angala verse 2 on page 1.

Our author divides musical sounds into five kinds viz. 1 e
sound produced by playing Vin4-strings with nails, 2 qigs sound
produced by means of wind through wind instruments, 3 s%w sound
produced by means of leather through instruments, such as drums,
&c., 4 @rgw sound produced by metal pieces, such as ocymbals &c.,
5 qgrest sound produced by the human throat. As far as I know
none of the printed ancient works introduce thls peculiar division of
l\luslcal sounds

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The families, castes, colours Dweepas ( birth-places ), Rishis,
deities, Chhandas ( metres ), Gottras, constellations, RAg'is' ( zodiac
signs ), Grahas ( planets) and Rasas (sentiment) of the seven-
notes are mentioned in this work!. These are not mentioned
in Bharata’s Ndtya S'dstra. But S'Arngadeva has -extracted all
these in his Sangita Ratndkara, except the Gottras, constellamons,
Rasis and planets®.

It is strange that the names of the 22 S’rutls given in this
book are quite different from those usually mentioned in other
books on music such as Bharata Ndtya S'dstra, Sangita Ratndkara,
Sangtta Pdrijata and Sangita Darpana. The namies of the 22
S'rutis as stated in the present book are:® ' :

Thus all the names differ except swr. But this name though

common is assigned to the 7th 8ruti by our author while others
give it to the 21st S'ruti.

This clrcumstance clearly shows that our author must have
borrowed these names from some older book which i is not now available,

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N4rada only mentions the names of the 18 Jatis® described
by Bharata but does not give their definitions or examples as is

done in the Somgata Ratndkara

As regards the Alankaras ( combinations of notes for develop-
ing a Ré,gaf’) he has mentioned only 19%, whereas S'drngadeva
has mentioned about 63 in the Sangita Ratndkara. The Sangita
Pdrijdta mentions 68 Alankiras and the Rdgavibodha gives only 34.

Nirada has enumerated in all 93 different Régas. Sangita
Rdtndkara contains 264 Ragas in all. The Sangita Pdrijdta describes
122 Ragas while the Rdgavibodha enumerates about 50 Régas.

Nérada mentions 3 species of Réigas viz. 1 ggwrm: Masculine
Rigas 2 sittem: Feminine Rigas and 3 aggzmaum: Neuter Rigas®.
Again he divides the Rigas into three groups viz. 1 gengsfigarn:
RAgas which have quivering ( &fegas#® ) throughout, 2 srd=fgar:
Ragas which have partial quivering, and 3 F=aRdar: Ragas which
are absolutely free from quivering*. The Sangita Ratndkara and
other ]ater books do not mention these divisions. '
v As rega.rds the Vini instrument our author says that there are
18 kinds of it. But the number of the names given comes to 19.

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Theé verses 22-40 on pp. 23-25, describing the merits of the
different kinds of singers &c., in this work, are found -in Sangttc
- Ratndkara almost word for wordl. In our text here they are
corrupted by the copyists’ mistakes. It is difficult to decide
whether the author of the Sangtta Ratndkara inserted them in his
work from this book or some one extracted them from the Sangita
Ratndkaras and interpolated them in the present work. Arguments
might be advanced to support either view. I therefore leave the
point for the decision of the experts. '

At the commencement of the Nrityddhydya® Narada g1ves the
descriptions of the Natya S4l4 ( Dancing Half), Sabh4 {audience)
Sabhapati ( Chief of the audience ) &c. and all these -are mdepen-
dent of those given in the Sangita Ratndkara.

Further he has mentioned 101 Tilas with the1r definitions®
but has not divided them into MAirga and Desi as is done by
S'arngadeva in the 5th chapter of his Sangfta’ Ratndkam Wherem
the number of Des’i T4las described is 120.

As regards dancing he has given a very brief account of it.’
He has enumerated and defined only 83 postures of a dancer within
a few verses’. But the author of Sangita Ratndkara has devoted
one whole chapter to the subject and has done full justice to it. '

The style of the book is very simple like that of Bharata’s
Ndtya S'astra. But the Sangtia Ratndkara is written in hlghly
polished Sanskrit. The arrangement of Sanglta Ratndkara 18
scientific and it seems to have been written after the art of Music
had attained a very high stage of development in all its branches.

Date of Sangita Makaranda—If we take all the above
circumstances into consideration, we are obliged to arrive at the
conclusion that Sangita Makaranca is an older work than.
Sangtta Ratndkara. N

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Further, the names of writers, mentioned in this work are
Hari, Bramhi, Matanga, Kis'yapa, Kamalisya, Chandi, Vyila,
S’4rddla, Né,ra.da., umburu, Shapmukha, Bhringi, Devendra,
Kubera, Kus'ika, Métrigupta, Rivana, . Samudra, Sarasvati, Bali,
Yaksha and Vikrama'. Many of these names are names of deities
and Purinik personages and it is beyond our means to determine
their time. But the names of Vikrama and MaAtrigupta are
historical. As there have been several Vikramas, it is difficult
to say what Vikrama is meant. But the mention of the name of
MdAtrigupta, who is also mentioned by S'arngadeva in his Sangita
Ratnikara as one of the writers on music, enables us to infer that the
present work must have been written not earlier than 7th century
A. D. Mitrigupta, who was & poet and writer on poetics, is said
to have lived about the first half of the sixth century being a
contemporary of S'iladitya Pratipas’ila of Milva (A. D. 550-600).
My esteemed friend,”~ T. M. Tripithi Esqr. B. A. of Bombay,
informs me that from the Ndtya Pradipa of Sundara Mis'ra it
appears that MAtrigupta has written a commentary on Bharata’s
Ndtya Sdstra.

But there is one circumstance which may help us in deciding
the priority of this work to Sangita Ratndkara. For, Nirada
mentions the name of only MAtrigupta among the names of the
historical personages as writers on music, and does not mention
the names of the later writers such as Rudrata, Nanya Bhépila,
Paramardl Somes’a, Lollata, Udbhata, S'ankuka, Abhinava Gupta

If Nérada had eopied the names of authors from Sangita
Iuamdlcara, he would not have omitted them. It is likely that
S’Arngadeva copied the names of older authors from Nirada’s book
and added these later names known at his time to the list in his
book. - Narada does not seem to have borrowed any verses from
éangita Ratndkara. The treatment and order of the toplcs
observed in Sangtta - Makaranola is quite different from that in the
Sangita Ratndkara.

This view is supperted by another circumstance which seems
0 be a stronger proof. S'Arngadeva while giving the definition of

From these circumstances we must conclude that Soangita

Makaranda of NAirada is an older work than the Sangita Batnd-
kara and that it was known to S/arngadeva ( A. D. 1210-1247).
Until we get further proof to establish the exact date, we must
hold that Narada, the author of Sangita Makarande lived some-
time in the interval between MAtrigupta A. D. 550 and Sarnga-
deva A. D. 1210-1247, that is, he must . have lived between the
7th and 11th centuries.

- The Manuscript. ,
Source of the Manuscript—The present edition of the

Sangita Makaranda of Narada is based upon one single manuscript
furmshed to me by the Central Library of Baroda.

. The credit of having discovered this rare manuscript is due to
the ‘wife of Mr. R. Ananta Krishna Shéstry, the officer employed
by the Baroda Central Library for search of Sanskrit manuscripts.
Mr. Shéstry, while on an official tour in H. E, H. the Nizam’s
Territory in 1919, was -examining Mss. in an’ old Pandit’s house

t Gadwhl with his wife when the latter noticed this Mas.
Through the kindness of the Hon. Sir Stuast Fraser, k.o.s. 1.,
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c. 1. E., the then Resident of HyderAbAd Mr. Shistri obtained a
note on H. H. The Raja Saheb of Gadwal through Mr. M. A.
N. A. Hydari, B, A., Judicial Secretary, Hyderabad. Thus
Mr. Shistry got the loan of the manuscript through the kind
influence of the R4ja Siheb to whom are due the sincerest thanks
of all lovers of Indian musiec.

Description of the Manuscript—The manuscript is written
in Devanigari characters on old Ahmedabad paper of a yellowish
tinge. It consists of 82 folios, the size of the folio being 10} x 5}
inches and each side of the folios containing 9 lines. The hand-
writing is fair and the headings of the subjects in the body of the
text are written in red ink the colour of which has not faded,
though the manuscript was written in the Shake year 1599 ( A.
1. 1677 ) that is 243 years ago. On the last three pages the
copyist has painted 9 different designs of a rosette in black, yellow,
red and green colours,.

From this eolophon it is evident that the manuscript was
copied in Shake 1599 (LA. D. 1677 ) by one Krishnaji Datta who
was a devotee of the deity Mahéganapati and lived in Vidyipura.

This Vidydpura is no other than Vijayanagara which was the
capital of the late Vijayanagara Empire and which is now in ruins.
The present manuscript was discovered at Giadwal which, though
now - a feudatory of the Hyderabad State, was in former times
a foudatory or a part of the Vijayanagara Empire. It is probable
that after the complete ruin of VidyApura alias Vijayanagara the
manuscript must have come to Gadwil which is not very far from
the ruined capital. For this information I am indebted to my
friend Mr. J. S. Kudélkar of Baroda Central Library.
