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PREFACE OF THE GENERAL EDITOR

*

There are still hundreds of old manuscripts big and small in Sanskrit,
Prakrit, Apabhrarhéa and old Rajasthani-Gujarati lying scattered over
Rijasthina, Gujarita, Milawa and other regions of .our country. Many of
these are still unknown and unpublished. Up till now scholars have gene-
rally devoted themselves to works which ‘are comparatively bulky, well
known and available in great number. The same outlook prevails also
amongst publishers of oriental series.

But in addition to those big and well-known works, there are many
small ones on a variety of subjects which have not attracted the
attention that they deserve. In fact, no major attempt has been made to
edit and publish these small works on important subjects. It would be
no exaggeration to say that these works which contain important
material for the history and culture of our country and which embody
not a negligible part of our ancient learning have been mostly neglected,
probably because they are in small manuscripts and rare to find.

It has been our endeavour from the very inception of Rajasthdna
Oriental Research Institute to search for, collect and preserve mss. of
such small works on various subjects and also to edit and publish them.
Accordingly we have arranged for critical editions of such works at the
hands of competent scholars and their publication in the Rajasthana
Puratana Granthamaila.

The collections of Sanskrit and Prakrit detached verses are known
by such names as Padyavali, Muktavali, Haravali, Manimali, Ratnamaila,
Puspamild etc. Some of these collections are also named according to the
number of verses collected, e. g. :a «collection of five, Paficaka; of eight,
Astaka; of ten, Dasaka; so also a collection of sixteen would be called
sodasaka; of twenty, Viméatika; of twenty four, Caturvim$atika; of
twenty-five, Paficavim$atika; of thirty, Triméika; of thirty-two, Dvatrim$ika;
of fifty, Pafici$aka or Paficaéika; of seventy, Saptatika; and so a collection
of hundred would be called a Sataka. i

Srngaraharavali, which we are placing in the hands of scholars as
the fifteenth number of the Rajasthana Granthmili, is a work of this
type - a collection of 101 Muktakas or detached verses. The subject-
matter of this work is shown by the very title given by the author to
this collection of his of 101 verses in different metres. The author seems
to have made this necklace of one hundred and one pearl - like verses
Muktakas-by selecting the best out of the love-lyrics that he may have
composed at different times.
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There are in Sanskrit Literature many similar collections of hundreq
erotic verses of other authors also. The two most well-known are the
Smgira Sataka of Bhartrhari and the Amaru Sataka of the poet Amaru,
There is also the Bhivasataka or Naga$ataka of the poet Naga This
Srngaraharavali is one such work.

The Gujarat Vidya Sabha of Ahmedabad has a valuable library of
mss. collected from Rajasthina and Gujarat — which has not attracted
the attention that it deserves. When Dr. Priyabala Shah was working as
a research scholar in the B. J. Institute of Gujarat Vidya Sabha, she
examined a number of these mss. She found amongst them . some small
but interesting works. Prof. Parikh, the Director of the Institute, suggested
to her that she might study and edit these. She selected Sringaraharavali
along with Krsnagiti, Nrttasarigraha and Ratnako$a. My friend Prof.
Parikh spoke to me about these new and unpublished works. I was also
shown the press-copies of these. On going through them I felt that they
deserved to be included in the Rajasthana Puratana-Granth-mala. I
suggested that Dr. Priyabala might edit them for this series. She acceded
to my request. Hence these publications in the Rajasthana Puratana-
Granthamala. ‘ '

Dr. Priyabala Shah has interest in many fields of Sanskrit research.
She took her M. A. degree in Ancient Indian Culture from the Bombay Uni-
versity. She got her Ph.D. degree in Sanskrit from the same University on
a thesis on a critical edition of the third kinda of Visnudharmottara Purana
with an elaborate introduction on the fine drts as practised in ancient
India. After finishing her work on Srngaraharavali, she went to Paris and
worked in the University of Sorbonne under the guidance of Prof. Renou
and Prof. Dupont. She got her D. Litt. (trés honorable) from the
University of Paris on her thesis on the Iconography of Sun as well as
on Krsnagiti and Nrttasamgraha. I take this opportunity to congratulate
her on her brilliant academic attainments.

In the making of this series, I received from the start, enthusiastic
co-operation from my scholar-friends of Gujarat Vidya Sabha, particularly
Prof. Rasiklal Parikh, Dr. Hariprasad Shastri, Dr. Jitendra Jetly, Dr.
Priyabala Shah and Pandit K. K. Shastri. I express my sincere thanks

to them.

I undettook to edxt this work, even though there was only one Ms.
of it, because of the name of Sriharsa and the poetic quality of the
work. If, however, the manuscript was not on the whole correct, I
would have been compelled to give up the attempt.

As will be seen from the text, I have in all made nearly 150
.émendations. These are made because the actual readings of the Ms.
are in some cases metrically deficient (e. g. Slo. °gfy" for ‘g’

§lo. 55 s@wveel for W@TAURS, élo..57 faqrs uy for fagma Uy, §lo. 73
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fqa for @¥g ), in some, grammatically incorrect ( e. g. $lo. 34 zggq anf,
slo. 63 #Ngd), $lo. 65 g@gy ) and in some, did not yield any sense or the
sense was not as would be requxred by the context ( e. g. $lo. 7 ¢a-9g g,

%lo. 8 galts=afeginar, $lo. 34 gag amf@ #, and, Slo. 30 guidgesife.)

In making these emendations, it isnot possible to exclude altogether
the subjective test of propriety. 1t has been, however, controlled by
metre and grammar. In emending the readings, I have mainly relied
‘upon the objective consideration of the confusions and mistakes which
are likely to arise by the similarity of letters ( like g and a, wand g,

wand g, 5 and 3, % and g, q and g etc). One cannot say'how far

these emendations represent the author’s text unt11 more mss. of the
work are discovered. '

The Author

Sriharsa is a wellknown name in Sankrit literature. Several
persons who might have lived centuries apart .have borne this name.
In fact we know at least two great Harsas: one the emperor Harsa
of Kanouj ( 6th cent. A. D.) and the other tharsa (12th cent. A.D.)
a great poet and Vedantist,—the author of Naxsadhlyacanta and
Khandana-khandakhadya. ‘Scholars have discovered several other Harsas!
also. Our problem is to find out whether our author is to be identified with
one of the known Harsas or whether he is a new find. At the outset I must
say that I have not been able to find any decisine evidence which would
help. one to decide the question. The only thing, therefore, that I could
do was to compare Sragirahiravali with, on one side, the works, attributed
to Harsa of Kanouj, and on the other, with the Naisadhiyacaritd of the
Vedantist poet Srih.arsa. Here also I must say that this comparative study
has not given me any definite clues. Yet if one is allowed to express one’s
inclination based upon such a comparative study, one might say that it is
-rore likely that the author of Naisadhiya might have composed this
‘work in his earlier years to emulate works like the Amarusataka.
‘What goes against this hypothesis is the fact that -Sriharsa has not

presumably of his earhex years, as sufficiently important to stand with
his major works. -

It is wellknown that Sriharsa uses many unusual words  in his
Mahakavya. Some of these are sanskritised forms of De$ya words,
e. g. the wuse of the word gg0 in the sense of saffron( Nais.
viii, 80). Now we find that, this word has been used in. this work
also ($lo. No. 59 ). In addition, the use of the word fifs; in slo. 12 is to be
specially noted. As I have explained in the notes it is a Sanskriti-
sed form of the deSya word oigt or forg? This common tendency of
using the Sanskritised forms of the desya words, by itself, is in no way
conclusive; yet if we take this fact along with the other fact that
Sriharsa and not Harsa is the proper name of the authors af
Naigadhiya and Srigaraharivali, we may be permitted the guess that
both of them . might refer to the same person. Ihxs is not good loglc.
but not so bad as to exclude a guess.

Whoever may be this Harsa, he seems to be a person very familiar
with the regions of Gujarat and Rajasthana, as is evident from $lo. 12
(:ﬁ'(mg) $lo. 46. \W’iﬂﬁ) $lo. 73 (arfaes), Slo. 13 RESEIE ) The reference
to gol&t in &lo. 30 can be explained as something conventional because
it is a sort of #fyany. . T

The two ggy verses at the end of the Ms., describing in one the
beautiful Nagara women of Vadanagara and in the other the surpassing beauty
of its cowherdesses, clearly indicate that the copy of this Ms. was made at
Vadanagara. Sriharsa, the author of Naisadhiya, had a great vogue in Gujarat
and its oldest commentaries were written solely in Gujarat.! So if
Srngaraharavali is the work of the author of Naisadhiya it would be no
surprise if its only known Ms. was copied at Vadanagara. However, as I
said above, the evidence is in no way conclusive and the question of the
identity of the author of Sriigara-haravali remains an unsettled problem.

Age- The Age of this work is undoubtedly earlier than this ms. i.e.
1733 Samvat (i. e. 1677 A. D.). If it is a work of the author of
Naisadhiya its date would be, that of Sri Harsa (12th cent, A. D.) Beyond
this we connot say anything further about the age of Srngara-haravali.
