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Preface To The First Edition

e} () § m—

The present work is an attempt to supply to the
students of Sanskrit all the forms of roots, conjugational
as well as non-conjugational, that they have to study
for the Matriculation Examination. The method that is:
followed here is at once easy and inteliigible. The book is
divided into three parts, the first of which is especially
intended for the students of the fourth standard, the second
for those of the fifth standard, and the third one for those of
‘the sixth and the seventh. Of course the study of all the
three parts is essential for the students of the Matriculation
class. The first two parts are bound together, while the
third part is bound separately.

" The First Part deals with the first group of conju-
gations, . e. the first, fourth, sixth and tfenth. At the
beginning are given terminations, both Parasmaipadi
and Atmanepadi, of all the four conjugational
tenses and moods, viz. the Present, the Imperfect,
the Imperative and the Potential. Then some model
and difficult roots of both the 9Fs are fully
conjugated. A few roots are also conjugated in the
passive voice. At the end of this part is appended a list
of roots belonging to the first group of conjugations in
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their alphabetical order. The method adopted here is
suck that the student will find in a single line running
over two pages the root, its conjugation, Pada and mean-
ing, the third person singulars, both active and passive,
of the Present, Imperfect, Imperative and Potential in
order; the Present Participles both active and passive ;
the Potential Passive Participles; the Infinitive of
Purpose; and the Gerunds or Absolutives. These are all
the forms that are required of the students of the fourth
standard.

The scheme of the Second Part is exactly the same as
that of the First Part, except that the former deals with the
Second Group of conjugations, 7. e. the second, third, fifth,
seventh, eighth and ninth. A large number of roots
belonging to this group being difficult and irregular are
here fully conjugated in all the conjugational tenses and
moods. It will, therefore, be easy for the students to
study this portion thoroughly. A list of roots of this
Second Group, similar to that appended to the First Part,
will be found at the end of this part with all the essential
forms that are mentioned at the close of the above
paragraph. This part is intended for the use of the
students studying in the fifth standard.

The Third Part gives at the beginning a similar
list as above of all the irregular roots that are not
included in the first two parts. The next chapters deal
with the non-conjugational Tenses and Moods, viz. The
Perfect, the two Futures, the Conditional, the Aorist,
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the Benedictive, the Desiderative and the Freuenta-
tive. Almost all difficult roots are fully conjugated
in the Perfect, the two Futures, and the Conditional,
while in the case of the rest instructions are given to the
students, that will enable them to recognise their forms,
At the end of this part, however, is given an exhaustive
list of about 500 roots that are usually met with in
olassical Sanskrit literature, arranged in their alphabetical
order. In this list also the student will find in different
columns in a single line running over two pages, besides
the root, its conjugation, Pada and meaning, the third
person singular forms of the Perfect, the Second
Future, the Conditional, the Aorist, the Benedictives
the Desiderative and the Causals; the first person
singular of the First Future; and also the Perfect
and Future Participles. The reason for giving the
first person singular form of the Fi=st Future is that the
termination of the third person singular is the same
in both Parasmaipada and Atmanepada. So to enable
one to recognise whether the form is Parasmaipadi or
Atmanepadi, I have given the first person singular form.
This list, I hope, Will prove to be most helpful to the
students of the Matriculation class.

This book is the third part of the Sulabha-Dhaturupa-Kosa
or a lexicon of slmplxﬁed verbal forms. It is specially intended
for the students of the sixth standard aud for those preparing
for the Matnonlatton examination. It contains four chapters. .
' The first chapter gives a list of all the irregular roots that are
not included in the first two -parts of the work , arranged in
their alphabetxcal order. Tho method adopted in giving the
different forms of the roots is such that the students will find -
in single lines running over two pages the roots, their conjugations
Pada and meaning, the third person singulars, both active and
_ passive, of tho Present, Imperfect, Imperative and Potential
in order; tbe Present Participles both active and passive; the
Potential Passive Participles; the Past Passive Partmlples 3
Inﬁmtnes of Purpose; and Gerunds or Absolutives. .

‘The second chapter deals with the Perfect, wherein besidep
the terminations , a table of roots showing what roots are Anif,
Set or Vet, and a. Kdrikd of Vet roots, one huuvdred and fifty-
two roots are fully conjugated. :

The third chapter deals .thh the two Futures and the
Oonditional,  Here also forty-eight roots are fully conjugated
in both the First and the Second Future; while eleven roots
are fully conjugated in the Conditional. - Terminations ard
other instructions are aleo given at the beginning.

The fourth chapter treats of the Aorist, Bonedictive,
Desiderative, Frequentative and Caunsals. In the case of the
Aorist full instructions are given so as to enable a student to
recognise any Aorist form. Some irregular forms of Causal
Aorist are also added. In the case of the Bemedictive full
instructions for recognition of forms are given along with the
terminations and nine roots fully conjugated ; while in the case
- of the Desiderative, Frequentative and the Oausals copious

illustrations are added to the mstructmns on formation and
recognition of forms,

At the end of these four chapters is given an exhanstive list
of roots that are usually met with 'in classical Sanskrit
literature with their different forms given in eleven columns
running over two pages. The letter v. s. or a. printed in italics
at the beginning of a root indicates whether the root is vet, st
or anit. Herein the student will find beeides the root, its conju-
gation, Pada and meaning, the third person singular forms of
the Perfect, the Second Future, Conditional, Aorist, Benedicti- -
ve, Desxdsratxve and Caueals ; the first person singular of the
First Fature; and also the Pc::fect and Future Participles. The .
reason for giving the first person singular form of the First
Future is that the termination of the third person singular is
the same in both Parasmaipada and Atmanepada. Seo to enable
one to recognise whether the form is Parasmaipadi or ‘Atmane-
padi, I have given the first person singular form. This list, I

stongly hope, will prove to be most helpful to the students qf the
Matriculation class.

I have spared no pains in making this work satisfy all the
-essential requirements of students as far as roots are concerned.
The method that is followed here is at once easy and intelligi-
ble, and hence it is hoped that it will be welcomed by both
teachers and students alike, as it will serve not: only as a
companion to the students but- a8 a reference book to the
teachers also.

Any suggestions as regards inaccuracies in’ the work or
improvement that would add to the usefulness of the work
wvill be given best consideration to in the second edition.

There are three tenses and moods only viz. the Imperfect,
the Oonditional and the Aorist that take the augment st or 30

prefixed to their forms. The students cen very well recognise
the forms of the Imperfect and the Oonditional as they are fully
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dealt with in the foregoing portion of this book,  Those forms of
the roots, therefore, that are meither Imperfeot nor Conditional
and have the augment 3r prefixed to them can be safely
taken as Aorist forms. The number and the person of the
Aorist form can also be recognised with little effort as their
endmgs are generally similar to those of the Imperfoct,

The exhaustive list given at the end of this part supplies
both the active and passive 3rd person singular forms of Aorist.
If the students go through them carcfully, they can easily
recognise any Aorist form.
