The god Reshef (Reshpu, Rashshaf, Reshpa) had
his beginnings in Syria, and was particularly important

in Ugarit. A war and thunder god, his cult spread through-
out Canaan and Phoenicia, with links in Mesopotamia,
eventually emerging in Egypt. There are even indications
that Reshep was worshipped as far away as Spain.
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Numerous statues and carvings of Reshef have been
found throughout Egypt and others in Syria. He is al-
most invariably portrayed as a “smiting god,” which
means that he is depicted holding a weapon, usually a
club, axe or mace, in his upraised right hand, and bearing
a shield on his left arm. He wears the White Crown of
Upper Egypt with a gazelle’s head télking the place of the
pharaonic uraeus cobra. He is usually portrayed wearing
a Syrian-style beard in acknowledgment of his place of

origin, and the short kilt of a warrior.

Major cult centers for the worship of Reshef were
located in Ugarit, Byblos and Arsuf (later Appolonia).
The Babylonians associated him with their death god
Nergal. To the Phoenicians, he was a god of fire and light-
ning. They knew him as “Rashap of the Wings” or “Rashap
of the Birds.” In this aspects as a god of well-being, fer-
tility and plenty, some worshippers may have associated
him with Baal.

Reshef arrived in Egypt some time during, or
shortly before, the Eighteenth Dynasty. He, along with
the goddess Astarte, is featured on the famous stele of

- Amenhotep II (ruled ca. 1425 to 1399 B.C.) near the
Sphinx at Giza. According to the stele, the two gods are
rejoicing at Amenhotep 1I’s diligence in taking care of
his horses.
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To the Egyptians, Reshef was a god of war and pes-
tilence associated with their own Montu. The pharaohs
of the Eighteenth Dynasty were warrious and hunters and
Reshefs warlike nature would have made him important
to those rulers. His primary cult center at the Egyptian
capital of Mempbhis serves as evidence of his importance
to the royal family, though he was likely worshipped
through out Egypt’s eastern frontier as well. He was be-
lieved to live in an area on the east bank of the “Valley of
Reshep.” '

Reshef was more than a simple thunder and war
god. He was also known as a deity approachable by ordi-
nary people as well as by rulers. He was honoured for
answering prayers, and used his destructive power against
human diseases of all types. His healing abilities were
specially valued at Dair el-Medina, where he was also as
the patron of honesty. '

Although he m{ght be considered a relative late-
comer to the Egyptian pantheon, Reshef was held in high
esteem by the Egyptians. Universal balance of good and
evil was of paramount importance to the Egyptians, so it
is not surprising that Reshef’s nature contained power
over both death and health. He well deserved his place
among the complex pantheon of Egyptian gods.

A German scholar named Von-Kramer (49) has
mentioned “that existing Samania community in Central-
east Asia were Shramans (Jains)”’. Mr. G.F. Moor writes
that “In 1st century BC many Jain and Buddhist saints
were preaching principles of no-violence in eastern Iraq,
Sham and Palestine. Innumberable naked jain saints were
living in plains and on hills in western Asia, Egypt, Greece
and Ethopia and were very famous for their renunciation
and their deep philosophical knowledge.” Major Gen.
J.S.R.Furlong had discovered (36, p.20) some jain reli-
gious centres in the cities of Oksinia, Caspia, Bulkh and

Samarkand where the principles of non-violence
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specially non-killing of animals was followed with re-
spect. Mr. Furlong also mentions (50.p.14) The yatis or
Jainsaints, who in man’s earliest ages have on all lands
separated themselves from the world and dwelt upon pi-
ous movements in lonely forests and mountains’.
